A flavour of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland and her Commonwealths.  All tossups and bonuses answer about people, places, and things that are related to the British Isles.
 Tossups:
 

1) This man wrote a History of the Reign of King Henry VII, as well as a work subtitled “On the Interpretation of Nature”, better known ai Valerius Terminus. In a more famous work by this man the narrator visits the House of Strangers in the title location, which is called Bensalem and later served as the model for the English Royal Society.  He also penned a compendium of contemporary knowledge entitled The Advancement of Learning, while he is most famous for a work detailing the four “Idols of the Tribe”.  For ten points, name this English philosopher who wrote The New Atlantis and Novum Organum, a pioneer in the use of the scientific method.

ANSWER: Francis Bacon (Prompt on “Bacon”)

2) In 2007 Karen Marguerite Moloney published an analysis of this man’s works, and his name completes that title with and the Emblems of Hope.  His most recent work is the collection District and Circle, while another of this man’s collections includes the section Sweeney Redivivius and is entitled Station Island.  Also famous for collections such as Wintering Out and The Haw Lantern, for ten points, name this Irish poet and Nobel Laureate most famous for his first collection Death of a Naturalist.

ANSWER: Seamus Heaney
 

3) A law that is sometimes named for this individual states that the internal energy of an ideal gas is only temperature dependent.  Another law that is partly named for him states, in a van der Waals gas, twenty-seven fourths of the critical temperature equals the inversion temperature. Another law given this man’s name can be proved using Ohm’s Law, and gives the power across a resistor, but he is most famous for an experiment in which a spinning wheel heats a cylinder full of water. For ten points, name this British physicist who showed that heat corresponded with work, the namesake of the SI unit of energy.

ANSWER: James Prescott Joule
 

4) This individual has been the subject of two biographies by Eric Ives.  In letters written to her, she was famously commented on the beauty of her duckies, a slang term used for her breasts.  However, those duckies didn’t help this daughter of the Early of Wiltshire from being implicated by the likes of Mark Smeaton and William Brereton and tried for adultery, as she may have had a superfluous third nipple to go along with a sixth finger on her left hand.  Luckily, her husband loved her enough to grant her a French-style execution instead of using an axe.  For ten points, name this “queen of a thousand days” and mother of Queen Elizabeth the First, the second wife of Henry VIII.

ANSWER: Anne Boleyn
5) Minor characters in it include a lover who is hanged, Tyburn, and a ridiculous French doctor who is visited in response to the appearance of a mysterious black spot.  Its first part depicts a man who is stricken by gout while arranging a celebration for his son, with a portrait of Medusa serving as witness to the signing of a contract by Earl Squanderfield’s bankrupt son.  A later installment depicts one member of the fateful couple being mortally wounded, while the countess is shown taking poison in the sixth and final painting.  Appearing alongside the series The Happy Marriage, for ten points, name this series of six narrative paintings by William Hogarth.

ANSWER: Marriage à-la-mode
 

6) A day celebrating this object has been held on May 25th since 2001.  The person who brought this great object to importance did so because of various trips in Greece.  In fact, this item can be used for warmth on a cold night, getting a small draft as a sail, calling for assistance, or for hand-to-hand combat if wet.  Its appearance can also help you get necessary supplies if you can scam a strag, or you can cover your face with it to avoid the Ravenous Bugblatter Beast of Traal.  For ten points, name this thing, which “is about the most massively useful thing an interstellar hitchhiker can have.”

ANSWER: A Towel
7) He is the namesake of a post-secondary institution in his hometown of Greenock.  He started a fairly successful business firm with Matthew Boulton after attending the University of Glasgow, which also allowed him to have access to his iron works for some of his experiments.  There is still controversy, however, whether it was he or an employee named William Murdoch who truly deserves credit for his work.  For ten points, name this Scot who holds the patent on the steam locomotive and shares his name with the SI unit for power.

ANSWER: James Watt
 

8) The idea for it came during a Christmas meeting between the King and his Great Council.  It was given the name by which it is commonly known more than a century after its completion based on the similarities to a portion of the Bible.  For ease of completion, all information was added to either its “Little” or “Greater” volume, and England was divided into a number of circuits.  For ten points, name this first true census in the history of the Western hemisphere, completed in 1086 under the auspices of William the Conqueror.

