PACKET SCORPIO
1. Like Jesus, he sports a beard and is purported to have been the fourth wise man who gave Jesus his beard. He drives an ice cream truck covered in human skulls. He has two speeds: walk and kill. He does not teabag the ladies, he potato sacks them. He CAN believe it’s not butter. He ordered a Big Mac at Burger King and got one. It takes 14 puppeteers to make him smile, but only 2 to make him destroy an orphanage. The Soviet Union quit because they saw a Deltaforce marathon on TV featuring, FTP, this man, the star of Walker Texas Ranger.
ANSWER: Chuck Norris
2. (Marc) This techno-glam combo formed in New York in 2001, but it was their success on the UK charts with the top-selling album of 2004 that actually got them famous stateside.  The group’s name is a reference to tribadism, a lesbian sex act, while their look (especially in videos like “Filthy/Gorgeous”) is heavily influenced by the NYC gay club scene.  FTP, name this musical group whose only female, Ana Matronic, shares lead vocals with the clue-liciously named Jake Shears.

Scissor Sisters

3. (Marc) This fantasy world, sometimes known as Counter-Earth, has been the subject of some controversy.  The series of novels that present it is considered a “planetary romance.”  However, the predominant culture of the planet is brutally one-sided in favor of males; females are described (on nearly every page) as slaves.  This has led some devotees of the series to form a BDSM community based on it.  FTP, name the planet and its eponymous series of novels by John Norman.

4. (Yogesh) He did the illustrations for almost all of John Bellairs’ children’s books, and won a Tony in 1978 for Costume Design for Dracula.  He published the 1961 “pornographic tale” The Curious Sofa under the name “Ogdred Weary.”  More famously, his artwork featured in the title sequence of the PBS series Mystery! and he wrote a morbid poem about an unfortunate family ranging from “Amy who fell down the stairs” to “Zena who drank too much gin.”  FTP, name this macabre author and illustrator of The Gashlycrumb Tinies.

5. (Yogesh) His father was Scottish and his mother, Monique Delacroix, was Swiss.  After the death of his parents in a climbing accident, he went to live with his aunt in a village in Kent.  Thrown out of Eton after trouble with a maid and transferred to Fettes, where he founded the first serious judo class at a British public school.  In 1941, he joined what subsequently became the Ministry of Defence and rose to the rank of Commander of the Royal Navy by the end of the war.  He married Teresa di Vincenzo in 1962, but she was murdered shortly after their wedding by his archenemy, Ernst Stavro Blofeld.  FTP, this is the biography of what fictional British secret agent created by Ian Fleming?

Answer: James Bond
6. (Yogesh) Under his real name, Ross Bagdasarian, he acted in Alfred Hitchcock’s Rear Window and co-wrote – with his cousin, playwright William Saroyan – the Rosemary Clooney #1 hit “Come On-a My House.”  He had his own #1 hit with the 1958 novelty song “Witch Doctor,” featuring the high-pitched chorus “Ooo eee, ooh ah ah, ting tang, walla walla bing bang.”  Later that year, inspired by his son constantly asking when Christmas would arrive, he used the same technique to make “The Chipmunk Song,” introducing the characters of Alvin, Simon, and Theodore.  FTP, name this creator of Alvin and the Chipmunks.

7. (Mik) In a small pond which you enter for no real reason, you’ll run into Del Lago, whom you must kill with harpoons; In a small village, you’ll fight El Gigante, and have to slash the tentacles spewing from his back; in a barn, you’ll face the Chief, who looks like Rasputin, but with a detachable head that slashed you. Facing Spanish zombies is only one of many threats one faces in this latest adventure of Leon, FTP, who’s searching for the President’s daughter in what latest game in the Resident Evil series?

A: Resident Evil 4 
8. (Luke) Once a model of masculinity and peak physical perfection, his stature was greatly diminished after he contracted an STD while raping a woman who wanted to bear his child. This, however, did nothing to discourage his appetite for young boys and only furthered his abhorrance towards women. He was unofficially responsible for commissioning the first invisible spaceship, but the information was lost to history after it crashed on the Bene Gesserit homeworld. FTP, name this patriarch of the family including Glossu, Abulard, and Feyd-Rautha, arch-nemesis or House Atreides.

