2006 Gottfried Keller Trash Open

Round 1
1. This musician’s best-known group featured A. J. Parks on bass, Matt Landers on drums, and Jared Chafin as lead singer.  That group was called Mother of Pearl, but after their record deal fell through he began work on a solo album.  In 2007, this artist is slated to release an album entitled Samsara, which may include such tracks as “Illusion.”  He is inspired by the “virtuosity” of musicians in the ‘80s, and the “lyrics and simplicity” of the “alternative scene of the early-to-mid ‘90s.”   According to Albert Earl Elmore, he is a “superstar” who “dunks tossup questions from the circle and knocks the bonus questions right out of the stadium.”  FTP, name this luminary of the quizbowl world who was presumably named for a classic novel by Gottfried Keller, and who now coaches at Alabama’s Brindlee Mountain school.

ANSWER: “Green” Lee Henry
2. One film about this place included an FBI agent named Kelly Morgan, played by Rebecca Gayheart; her boyfriend, another FBI agent, was played by Eric Stoltz.  Another film about it was directed by Kids in the Hall alum Bruce McCulloch, and featured John C. McGinley of Scrubs as Detective Charles and Dennis Farina as Mr. Warner.  That film starred Jason Lee and Tom Green, while yet another film about this place featured both Patrick Dempsey and Gore Vidal in minor roles, and starred Moira Kelly, Brendan Fraser, and Joe Pesci as a homeless man who finds a senior thesis.  FTP, name this university featured in With Honors, which in real life has been home to such students as Matt Bruce and Wallace Stevens.

ANSWER: Harvard University (accept Harvard Man on the first sentence)
3. After the release of its IPO in 2005, this company had the second biggest increase in share price ever on the first day of trading.  That same year it released a line of products marketed exclusively for women that was called “Metal,” and their “Tech” line has recently improved on the original “Loosegear.”  Founded by a former University of Maryland player named Kevin Plank, in 2004 the company designed the Terrapins’ uniforms.  Its most recent venture is cleats and features a commercial with the slogan “Click, Clack,” but this company’s brand remains most associated with Dallas Cowboys defensive end Eric Ogbogu.  FTP, identify this distributor of light, quick-drying, micro-fiber clothing once sold with the tag line “We Must Protect This House!”

ANSWER: Under Armour
4. A guitar breakdown precedes the singer’s lament that “we shadow box and double cross / yet need the chase.”  That occurs before this song notes that “this is no place for beginners” and the chorus claims that there is “no need to ask” about the title figure.  Beginning with an insistent level of Latin-style percussion, which breaks into a saxophone riff, it describes someone who “moves in space with minimum waste and maximum joy,” and mentions such locations as Key Largo, Chicago, and Los Angeles.  The first single off the 1984 album Diamond Life, it was followed up by “Your Love is King” and centers on a man whose “eyes are like angels” but whose heart is cold.  FTP, name this hit song which describes Dave Rappaport or, generically, any lothario, a hit for Sade [Shah-day].

ANSWER: “Smooth Operator”

5. He only appeared in 10 games during his first two years of college at UC-Irvine, then spent a year at Cerritos College before going on to star at a Pac-10 school in 1986.  He got his start in the NBA with the Hornets, who selected him with the 34th pick in the 1988 draft, though he is most associated with the team for whom he played three seasons starting in 1989, the Golden State Warriors.  After his career ended in 1995 he teamed with Ralph Barbieri, a man known as “The Razor,” on a California talk radio show, though he is perhaps better known for work in another medium.  FTP, name this untalented analyst with distressing facial hair, who joined ABC’s broadcasting team in 2002 and managed to make even Bill Walton look intelligent.

ANSWER: Tom Tolbert
6. The last song on this album refers to a “promise carved in stone” which is “deeper than the sea,” and asks that flesh and bone be severed and offered to the singer.  Another song on this album notes that “grey would be the color if I had a heart,” and laments seeing nothing but a “fading fucking reminder of who I used to be.”  In another song, the singer asks “Why am I seething with this animosity?” and claims that God owes him a great big apology.  In addition to “Ringfinger,” “That’s What I Get,” and “Down In It,” this 1989 album opens with a track instructing someone to bow down before the one he serves.  FTP, name this work featuring “Terrible Lie” and “Head Like a Hole,” the first full album by Nine Inch Nails.