ANSWER: The Domesday Book (or) The Doomsday Book (or) Book of Winchester
 

9) J.R.R Tolkien has sometimes been called the author of this work because of the edition he and E.V. Gordon published in 1925.  During the story, the hero travels to the land of Hautdesert and is seduced by a noblewoman at her husband’s castle.  The only thing saving the hero from her husband Lord Bertilak is the silk girdle that the woman gave to him the previous day, and his year of waiting concludes with his neck miraculously unharmed in a beheading.  For ten points, name this 14th century manuscript by a man known as the “Pearl Poet”, about a confrontation between a giant and one of King Arthur’s best men.

ANSWER: Sir Gawain and the Green Knight
10) He wrote the screenplay for a movie version of his 2005 novel The White Countess. His first published work was A Pale View of Hills, while he also authored a novel about a famed Central European pianist named Ryder in The Unconsoled. Better known are novels about a school where cloned children are raised to provide organ transplants, and another about the painter Masuji Ono.  Never Let Me Go and An Artist of the Floating World were novels by, for ten points, what Booker Prize-winning Japanese-born novelist of The Remains of the Day?
ANSWER: Kazuo Ishiguro
 

11) Edward Simmons once described this term as meaning “Child of Honour,” although it was originally a derogatory term denoting the worldly lifestyle of figures such as George Goring and Henry Wilmot.  They drew much of their support from outlying regions such as Wales and Cornwall, while even their foremost commander was a Bavarian in Prince Rupert of the Rhine.  Suffering defeat at Naseby and Preston, for ten points, identify this faction of the English Civil War that was eventually defeated by Oliver Cromwell and his Roundheads

ANSWER: Cavaliers (do not accept “Royalists”)

 

12) His first work, the two-act Lansdown Castle, was inspired by the work of Gilbert and Sullivan.  By 1895, he decided to teach himself Sanskrit after delving into Hinduism, knowledge that assisted him in the writing of the operas Savitri and Sita.  Also known for folk works such as St. Paul’s Suite for strings, he is best known for a work whose movements bear subtitles such as “Magician”, “Bringer of Jollity”, and “Bringer of War”.  For ten points, name this composer who paid homage to both Roman deities and celestial bodies in his seven-part suite The Planets.

ANSWER: Gustav Holst
 

13) Until recently, this man may have been best known for turning down a $17 million contract to play with the LA Lakers in the 2000 off-season.   This came after being named to the All-Interview First Team in the 1999-2000 season and scoring the first points of the new millennium on January 2, 2000 while playing for the Orlando Magic.  Last playing meaningful minutes for the Utah Jazz between 2001 and 2003, for ten points, name this fundamentally sound Center/Forward who, in February 2007, wrote the book Man in the Middle retelling his life of being gay in the NBA.

ANSWER: John Amaechi
 

14) This phenomenon is particularly pronounced in Terbium Gallium Garnet and leads to its large Verdet Constant, which is the constant of proportionality characterizing this effect. This effect is observed in radio galaxies, and because of the abundance of electrons in the interstellar medium, the change in angle associated with it is proportional to the square of the wavelength of light. For ten points, name this effect, whereby the plane of polarized light is rotated in a dielectric subjected to a magnetic field, named for the British scientist who also discovered electromagnetic induction

ANSWER: Faraday Effect

 
15) Minor characters in this work include the wax museum owner Mrs. Jarvis as well as Sally and her brother Sampson Brass, who frame the boy in love with the protagonist.  Pursuers of the main character include her brother Frederic- who wants to take her nonexistent fortune, Dick Swiveller- who intends to marry her, and the Single Gentleman- her great uncle and would-be benefactor. The title locale is lost due to the grandfather of the protagonist’s penchant for gambling, and thus it comes under the ownership of Quilp. For ten points, name this novel about Nell Trent, a work by Charles Dickens.