A: Baron Vladimir Harkonnen
9. (Yogesh)A classmate of John Sayles at Williams College, he attended clown school and worked in a circus before making his acting debut in Sayles’ film The Return of the Secaucus 7.  He appeared in 6 more Sayles films, as well as Bob Roberts, Sneakers, The Firm, and LA Confidential.  In 2005, he played Senator Estes Kefauver in The Notorious Bettie Page, but gained more acclaim for his portrayal of another real-life figure.  FTP, name this actor who earned an Oscar nomination for playing Edward R. Murrow in Good Night and Good Luck.

10. The showdown in this movie takes place in a dark fortress that appears to be partially made of giant Legos.  The film as a whole is a fantastic adventure through various ages of the world, allowing the unlikely, diminutive heroes to rub shoulders with Napoleon, Agamemnon, and Robin Hood.  The final scene has the hero’s parents exploding upon touching a piece of concentrated Evil in a toaster.oven.  FTP, name this 1981 Terry Gilliam movie, featuring a cast of little people gallivanting through time with a stolen map of the universe.

Time Bandits
11. Any references to a well-known book and movie invoked by this TV character are probably deliberate.  He supposedly was a hot-air balloonist who crashed in an island clearing, and buried his wife there when she died a bit later on.  However, this story was proven false by his captors, as the grave really contained the man whom the character had been impersonating.  FTP, name this insidious and manipulative Other from the ABC show “Lost”, whose (false) namesake is Dorothy’s uncle from “The Wizard of Oz.”

Henry Gale

12. This bizarre techno performer has not been heard from in the states in the last couple of years, but his albums, like 2001’s “World Domination,” are readily available to order.  His appearance is dominated by a mask that combines features of a reptile, an alien, and a clown, and his music is similarly shocking and incongruous.  Some of his more memorable lyrics, all sung in a heavy, monotonous German accent, are “adding up numbers is very uplifting” and “vitamins are good”.  FTP, name this artiste, possibly named after the Mercedes supercharged car models.

Kompressor
13. This game might be described as a more open-ended Mastermind.  Using a set of pyramids, and a number stones, the leader engages the other players in a pattern-recognition exercise in which they try to guess the principle behind the leader’s pyramid formations, or koans.  The students’ koans are judged as to their Buddha nature, by which the koans either follow or do not follow the master’s principles.  FTP, name this Icehouse board game, named after centers for studying Zen Buddhism.

Zendo

14. In the movie version of Tolkien’s “Fellowship of the Ring”, Arwen takes over this elf’s role from the books.  This particular elf was problematic in another way, as he was supposedly killed by a Balrog, and yet he seemed quite lively thousands of years later when he met the hobbits near Rivendell.  According to Tolkien’s manuscripts, he was reincarnated in Valinor and sent back to Middle-Earth to help fight against Sauron.  FTP, name this elf-lord whose horse Asfaloth carried Frodo across the ford of Bruinen.

Glorfindel

15. (Marc) Oddly for his tender years, this boy’s voice seems to mimic that of Rex Harrison, while his middle name is “Gilligan.”  It is suggested at one point that he developed his salient cranial configuration due to a freak bed-jumping mishap.  However, this is contradicted by an outburst to his mother as he unsuccessfully tries to pull a plastic bag over his head: "Good lord Lois, either I was a C-Section or you're Wonder Woman!"  FTP, name this football-headed “pompous little antichrist”, the youngest member of the Griffin Family on “Family Guy.”

Stewie (accept Stewart)
16. (Yogesh) Available through the London Guardian newspaper’s website, one recurring feature is “Monkey News,” hosted by Karl Pilkington, and it has spawned several techno remixes featuring Pilkington’s signature phrase, “I could eat a knob at night.”  The other two hosts, Stephen Merchant and the eponymous star, co-created the HBO sitcom Extras.  FTP, name the world’s most-downloaded podcast, titled after the comedian who played David Brent on The Office.

Answer: The Ricky Gervais Show (prompt on “Gervais” or “Ricky Gervais”)

17. (Mik) Because of them, two lawsuits have occurred: one by creator company, Berkeley Systems against Delrino over a parody in which Opus the penguins shoots them down; the other, by Jefferson Airplane who claimed they copied artwork from the album Thirty Seconds Over Wonderland. Featured as a background for interviews on VH1’s I Love The 90s, FTP, name this famous screensaver module off After Dark, which features 1940s-style appliances with birdlike wings.