ANSWER: Pretty Hate Machine
7. One of the low periods in this school’s history began in 1949 when Bill Glassford was hired as coach, and he was eventually forced to resign after players mutinied over his brutal summer practices at Camp Curtiss.  Pete Elliot and Bill Jennings then led the school to six straight losing seasons, though Jennings coached a Halloween night upset in 1959 which ended another school’s 74 game conference winning streak.  The school’s fortunes changed under Bob Devaney, who led them to two national championships before devoting himself to being an athletic director.  More recently, this school played in the 2002 national championship game under Frank Solich, who has been replaced by Bill Callahan.  FTP, name this Big 12 school most famously coached by Tom Osborne.

ANSWER: University of Nebraska or the Nebraska Cornhuskers (accept either)
8. He disappeared twice, in 1985 and 1999.  Neal Stephenson’s Cryptonomicon features several long passages discussing the best way to prepare his greatest discovery, while George Carlin notably wondered about the wine which would accompany the product associated with him.  Voiced by Daws Butler and created in 1963, his nemeses included Magnolia Bulkead, who tried to seduce and marry him, and Snyder and Sylvester, otherwise known as “the Soggies.”  Born and raised on an island in the Milk Sea, FTP, identify this Quaker Oats cereal mascot who commands the S.S. Guppy.

ANSWER: Cap’n Crunch (accept Captain Crunch; grudgingly accept Jerry Vinokurov)

9. One character in this film borrows $1500 from his grandmother so that he can have the $5000 needed to match an amount put up by Wade.  Later, Rico shows his friends a flyer for the Big Bounce competition, whose $50,000 prize will enable them to pay off Emerald.  That crew is inspired by the shooting death of Lil Saint, and they use their grief to triumph and win a spot in a Lil’ Kim video.  The movie features Omarion Grandberry and Marques Houston as friends David and Elgin, who want to open a recording studio, and stars Steve Harvey as Mr. Rad.  FTP, name this 2004 film about the world of street dancing, whose title is a phrase meaning “to be humiliated.”    

ANSWER: You Got Served
10. Toward the end of this work, the protagonist makes phone calls to the widow of Clarence Sparco, to a one-time co-worker named Brad Karr who is in a psychiatric hospital, and to Ezra Pollock, who is soon to die of cancer.  The protagonist is despised by his two sons, Randy and Lonny, and adored by his successful older brother Howie and his daughter Nancy.  He divorced his second wife, Phoebe, because he had an affair with a young Danish model named Merete who enjoyed anal sex.  He lived at the Starfish Beach retirement village after a career in advertising, and when the novel opens he has just died during surgery on his right carotid.  FTP, name this 2006 novel by Philip Roth which shares its title with a medieval play.

ANSWER: Everyman
11. One character on this show came from Rock Throw, West Virginia and had numerous older boyfriends, including one known as the Admiral.  Another character’s real name was Gordon Sims, though he went by a pseudonym after deserting from the Army.  Yet another character was associated with products such as Red Wigglers and was married to Lucille, who was played by Edie McClurg.  The sane center of the show was provided by Gary Sandy’s character, Andy Travis, though it is better remembered for such characters as Bailey Quarters, Les Nessman, and Johnny Fever.  FTP, name this sitcom which featured the talents of Loni Anderson and Howard Hesseman, which was set at an Ohio radio station.

ANSWER: WKRP in Cincinnati
12. A 2003 EP which was named for this song also included the track “There’s Never Enough Time” as well as a cover of “We Will Become Silhouettes” by The Shins.  The singer hopes that this song will guide someone home when she’s out there on the road for several weeks of shows, and notes that while he tried his best to leave it on someone’s machine, it sounded thin upon listening.  Earlier, he claims that it’s a sign that the freckles in their eyes are mirror images, and he goes on to assert that people will say “come down now” after seeing them waving from the title location.  FTP, name this second track from Give Up by the Postal Service, which appeared on the Garden State soundtrack in a cover by Iron & Wine and has been used in a kaleidoscopic commercial to advertise M&Ms.