ANSWER: The Old Curiosity Shop 
 

16) It includes a fictionalized account of the life of Roman Emperor Magnus Maximus, while “The Three Romances” share characters such as Enid with the works of Chrétien de Troyes.  First translated into English by Lady Charlotte Guest, it eleven stories were originally located in two different manuscripts, with only The Red Book of Hergest containing all of its original tales.  Divided into four “branches” that focus upon characters such as Math, Branwen, and Taliesin, for ten points, identify this primary modern source for Welsh mythology.

ANSWER: Mabinogion

 

17) The origins of this television series came from the radio programme Son of Cliché, specifically from sketches about a man named Dave Hollins.  After getting their own show and the acclaim of two series, the show spawned a number of best-selling novels that included the book subtitled Infinity Welcomes Careful Drivers.  The hero becomes the last human in the universe after everyone on his ship is killed by Cadmium radiation, except his pet cat whose offspring eventually evolve into a humanoid-feline hybrid race.  For ten points, name this British sitcom about Dave Lister’s attempt to travel 3 million miles back to Earth on the title ship.

ANSWER:             Red Dwarf
18) This man’s third son wrote a biography of him entitled Parentalia, which, among other things, tells of his professorship at Gresham College and his friendship with music theorist William Holder- his future brother-in-law.  A founder of the Royal Society, he applied his skill as an engineer to works such as Oxford’s Sheldonian Theatre, the Royal Observatory’s Flamsteed house, and the Pembroke College Chapel.  FTP, name this British architect who helped rebuild London after the Great Fire of 1666, the creator of Saint Paul’s Cathedral.
ANSWER: Sir Christopher Wren
 

19) The highest quality ever found of this substance came from a cantaloupe in Peoria, IL, though its usefulness was predicted more than a decade earlier by a scientist at St. Mary’s in London.  Its development led to Nobel prizes for the likes of Ernst Chain and Howard Florey, while its high demand during World War II predicated the practice of collecting the urine of patients and then re-administering it until eliminating the bacterial infection.  The “grandfather” of all beta-lactam based drugs, for ten points, identify this drug discovered by Sir Alexander Fleming.

ANSWER: Penicillin (accept “Penicillin G” or “Penicillin V”)

 

20) The most recent ship to carry this name, launched in 1963, was its nation’s first nuclear-powered submarine.  The crew of a more famous ship with this name was once tricked by William Horace de Vere Cole and members of the Bloomsbury group, who were able to board her under the guise of Abyssinian emissaries.  Built under the auspices of Admiral Jackie Fisher, its powerful steam turbine engines and dozen 30 centimeter cannons led its enemies to “fear nothing, but G-d”.  For ten points, name this vessel, the most advanced battleship in the world at the time of its commissioning in 1906, the namesake of an entire class of early-20th century battleships.

ANSWER: HMS Dreadnought
 
Bonuses:
 

1) FTPE, answer these questions about a British art movement.
[10] This school of art was organized in 1848 and was named after a Renaissance Artist.  Its members included John Millais and Dante Rossetti.
ANSWER: Pre-Raphaelite Brotherhood (or) Pre-Raphaelites
[10] This John Millais painting depicts a female character from a Shakespearean play lying in a creek.
ANSWER: Ophelia
[10] This member of the Pre-Raphaelite Brotherhood is known for paintings such as Scapegoat and Light of the World.
ANSWER: William Holman Hunt
 

2) It’s time to get some old school English History up in this flat!  Given a description, name the king of England from before the Norman invasion, for ten points each.

[10] He was the penultimate King before William the Bastard arrived to the island.  He was such a good Catholic that he was named the patron saint of kings…and separated spouses for some reason.

ANSWER: Saint Edward the Confessor (prompt on “Edward”)
[10] This man was the father of Edward the Confessor.  He was supposedly more indecisive than his moniker tends to imply.

ANSWER: Ethelred II (or) Ethelred the Unready (prompt on "Ethelred")

[10] Until the kingdom of Wessex rose to power, this man may have been the most powerful King in English history.  A dyke named for him in what was then Mercia now crosses the Anglo-Welsh border.