ANSWER: “Such Great Heights”

13. Part of the Rio All Suite Hotel and Casino has been renamed in this group’s honor.  They were founded by a Bengali businessman named Somen Bannerjee, and it is said that Ed Cohn has a standing invitation to join this organization.  Bestsellers from their namesake boutique include “Party Mints,” “The Experience” DVD, and “Original Cuffs and Collar.” According to their website, the New England troupe was excited to announce that Mark Lakness debuted on June 9th and that the European Tour will begin in October with the moniker “Naughty Nights.”  Perhaps best known for the performance of its fictional members, Patrick Swayze and Chris Farley, on SNL, FTP, identify this group of adult male entertainers. 

ANSWER: Chippendale(s) Dancers

14. Among those that meet their demise in this film are Sam Raimi, who plays a gunman with two pistols in a giant club shootout, and Rug Daniels, a thug employed to follow a vixen.  The central dilemma involves a decision to sanction the killing of Bernie Bernbaum, who is initially in cahoots with Mink.  The film opens with Johnny Caspar and his chief hood, Eddie Dane, storming into the office of Leo O’Bannon, played by Albert Finney.  At several points in the film, we see a hat being blown down a forest track.  Eventually, the gang war is ended through the genius of Leo’s advisor Tom Regan, played by Gabriel Byrne.  FTP, name this 1990 gangster film written and directed by the Coen brothers.

ANSWER: Miller’s Crossing
15. In a game against Boston in 2005, he became only the seventh player in major league history to reach base three times on an error.  In that season, he also reached double figures in doubles, triples, and homers, and finished the year with 189 stolen bases to set his team’s all-time record, passing Otis Nixon.  He was called up in 2000 to fill in for an injured Walt Weiss, and went on to be Rookie of the Year.  On August 10, 2003 he entered the baseball record books by catching a ball hit by Woody Williams, after which he completed an unassisted triple play.  FTP, name this multitalented shortstop, who played most of his career for the Braves before signing a ridiculous contract with the Dodgers in 2005.

ANSWER: Rafael Furcal
16. Their second album ends with the spoken word poem “The Unlocking” and includes a song describing a young man’s love for a girl named Aminah.  Their second major-label album featured such tracks as “No Great Pretender” and a collaboration with Bahamadia that sampled bubbling bong water, called “Push Up Ya Lighter.”  More recently they’ve released a compilation album with the name Home Grown! The Beginner’s Guide to Understanding [BLANK], and their newest album, Game Theory, will be released on Def Jam. Their greatest commercial success featured the hit “You Got Me” and was named for a Chinua Achebe novel, Things Fall Apart.  FTP, name this Philadelphia-based group that combines rapping with live instrumentation and counts Black Thought and Questlove among its members.

ANSWER: the Roots
17. One minor character on this show, Gerald Jackson, was replaced by Jimmy Palmer after being wounded.  Gerald was wounded by a man who would later be killed by his own half-sister, Ziva David.  That man, Ari Haswari, was mistakenly thought to be a Mossad agent, when in fact he was working for Hamas, which accounts for his murder of Kate Todd.  After Thomas Morrow left, the title unit was directed in the third season by Jenny Shepherd, played by Lauren Holly.  That title unit is a Major Case Response Team stationed in Washington, D. C. which also includes Agent Gibbs, played by Mark Harmon.  FTP, name this CBS drama about a group of special agents in the Navy.

ANSWER: NCIS [N-C-I-S]
18. Their notable draft picks have included such players as John Anderson and Jim Benning.  During the lean years of the 1980s their best players included Russ Courtnall and Wendel Clark.  Formerly known as the St. Patricks, they were renamed by coach Conn Smythe who introduced their distinctive uniforms in 1928.  They have not won the Stanley Cup in 39 years, when a team with such notables as Dave Keon and Red Kelly defeated the Canadiens.  The current team, led by such players as Darcy Tucker and Mats Sundin, probably won’t be breaking that streak any time soon.  FTP, name this NHL team that plays in the Air Canada Center in the largest city in Ontario.

ANSWER: Toronto Maple Leafs (accept either; prompt on “Leafs”; do not prompt on “Maple”)

19. One character in this work dreams of moving to a place where orange juice and coconut milk would help him recover his health.  Another character adjusts to life in the city by not helping a man who had passed out on the street, after which he hooks up with a woman named Cass who turns out to be a prostitute.  That character later robs Towny at a convention in order to get money to take his friend to Florida, but his friend dies just before they arrive in Miami.  FTP, name this film which starred Dustin Hoffman as the dying Ratzo Rizzo and Jon Voight as his friend Joe Buck, the titular male prostitute in this 1969 film which won an Oscar for Best Picture.