ANSWER: Offa of Mercia

 

3) For ten points each, answer the following questions about a popular show on the telly.
[10] This long-running British sci-fi series regarding time travel had comedically bad special effects. Thankfully, its 2005 revival has used CG to help improve this area.
ANSWER: Doctor Who
[10] The series revolves around The Doctor's travels through time and space in this ship, which is disguised as a police box.
ANSWER: TARDIS (or) Time And Relative Dimension(s) In Space
[10] This is the name of the Dr. Who’s homeworld, along with that of the other Time Lords…at least when they existed.
ANSWER: Gallifrey
 

4) Name these things named after British physicists, for ten points each.

[10] A ragin’ Scotsman lends his name to this theoretical construct which could make a really great air conditioner for its ability to separate hot and cold molecules.  Leo Szilard later argued that its interior functioning would create more entropy that it could eliminate.

ANSWER: Maxwell’s Demon

[10] Another thing often named for Maxwell is a correction term in Ampere’s Law that takes into account this type of current.

ANSWER: Displacement current
[10] This British Nobel Laureate gives his name to an effect whereby current flows through an insulating barrier between two superconductors.  Also named for him are the “junctions” utilizing said effect.

ANSWER: Brian David Josephson
 

5) With great regret to many, here is the obligatory Jane Austen bonus.  For ten points each, answer some questions about one of her novels.
[10] The main character of Austen’s third novel is this poor English girl, who is forced to grow up in the affluent household of her aunt Norris and uncle Thomas after her mother marries an alcoholic marine.

ANSWER: Fanny Price (accept either name)

[10] This is the Austen novel in which Fanny Price is the heroine.

ANSWER: Mansfield Park
[10] This is the name of the family that takes Fanny Prince in and, for the most part, treats her like filth…well, except for Edmund.

ANSWER: Bertram
 

6) For ten points each, given some of their most significant actions, name the 20th century British Prime Minister

[10] He held office from 1902 through 1905, but is best remembered for a 1917 declaration where he announced that he “viewed with favor” the establishment of a Jewish homeland in Palestine.

ANSWER: Arthur Balfour, Earl of Balfour

[10] This Conservative was a stark protectionist during his 3 terms as PM.   He failed to put down the General Strike of 1926 before heading the national coalition in 1935.

ANSWER: Stanley Baldwin, Earl Baldwin of Bewdley

[10] This predecessor of Winston Churchill is best remembered for his appeasement of Hitler in 1938's Munich Pact.

ANSWER: Neville Chamberlain
 

7) Name these composers who created music based on Shakespearean plays, for ten points each:
[10] His 1960 opera A Midsummer Night’s Dream was based on Shakespeare’s play of the same name.  Other works by this composer are The Turn of the Screw, Billy Budd, and Peter Grimes.
ANSWER: Edward Benjamin Britten, Baron of Aldeburgh
[10] This Indiana-born composer based Kiss Me, Kate on The Taming of the Shrew.  He also composed Anything Goes and songs such as “I Get a Kick Out Of You.”

ANSWER: Cole Albert Porter
[10] This British composer is best known for A Village For Romeo and Juliet.  His other works include Sea Drift, Brigg Fair, and A Mass of Life.
ANSWER: Frederick Albert Theodore Delius
 

8) Answer these questions about some famous writers with something in common, for ten points each.  Here’s your hint: they’re all British!

[10] Most people aren’t running to a book store to purchase his Historia Ecclesiastica gentis Anglorum, but this monk is widely considered the father of English History.

ANSWER: Saint Bede (or) the Venerable Bede
[10] This restoration writer was multitalented, writing poems like “The Hind and the Panther” and plays like Absalom and Achitophel.
ANSWER: John Dryden
[10] This octogenarian made history in 2007 by becoming the oldest person to ever win the Nobel Prize in Literature.  She is best known for works like The Golden Notebook.
ANSWER: Doris Lessing
 

9) With a little help from Roger Goodell, this fall the peoples of the United Kingdom were treated to a real game of American Football.  For ten points each, name some facts about this historic game.

[10] The game was played at this famous field and home of the English National Football Team.  Sadly, the pitch didn’t survive.

ANSWER: Wembley Stadium

[10] Really, the only bright spot in the entire game was this Giants Running Back, who rushed for a career-high 131 yards on 23 carries.