ANSWER: Midnight Cowboy
20. A song about a “blue” one of these mentions “the silver moon and the evening tide” and looks forward to a “sweet day” which is “gonna take away this hurtin’ inside.”  That song refers to someone who feels so bad he’s got a worried mind, and was a hit in 1963 for Roy Orbison.  A 1998 album which features “Bad Case of Love” and “Mean Ole’ World” is entitled “Blues on” this, and was a success for B. B. King.  Such songs as “Keep on Chooglin’” and “Graveyard Train” appear on a 1969 album whose title refers to this kind of “country.”  The first track of that album describes someone who remembers “running through the backwood bare” on the 4th of July, while wishing he was rolling with some “cajun queen.”  FTP, identify this kind of place in which John Fogerty claimed to have been “born” in a song by Credence Clearwater Revival, a slow-moving stream found in Louisiana. 

ANSWER: the bayou
Bonuses:

1. Answer the following about one of the great thespians of the 20th century, George Peppard, FTPE:

[10] Peppard appeared as Zeb Rawlings in this iconic 1962 John Ford movie, which focussed on the Prescott family.  It inspired a similarly-titled 1994 work which notoriously befuddled John Kenney.

ANSWER: How the West Was Won
[10] Peppard could be seen on TV in the early ‘70s as the titular detective in this NBC series, which featured Ralph Manza as Peppard’s driver Jay.

ANSWER: Banacek
[10] Peppard is perhaps most beloved today for his role as this leader of The A-Team, who enjoyed smoking cigars and wearing leather gloves.

ANSWER: Colonel John “Hannibal” Smith (accept either underlined name)
2. It posits that “History shows again and again / How nature points up the follies of men.”  FTPE:

[10] Name this song whose title figure acts with “a purposeful grimace and a terrible sound,” the first track on a 1977 album entitled Spectres.

ANSWER: “Godzilla”

[10] “Godzilla” was a hit for this rock group, whose other albums include Fire of Unknown Origin and Cultosaurus Erectus.

ANSWER: Blue Öyster Cult 

[10] Blue Öyster Cult is doubtless best known for this single from the album Agents of Fortune, which asserts that Romeo and Juliet are together in eternity.

ANSWER: “(Don’t Fear) The Reaper”

3. Name these notable coaches from the 2006 World Cup, FTPE:

[10] He led Juventus until 2004 before becoming the head of the Italian national team.

ANSWER: Marcello Lippi

[10] Nicknamed “El Sabio,” this man skippered the Spanish side to a Round of 16 finish, thus insuring that their legacy of underachievement would remain intact. 

ANSWER: Luis Aragones

[10] Though he did coach the Kuwaiti national team at one point, this coach of Portugal is probably better remembered for leading his homeland to victory at the 2002 World Cup.

ANSWER: Luiz Felipe Scolari
4. Name these films made by Ridley Scott, FTPE:

[10] This 1992 film, which starred Vanessa Redgrave as Queen Isabella, sees Gerard Depardieu taking his men on a trip of discovery to the New World.  It was a commercial disaster.

ANSWER: 1492: Conquest of Paradise

[10] Gary Oldman remains uncredited for his role as Mason Verger in this 2001 film that finds the title figure hiding out in Florence; it features a closing scene in which Ray Liotta’s character eats his own brain.

ANSWER: Hannibal

[10] A replica of 12th-century Jerusalem was built in Ourzazate, Morocco, for the making of this recent film whose cast featured Jeremy Irons and Orlando Bloom.

ANSWER: Kingdom of Heaven
5. It mentions a girl so sweet that when she smiled the sun rose in the sky, with whom the singer passed a summer lost in love beneath the title thing.  FTPE:

[10] Name this song about something which is pretty and whose flower is sweet, though its fruit is impossible to eat.

ANSWER: “Lemon Tree”

[10] “Lemon Tree” appeared on the self-titled 1962 debut album of this folk group, who are perhaps better known for their versions of “Puff the Magic Dragon” and “Blowin’ in the Wind.”