ANSWER: Brandon Jacobs
[10] This defensive end-slash-linebacker for the Dolphins, number 99, only got a fumble recovery in the game.  On the bright side, he did get a giant inflatable version of himself that was showcased during the week.

ANSWER: Jason Taylor
 

10) Answer the following about a scientist for ten points each; I would say where the person is from, but I think you should have a general idea already.

[10] This scientist was pivotal in the discovery of the structure of the DNA double-helix, but missed out on a Nobel Prize due to her premature death from ovarian cancer.

ANSWER: Rosalind Franklin
[10] Franklin would have received the Nobel with Watson, Crick, and this Kiwi biologist who studied DNA via X-ray diffraction.

ANSWER: Maurice Wilkins
[10] At least Franklin got credit for her pioneering work with this RNA phage, whose original discovery is generally attributed to Dimitri Ivanovsky in 1892.

ANSWER: Tobacco Mosaic Virus (or) TMV
 

11) When you noticed this was a packet about the United Kingdom, you probably had a suspicion that there would be a Shakespeare question.  Well, here it is: given some stuff about a play, name it for ten points each.

[10] This tragedy-slash-romance, which follows the lives of the Kings of Sicilia and Bohemia, has the distinction of being the last play written by Shakespeare.

ANSWER: The Winter’s Tale
[10] This play, the prequel to the Henry IV plays, chronicles the life of the last of the Angevin King of England.

ANSWER: Richard II
[10] Alcibiades appears in this tragedy about a certain Greek philanthropist, whose troubles are predicted by Apemantus.

ANSWER: Timon of Athens
 

12) Name these African countries that formerly belonged to Great Britain, For ten points each:
[10] This country was formerly known as Southern Rhodesia, and was dominated by Ian Smith's racist government during the 1960’s and 70’s.  It is currently led by the equally-racist Robert Mugabe.

ANSWER: Republic of Zimbabwe
[10] Formerly known as Nyasaland, this country was led by Hastings Banda from 1961-1994.

ANSWER: Republic of Malawi
[10]  Leaders of this West African country, formerly known as the British Gold Coast, have included Jerry Rawlings and Kwame Nkrumah

ANSWER: Republic of Ghana
 

13) The Brits have conducted some important experiments over the years.  Given a description of an experiment, name the man who coordinated it within the UK, for ten points each.

[10] Actually conducted by his students Ernest Marsden and Hans Geiger, this Kiwi-born physicist used alpha particles and gold foil to debunk the Plum Pudding Model.

ANSWER: Ernest Rutherford
[10] This man used a torsion bar to "weigh the earth" and calculate the gravitational constant.

ANSWER: Henry Cavendish
[10] This man’s cathode ray tube experiments helped expand the understanding of the atom and led to the discovery of the electron.

ANSWER: J(oseph) J(ohn) Thomson (prompt on "Thomson")

 

14) We all know Mel Gibson is completely crazy, but he also screwed up a bunch of facts about the life of one William Wallace.  Help set the record straight by answering the following questions, for ten points each.

[10] The Braveheart film made absolutely no mention of Longshanks’ recent theft of this object, a rock that all medieval Scottish kings were crowned upon.

ANSWER: Stone of Scone
[10] Though this 1297 battle looked really cool in the movie, they completely forgot the river and the namesake landmark that helped the outnumbered Scots win the day.

ANSWER: Battle of Stirling Bridge (prompt on "Stirling")

[10] Besides Mel and writer/director Randall Wallace, many of the inaccuracies can be traced back to this man, whose work about “Braveheart” came out more than a century after his execution.  At least they got the death right.

ANSWER: Blind Harry
 

15) Answer the following questions about a British Actor for ten points each.

[10] This actor, best known for playing David Brent on the UK Version of The Office, has also appeared in films such as For Your Consideration and Night at the Museum.

ANSWER: Ricky Gervais
[10] Ricky Gervais also appeared as Ferdy the Fence in this 2007 film based on a Neil Gaiman children’s book.  It also featured Charlie Cox, Claire Danes, and Robert De Niro, who plays a cross-dressing pirate.