ANSWER: Peter, Paul and Mary
[10] Peter, Paul and Mary’s first album also included a cover of this Pete Seeger song, in which the singer proclaims that if he had a bell, he’d ring out danger and a warning all over this land.

ANSWER: “If I Had a Hammer”

6. Name these types of bourbon beloved or at least tolerated by Ezequiel Berdichevsky, FTPE:

[10] Distilled in Loreto, Kentucky, this popular small batch bourbon is distinguished by its squarish bottle and its opening, which is hand dipped in red wax.

ANSWER: Maker’s Mark

[10] This second-largest selling Kentucky straight bourbon is named for its founder, who opened a distillery near Louisville.  Its regular bottle is aged for 7 years and is just so-so, but its more limited release ten-year-old single barrel version is fantastic for the price.

ANSWER: Evan Williams

[10] This popular whiskey brand which is still made in Lynchburg, Tennessee is often mistaken for bourbon, though it is actually a blend. 

ANSWER: Jack Daniel’s (accept Jack)

7. Name these players who were on the roster of the Clippers at the time this question was written, FTPE:

[10] This mercurial forward was taken 8th in the 1993 draft out of Hartford, and played for the Bucks and Sonics before alcoholism put a dent in his career.  Now he’s hooked on with the Clippers, as you may have gathered.

ANSWER: Vin Baker
[10] He played on Kentucky’s 1996 title team before being drafted by the Knicks, and played for the Celtics and Suns before joining the Clippers in 2005.

ANSWER: Walter McCarty
[10] When NBA cognoscenti think of the all-time Serbian greats, they rarely include this second round pick by the Sonics in the 1994 draft, who also played for the Pistons and Hawks.  He averaged all of 4.3 points per game for the Clippers this past season.

ANSWER: Zeljko Rebraca
8. He adapted a work by Peter Handke for his first major film, 1972’s The Goalkeeper’s Anxiety at the Penalty Kick.  FTPE:

[10] Name this director, whose more recent films include the 2003 blues documentary Soul of a Man.

ANSWER: Wim Wenders
[10] Wenders also worked with Handke on this 1987 classic, which stars Bruno Ganz as the troubled angel Damiel; it was remade in 1998 as City of Angels.

ANSWER: Wings of Desire or Der Himmel über Berlin or The Sky over Berlin
[10] More recently, Wenders directed this 2005 film which stars Sam Shepard as a former movie star who is being chased by an insurance agent played by Tim Roth.

ANSWER: Don’t Come Knocking
9. He is often seen hanging out with his friend Marcus Jones, and secretly has a crush on Eileen Jacobson.  FTPE:

[10] Name this fictional fifth-grader, who often plays pranks on his older sister Paige.

ANSWER: Jason Fox (prompt on “Fox”)

[10] Jason and Paige appear in this comic strip, which is written by Bill Amend and also features Jason’s pet iguana Quincy.

ANSWER: FoxTrot
[10] This high school junior, who usually wears a baseball cap with the letter “A” on it, is the oldest of the three Fox siblings on FoxTrot.

ANSWER: Peter Fox (again, prompt wearily on “Fox”)
10. This song expresses the narrator’s disappointment with emergency response time.  FTPE:

[10] Name this 1990 single which claims “Everyday they don’t never come correct / You can ask my man right here with a broken neck / He’s a witness to the job never being done.” 

ANSWER: “911 is a Joke”

[10] “911 is a Joke” was the third song featured on this Public Enemy album.

ANSWER: Fear of a Black Planet

[10] Fear of a Black Planet also includes “Burn Hollywood Burn,” a condemnation of Hollywood that featured this member of NWA as a guest artist.  His own albums include The Predator and Death Certificate.

ANSWER: Ice Cube or O’Shea Jackson
11. Answer the following about Tom Brady’s magical 2001-2002 season, FTPE:

[10] Tom became the Patriots’ starter after Drew Bledsoe was seriously injured in a collision with this Jets linebacker, a former star at Georgia who played 200 games with New York.

ANSWER: Mo Lewis
[10] In only his fourth game as a starter, Tom set a personal best by putting up a 148.3 quarterback rating against this team, whom he had also beaten three weeks earlier in his first game as a starter.

ANSWER: Indianapolis Colts (accept either)

[10] In a divisional playoff game against the Raiders, referee Walt Coleman infamously overturned a Brady fumble by invoking NFL Rule 3, Section 21, Article 2, Note 2, which is better known as this “rule.”