ANSWER: Stardust
[10] This good friend of Ricky’s and star of Gervais’ podcast most recently released the book “Happyslapped by a Jellyfish”, which contains his drawings as well as his idiotic yet compelling insights into life.

ANSWER:     Karl Pilkington
 

16) One of the more entertaining positions one could hold within the Kingdom of England is to be the Archbishop of Canterbury.  Given a short description, name these high priests of the Realm for ten points each.

[10] Just to see if you are up on current events, this man is the current archbishop.

ANSWER: Dr. Rowan Douglas Williams
[10] This man led the Church of England during the end of the reign of Henry VIII as well as during the entire reign Edward VI.  His reward:  Queen Mary burned his bum!

ANSWER: Thomas Cranmer
[10] This man was also killed by a monarch, Henry II, and in his own church no less!
ANSWER: Saint Thomas a Becket
 

17) His plays include Enter a Free Man, Rough Crossing, and On the Razzle.  For ten points each:

[10] Name this Czech-born Brit who is often associated with the Theatre of the Absurd.

ANSWER: Sir Tom Stoppard (or) Tomas Straussler
[10] This most famous Stoppard play is named after two minor characters from Hamlet…though the title sort of ruins the ending.

ANSWER: Rosencrantz and Guildenstern are Dead
[10] This Stoppard play takes place in Sidley Park and features Thomasina Coverley along with her teacher Septimus Hodge.

ANSWER: Arcadia
 

18) Answer the following questions related to London’s British Museum, for ten points each:
[10] The British Museum was established in 1753 during the reign of this British king, who is also known for leading troops into the Battle of Dettingen during the War of the Austrian Succession.
ANSWER: George II (prompt on "George")
[10] The Museum's Younger Memnon statue depicts this 13th century B.C. Egyptian pharaoh, who defeated Mutuwallis at the Battle of Kadesh.
ANSWER: Ramses II (or) Ramses the Great (prompt on "Ramses")
[10] This building, located in London’s Bloomsbury district, is where the British Museum was first housed.
ANSWER: Montagu House
 

19) When it comes to the English and their contributions to science, none may be as important as Sir Isaac Newton.  But he did more than those laws of motion!  Name these other facts about this apple magnet for ten points each.

[10] Newton's magnus opus, in addition to his 3 laws it also contained his law of universal gravitation and some improvements on Kepler’s Laws. 

 
ANSWER: Philosophiæ Naturalis Principia Mathematica
[10] Newton also authored this influential work with a general title that, unsurprisingly, focuses upon refraction and the nature of light.

ANSWER: Opticks
[10] Financing the publication of Newton's Principia was this Astronomer Royal who, among other things, was the first to fully observe the transit of Mercury.

ANSWER: Edmond Halley
 

20) Her Majesty’s Air Force has had some famous aeroplanes over the past century.  Given a description, name the attack aerocraft for ten points each.

[10] This plane, famous for its action during the Falklands War, is the heart of the RAF as well as the Naval Air Force.  It’s still the only Vertical/Short Take-off and Landing aircraft in the world.

ANSWER: Harrier Jump Jet (prompt on “Jump Jet”)

[10] Along with the Hawker Hurricane, this aircraft was the mainstay of the RAF during the Second World War.

ANSWER: Supermarine Spitfire
[10] Though they were ridiculously outdated, these biplanes, launched from the HMS Victorious and HMS Ark Royal, were crucial in the damaging and the eventual sinking the German battleship Bismarck.

ANSWER: Fairey Swordfish
 

21) Answer the following questions about the poetry of Robert Browning, for ten points each.

[10] This famous poetry collection by Robert Browning, dedicated to his wife Elizabeth Barrett, contains 51 poems such as Love Among the Ruins.

ANSWER: Men and Women
[10] The title character of this Browning poem is a painter and monk who describes to three policemen his view that painting should reflect real life, unlike his pious patrons

ANSWER: “Fra Lippo Lippi”
[10] This other titular artist of a Browning poem, with three very unbalanced stanzas, laments his dissatisfaction with his art to his wife Lucrezia.  The title Italian artist is most famous for his painting Madonna of the Harpies.

ANSWER: “Andrea del Sarto”