ANSWER: the tuck rule
12. Identify these films featured in episodes of Seinfeld, FTPE:

[10] Supposedly starring Dabney Coleman, Elaine’s efforts to see this low-brow comedy are foiled when she is repeatedly dragged to The English Patient.

ANSWER: Sack Lunch
[10] Subtitled “A young girl’s strange, erotic journey from Milan to Minsk,” this film is later made into a Broadway show starring Bette Midler.

ANSWER: Rochelle, Rochelle
[10] This action film, which may feature a Hawaiian man who receives the final titular strike, is the first movie that Jerry bootlegs.  He does such a good job that he is propositioned by Brody to do Cry, Cry Again.

ANSWER: DeathBlow
13. Answer the following about an annoying mogul, FTPE:

[10] This British dude, whose more dubious business moves include introducing Virgin Vodka and Cola to the masses, was knighted in 1999.

ANSWER: Richard Branson

[10] Branson’s most publicized venture may be the foundation of this line that plans to offer space flight to the public by next year, with tickets selling at $200,000 a pop.

ANSWER: Virgin Galactic

[10] By contrast, the Mogul empire was established in 1526 by this not-so-annoying dude after he won the battle of Panipat.  

ANSWER: Babar or Babur
14. Answer the following about a musical collaboration from the 1970s, FTPE:

[10] Because the lead singer gained notoriety for her star-making turns on such singles as “Tell Me Something Good,” “Fool’s Paradise,” and “Sweet Thing,” she was billed in addition to this group.

ANSWER: Rufus and Chaka Khan (order can be reversed)

[10] Rufus’ final #1 R&B hit was this single from Stompin at the Savoy.  It featured Chaka Khan insisting that she was “flying through the stars” and hoping that “this night will last forever.”

ANSWER: “Ain’t Nobody”

[10] Chaka’s first hit without Rufus was this R&B standard that also became a hit for both Whitney Houston and Ryan Westbrook.  During it Chaka declares that she is the title entity, it’s all in her, and that “Anything you want done, baby / I’ll do it naturally.”

ANSWER: “I’m Every Woman”

15. It was set in Rome, Wisconsin, and centered on Sheriff Jimmy Brock and his family.  FTPE:

[10] Name this CBS drama, which aired between 1992 and 1996.

ANSWER: Picket Fences
[10] Jimmy Brock was played by this actor, who also could be seen on the big screen in 1992 as Darryl Cooper in Poison Ivy.

ANSWER: Tom Skerritt
[10] Brock’s daughter Kimberley was played by this talented actress, who went on to appear as Piper Halliwell in an inexplicably long-running WB series.  According to Wikipedia, she likes salami and is a big fan of Remy Zero, much like Paul Litvak.

ANSWER: Holly Marie Combs
16. Name these players who were taken with the first overall pick in Major League Baseball’s amateur draft during the 1980s, FTPE:

[10] The Twins took this pitcher first in 1983, and he played for seven different teams between 1987 and 2000.  In 1991, the Dodgers sent him and John Wetteland to the Reds for Eric Davis.

ANSWER: Tim Belcher
[10] In 1985 the Brewers selected this North Carolina product with the first pick; he has since had two non-consecutive stints with the Orioles sandwiched around time with the Braves.

ANSWER: William James “B. J.” Surhoff
[10] This Cubs shortstop was the first pick in 1982, and both he and Ryne Sandburg were All-Stars in 1988 and 1990; he went on to play for five other teams, including the Giants on numerous occasions.

ANSWER: Shawon Dunston
17. Answer the following about related musicians who all use the bandoneon [bahn-doh-neh-on], FTPE:

[10] This student of Nadia Boulanger who broke through with such hits as Libertango and Adios Nonino has been called the most important composer of tango in the 20th century.

ANSWER: Astor Piazzolla

[10] This group, composed of Phillipe Solal and Christoph Mueller, combines the tango of Piazzolla, among others, with electronica. They have released such albums as La Revancha del Tango and Lunatico.

ANSWER: Gotan Project

[10] This man, the first superstar of the Tango, popularized the genre all over the world before his death in a plane crash in 1935.

ANSWER: Carlos Gardel
