2006 Gottfried Keller Trash Open

Round 5
1. It advises someone to “never mind the darkness” because they “still can find a way,” and contains the sound observation that “lovers always come and lovers always go.”  Earlier, it asks if time wouldn’t be out to charm you if you could heal a broken heart, and notes that it’s hard to keep an open heart when even friends seem out to harm you.  At the beginning, the singer observes “a love restrained” when he looks into someone’s eyes, and correctly notes that “hearts can change” before pointing out that it’s “hard to hold a candle” in the titular phenomenon.  In the chorus, someone is repeatedly asked if she needs some time all alone.  FTP, name this lengthy ballad which appeared on 1991’s Use Your Illusion I album, a classic by Guns N’ Roses whose celebrated video features the marriage of Axl Rose and the funeral of his bride, all during the titular month.

ANSWER: “November Rain”

2. Her first love was a boy she saved from the hands of Andreas de Ruyter and his troops.   She met him after having spent some time with Achmed el-Gibar, who looked after her after an incident involving an Israeli Air Force bomb killed her parents.   Among her later adventures was encountering the Acanti, who saved her after she killed the Brood growing within her.  Her enemies included Amahl Farouk, the Shadow King, whom she met in Cairo, and initially Callisto, whom she defeated for control of the Morlocks.  She has an on-and-off relationship with Forge, but is best known for her atmokinetic skills.  FTP, name this figure also known as Ororo Munroe, a member of the X-Men with the power to control the weather.

ANSWER: Storm (accept early buzz of Ororo Munroe)

3. In 1978, a sequel to this work was made in which the title character was portrayed by Nanette Newman.  It is set in the village of Sewels, where the central family meets the son of the man who trained the title character’s mother to swim the English Channel.  Later, that character buys a ticket in Farmer Ede’s raffle and wins an animal called The Pi.  This film features a young Angela Lansbury as Edwina, while Anne Revere and Donald Crisp played Mr. and Mrs. Brown, the title character’s parents.  FTP, name this film in which former jockey Mi Taylor was played by Mickey Rooney and the title character, a girl who loves horses, was played by Elizabeth Taylor.

ANSWER: National Velvet
4.  A group of them attack unsuspecting humans at the beginning of Steve Alten’s novel The Trench, and one of Predacon leader Magmatron’s three beast-form modes is a type of this creature.  In 1824 Mary Anning found the first well-preserved example, though it is the Oxford Clay of England that houses the largest collection of their remains.  Comprising such families as the cryptocleidids and the elasmosaurs, Robert Bakker controversially claimed that they had fins at the ends of their tails, but most scientists agree that they had four sets of flippers and an elongated neck.  FTP, name these prehistoric reptiles that lived in the ocean and, if the Loch Ness monster exists, perhaps fresh water as well.

ANSWER: Plesiosaur(us) (prompt on “pliosaur” or “kronosaur”)

5. Between 1994 and 1996 this position was held by Tom Moore, who made a success of Brett Perriman.  In 2003, Maurice Carthon was replaced in this position by a man who formerly held the same position with a division rival, Sherman Lewis.  In 2005, this post was taken by former San Diego State coach Ted Tollner, who more recently was replaced by a man who took the same position with St. Louis in 1999.  FTP, name this position which under Rod Marinelli is held by a former coach of the Rams, Mike Martz, and which designates a man who in 2006 will be responsible for keeping Jon Kitna, Mike Williams, and Kevin Jones from sucking too much.

ANSWER: Detroit Lions offensive coordinator (accept “Detroit” or “Lions,” but they have to say “offensive coordinator”)
6. This artist’s second album concluded with the track “Come September” and spawned the singles “Wrong Impression,” “Beauty on the Fire,” and “That Day.”  Four years passed between that 2001 release, White Lilies Island, and her third album, which featured the singles “Shiver” and the title track, “Counting Down the Days.”  Singles from this artist’s first album include “Big Mistake” and “Wishing I Was There,” while the best-known single from that album described someone whose conversation has run dry, and who is “cold,” “shamed,” and “lying naked on the floor.”  FTP, name this Australian singer whose 1997 debut album, Left of the Middle, featured the hit “Torn.”

ANSWER: Natalie Imbruglia 

7. This was the first name of a captain in the LAPD whose last name was Reddick; he headed an unorthodox police unit in a TV show which first aired in 1973.  This word also names a 1985 TV movie about Sandy Albright, a lawyer played by Jennifer O’Neill.  It is the last name of a sitcom character who headed her own lingerie company; that show featured Kathy Najimy and Dan Cortese, while Kirstie Alley played the owner of “Veronica’s Closet.”  This is also the surname of a character who hangs out with Eric, Turtle, and Drama on Entourage, while an actor with this surname had a short-lived FOX talk show in 1993, and appeared in such films as Spies Like Us and Fletch.  FTP, give this name shared by a tall but unamusing actor named Chevy and a Supreme Court Chief Justice named Salmon.

ANSWER: Chase
8. A 1959 novel by this man is set in London and deals with a detective for Scotland Yard who tries to figure out why corpses are disappearing from the city’s morgues.  In another of his novels, the titular vessel arrives on Regis III in search of the Condor only to discover a new kind of robotic lifeform.  In addition to The Investigation and The Invincible, he wrote about a man who keeps a diary known as the “Notes from the  Neogene” in his Memoirs Found in a Bathtub, while two constructors named Trurl and Klapaucius build some crazy shit in his The Cyberiad.  FTP, name this author of numerous books about Ijon Tichy, a Polish writer of science-fiction novels such as Solaris.

ANSWER: Stanislaw Lem
9. She told the tale of the assassination of South African politician Chris Hani in her short film The Day the Mercedes Became a Hat, and had moderate success with her romantic comedy featuring Alfred Molina and Marisa Tomei, The Perez Family.  Chris Tucker is set to star in her next project, Gangsta MD, while Uma Thurman starred in her HBO film Hysterical Blindness.  Her adaptation of Jhumpa Lahiri’s The Namesake was green lit despite the flop of her first major studio film, 2004’s Vanity Fair.  Until then, her reputation had rested on smaller films like Mississippi Masala and Salaam Bombay.  FTP, name this Indian-born director of Monsoon Wedding who may or may not wear short shorts.

ANSWER: Mira Nair [nye-ere]

10. Paul Litvak’s uncle once worked at a factory which manufactured them.  Beanie Siegel says he has a hat with as many colors as this food substance on the track “Watch Your Bitches,” and in “Habitat” Mos Def raps about its “flavors a dime apiece.”  Among those flavors currently produced by Farley’s and Sathers are Red, Black, and Blue Radberry, not to mention Green Tingleberry.  They were also sold under the Jingles name during their 1980s heyday, when they came in packages of small individually wrapped squares of fruit-flavored taffy.  FTP, identify this candy whose name alluded both to its “Hard ‘N Fruity” immediacy and the “Soft ‘N Chewy” goodness to come.

ANSWER: Now and Laters

11. It was won by rookie Emmitt Peters in 1975, and though he actually finished with a considerably faster time in 2000, he only finished 40th that year.  Its first repeat winner was its so-called “king,” Rick Swenson, who won it five times over three different decades.  In the 1980s it was won three times in a row by one of its foremost female entrants, Susan Butcher.  After Jeff King broke the 10 day barrier in 1996, it has been won in recent years by men like Doug Swingley and Martin Buser.  FTP, name this annual race of more than 1,000 miles, which presents the “Golden Harness” award to the lead dogs of the winning team and which is held in Alaska.

ANSWER: the Iditarod Trail Sled Dog Race
12. Track 6 describes a dice game and a certain time of day when cops “interrupt your cipher and crush your blunt.”  On track 11, produced by Large Professor, one performer declares that “he’ll flip you crazier than a busload full of Jerry’s kids.”  Laurel Dann guides the listener through the album in a robotic voice, while an amped up Busta Rhymes provides the hook for track 10.  Its cleverest rhymes probably occur on a song that begins “Honey, check it out you got me mesmerized” and is called “Electric Relaxation.”  Featuring notable songs like “Lyrics to Go” and “Oh My God,” its first single was “Award Tour.”  FTP, name this album that was released in 1993 as a follow up to The Low End Theory, by A Tribe Called Quest.

ANSWER: Midnight Marauders
13. He was a third-round draft choice in 1994, having been a teammate of Johnny Damon at Dr. Phillips High School in Orlando.  He first appeared in a major league game in 1998, and two years later became a regular after an injury knocked Chad Moeller out of the line-up.  After playing his whole career for the same American League team, he was traded to a National League team in 2003 in exchange for Boof Bonser, Francisco Liriano, and Joe Nathan.  After a year with the Giants, he returned to the AL Central as a free agent.  FTP, name this one-time Twin and current member of the White Sox, a catcher who was punched in the head by Michael Barrett this spring.

ANSWER: (Anthony John) “A. J.” Pierzynski
14. In January, its existence was discussed by Jeff Chen, while another discussion of it cited a Seinfeld bit about the “rent-car-reservation.”  Brian Weikle notably inquired who was “on the hook” for it in the course of announcing how “motivated and energized” he was by a recent event.  That inquiry came in response to a piece of writing by its conceptualizer, who suffered an existentialist crisis after being interrogated about the “Masterton Trophy” and was sobered by the cautionary example of The Honky Tonk Man.  One post about it speculated that its delay was due to a desire to achieve a proper “social science perspective,” and responded to an announcement of November 26, 2005 which prophesied that it would “be released in the coming days.”  FTP, name this hypothetical document which is still forthcoming, having been promised to an eager world months ago by James Dinan.

ANSWER: the TRASH survey (accept equivalents)
15. The movie’s opening and end credits play to the sounds of “Chaiya Chaiya” [chay-uh chay-uh], a hit song from the Bollywood film Dil Se [dil say].  Among the secondary plot threads is one about obtaining an apartment for Bin Laden’s nephew and another dealing with a tape of dictator Envor Hoxha.  The central plot revolves around some documents and a diamond ring implicating Christopher Plummer’s character in dealings with the Nazis.  This all takes place in the backdrop of a bank robbery orchestrated by Clive Owen.  FTP, name this most recent Spike Lee joint, also starring Jodie Foster and Denzel Washington.

ANSWER: Inside Man
16. A cover of this song is the first track on The Very Best of Melanie, an album by Melanie Safka, while another cover of it appears on Somewhat Humorous, an album by the Lucky Sperms.  This song suggests that if you lose your dreams you will lose your mind, and that “yesterday don’t matter if it’s gone.”  It followed “Yesterday’s Papers” as the third track on the American version of Between the Buttons.   The song’s title figure can’t be chained to a life where nothing’s gained and nothing’s lost, and would never say where she came from.  FTP, name this song about a woman upon whom a name could not be hung, a #1 single in 1967 for the Rolling Stones which inspired a restaurant chain with a notable salad bar.

ANSWER: “Ruby Tuesday”

17. In one episode, we learn that a girl named Patti is still traumatized after having accidentally been pants-ed years earlier by two characters on this show.  In another episode, a character goes to an old-age home on Halloween to drop off some leftover “Golden Rears,” while another character tries to catch a teenager who is egging the family home.  The show featured Christopher Fitzgerald as Neil, but centered on four members of the Arnold family, including parents Alan and Lee and their daughters, Mitchee and Farrah, who were the title characters.  FTP, name this unfortunate casualty of the merger of UPN and the WB, a short-lived sitcom about an undergarments business which featured Mark Linn-Baker, Melanie Griffith, and Sara Gilbert, but not Danny DeVito or Arnold Schwarzenegger.

ANSWER: Twins
18. 2006 saw the publication of this individual’s self-titled autobiography, subtitled “In Pursuit of Perfection,” an achievement this individual first accomplished in 1995.  That season marked the culmination of a spectacular turnaround for this coach’s school, considering that before this skipper arrived, the school had only had one winning season in its entire history.  A graduate of Westchester University, this former assistant at the University of Virginia is renowned for his caustic wit, once calling his team’s greatest rival “The Evil Empire.”  He now announces during the off-season, giving this recently inducted Hall of Famer the opportunity to comment on such former players as Svetlana Abrosimova, Kara Wolters, and Swin Cash.  FTP, name this five-time NCAA champion who plies his trade in Storrs, Connecticut, where he leads the Huskies women’s basketball team.

ANSWER: Geno Auriemma
19. One track ponders “How much fortune can you make” and “does this get any better?”  On another song the performer pleads “Wrestle with your darkness / Angels call your name”; that piece, “Isaac,” is much better than an earlier paean to the Big Apple which manages to rhyme New York with dork.   Essentially a collaboration with Stuart Price, its 12 tracks are presented in a continuous mix format, a nod to its titular setting.  It has already spawned the hits “Sorry,” “Get Together,” and its first, a slick single that saw a video in which its performer writhed around in spandex to the chiming of an alarm clock and a prominent ABBA sample.  FTP, “Hung Up” is featured on what newest Madonna album?

ANSWER: Confessions on a Dance Floor
20. He starred as an electrical engineer having a mid-life crisis named Al Fountain in the 1996 film Box of Moon Light.  He played the title character in a 2000 film about a chess player which was based on one of Vladimir Nabokov’s first novels, The Luzhin Defence. In 2002, he appeared as Emilio in Mr. Deeds, while in the Brendan Fraser film Monkeybone he provided the voice of the title character.  He plays Adrian’s brother Ambrose on Monk, but is better known for film roles like Pino in Do the Right Thing and the title role in Barton Fink.  FTP, name this actor who was Jesus Quintana in The Big Lebowski and Herb Stempel in Quiz Show.

ANSWER: John Turturro
Bonuses:

1. It opens with two tracks entitled “The King of Carrot Flowers,” and was inspired by lead singer Jeff Mangum’s dreams about World War II.  FTPE:

[10] Name this 1998 album which includes the classic “Holland, 1945” as well as a title track which concludes “how strange it is to be anything at all.”

ANSWER: In the Aeroplane Over the Sea
[10] In the Aeroplane Over the Sea is the masterpiece of this indie band, which also released 1996’s On Avery Island.

ANSWER: Neutral Milk Hotel
[10] A 2005 British re-release of In the Aeroplane Over the Sea included praise by this Scottish group influenced by Neutral Milk Hotel; their own albums include 2005’s You Could Have It So Much Better.

ANSWER: Franz Ferdinand
2. Identify these male actors or their characters from Sex and the City, FTPE:

[10] This schlumpy divorce lawyer ends up marrying Charlotte in a somewhat screwed-up Jewish wedding. He was played by Evan Handler.

ANSWER: Harry Goldenblatt (accept either)

[10] This good friend of Carrie’s, played by Willie Garson, went on the Internet under the pseudonym “Rick9plus.”  You will no doubt be relived to learn that by the end of the series, he finds his man.

ANSWER: Stanford Blatch (accept either)

[10] Carrie met Jack Berger, a fellow writer, at Bobby and Bitsy’s wedding.  Things seemed good, but then he broke up with her using a Post-it.  He was played by this actor, who is perhaps better known for his turn as Peter Gibbons in Office Space.

ANSWER: Ron Livingston
3. Name these Mets outfielders of the 1990s, FTPE:

[10] After five seasons with the Orioles, this hero of Andrew Yaphe’s youth joined the Mets in 1993 and would roam the New York outfield for three years before moving on to the Marlins.  In 1997, he would be traded with Dustin Hermanson to the Expos for Cliff Floyd.

ANSWER: Joe Orsulak
[10] He went from the Pirates to the Mets following the 1991 season, and played three and a half seasons in New York before being traded to Baltimore in 1995 for Alex Ochoa.

ANSWER: Bobby Bonilla
[10] He joined the Mets after starring for the Cardinals, but this speedy left fielder became infamous in 1993 when he threw a firecracker into a crowd outside Dodger Stadium.

ANSWER: Vince Coleman
4. Identify these films by Pedro Almodovar, FTPE:

[10] This 1986 work focuses on two murderers: Diego, a man who used to work at the title profession, and Maria, a criminal defense lawyer.  They both kill their victims after making love to them.

ANSWER: Matador

[10] This film stars Cecilia Roth as a woman who loses her son Esteban, but takes in and cares for a pregnant nun, played by Penelope Cruz, who dies during child birth.  It won the 1999 Oscar for Best Foreign Film. 

ANSWER: All About My Mother or Todo Sobre Mi Madre

[10] This 2004 mystery starred Gael Garcia Bernal as Juan who pretends to be Ignacio, the protagonist Enrique’s former flame when they were students in Catholic school.  What follows is a story about sexual abuse and murder that is all explained when the real Father Manolo returns.

ANSWER: Bad Education or La Mala Educacion
5. The first side includes tracks like “Washing the Dishes” and advances the woman’s point of view, while the second side takes the man’s side and includes “I Still Can’t Believe You’re Gone.”  FTPE:

[10] Name this 1974 album, which was inspired by the break-up of the singer’s marriage.

ANSWER: Phases and Stages
[10] Phases and Stages is a concept album by this country singer, a member of The Highwaymen whose other albums include Stardust and Red Headed Stranger.

ANSWER: Willie Nelson
[10] Willie Nelson collaborated with this other singer on such albums as Clean Shirt and Take It To the Limit; this man’s own albums include Ladies Love Outlaws and Honky Tonk Heroes.

ANSWER: Waylon Jennings
6. In honor of Seth Teitler, answer these questions about Seth Teitler, FTPE:

[10] Seth’s adventures inspired a 1997 computer game subtitled “The Lost Tales,” which dealt with Seth’s journey to this titular land in order to become one of the Queen’s Companions.  Seth later fights his adversary Creon in a labyrinth.

ANSWER: Atlantis (accept Atlantis: The Lost Tales)

[10] When in high school, Seth had a crush on a girl named Summer, though he ended up dating Anna Stern.  Those hijinks would later be re-enacted on this TV series, in which a character based on Seth is played by Adam Brody.

ANSWER: The O.C.
[10] Though the Seth Teitler we know and love appears to be in his mid-‘20s, he was actually trapped on Earth thousands of years ago after rebelling against the System Lords, who joined with the Tok’ra in trying to kill him.  Those quirky adventures have been captured on the small screen in this TV series.

ANSWER: Stargate SG-1 or SG-1
7. Answer the following about the 2000 NBA Finals, FTPE:

[10] This Eastern Conference team lost that finals in six games.

ANSWER: Indiana Pacers (accept either)

[10] The pivotal Game 4 of the series was lost by the Pacers in overtime, partly thanks to some dubious ballhandling by this guard who would later be traded with Jalen Rose to the Bulls in exchange for Ron Artest and Ron Mercer.

ANSWER: Travis Best
[10] Having earlier won titles with the Pistons and Bulls, this Laker back-up became the first player to win titles with three different clubs when his team triumphed.

ANSWER: John Salley
8. His early roles include Eddie in 1991’s The Boy Who Cried Bitch, and he appeared as Ben in the Keanu Reeves movie The Last Time I Committed Suicide.  FTPE:

[10] Name this actor, who won both an Academy Award and a César for the same role in 2002.

ANSWER: Adrien Brody
[10] Adrien Brody won that coveted double for his work in this film, in which he played the title character, Wladyslaw Szpilman.

ANSWER: The Pianist
[10] More recently, Brody starred as Jack Starks, a Gulf War veteran who is treated by a weird psychiatrist played by Kris Kristofferson, in this 2005 film which also featured Jennifer Jason Leigh and Daniel Craig.

ANSWER: The Jacket
9. Name these authors of spy novels, FTPE:

[10] This author of such books as Dark Star, Blood of Victory, and the recent The Foreign Correspondent specializes in novels set during World War II.

ANSWER: Alan Furst
[10] Keith Hayward claims that his mother is a German agent in this author’s Spies: A Novel, which won the 2002 Whitbread Prize.  This man’s other works include the novel Headlong and Democracy, a play in which Willy Brandt’s assistant is exposed as a spy.

ANSWER: Michael Frayn
[10] This British novelist wrote about MI6 agent George Smiley in such novels as Tinker, Tailor, Soldier, Spy and The Honourable Schoolboy.

ANSWER: John le Carré (accept David Cornwell)
10. Name these musicians who, like Seth Kendall and Ryan Westbrook, may have something in common, FTPE:

[10] This group began charting in 1976 with their album Look Out for Number 1, but they remain best known for a handful of funky singles including “Stomp” and “Strawberry Letter 23.”
ANSWER: The Brothers Johnson

[10] The Brothers Johnson would later tour with this man, who served as guitarist for Sly and the Family Stone and had hits with such songs as “Woman’s Gotta Have It” and the title song from Across 110th Street.

ANSWER: Bobby Womack

[10] This monkey-faced yet popular singer recently referenced Bobby Womack’s “If You Think You’re Lonely Now” in her #1 hit “We Belong Together.”

ANSWER: Mariah Carey
11. Any casual fan can tell you who was taken in the first round, but true NFL devotees know that the fourth round is where the men are separated from the boys.  Name these players taken in that round in 2006, FTPE:

[10] At #126, Denver took this defensive end from Louisville, who in 2005 tied the NCAA record for sacks in a season.  He gained national attention when Marcus Vick stepped on him at the Gator Bowl.

ANSWER: Elvis Dumervil
[10] The 49ers took this Penn State player with the 100th pick.  In 2005, he was the Big Ten Offensive Player of the Year after becoming the first Nittany Lion to throw for over 2,000 yards and rush for over 500 in the same season.

ANSWER: Michael Robinson
[10] At Missouri, he became the first player in NCAA history to rush for 4,000 yards and pass for 8,000 over a career.  Then he was taken with the 103rd pick by the Jets, who will convert him to a wide receiver.

ANSWER: Brad Smith
12. Name these actors who portrayed “Swing Kids” in the classic 1993 film, FTPE:

[10] Peter Müller was portrayed by this boyhood friend of Casper van Dien, who more recently has appeared as Dr. James Wilson on House.

ANSWER: Robert Sean Leonard
[10] This actor played Arvid; you might know him better as the ill-fated Brett in Pulp Fiction or as Robby Krieger in Oliver Stone’s The Doors.

ANSWER: Frank Whaley
[10] He played Emil Lutz, though he may be better known for his portrayal of John Carter on a long-running TV show.

ANSWER: Noah Wyle [why-lee]
13. Answer the following somewhat related questions FTPE:

[10] One of Dan Passner’s favorite foods, it can either be dry-cured or wet-cured, and famous versions of it include Serrano, from Spain, and Prosciutto di Parma, from Italy.

ANSWER: ham

[10] This specialty ham that comes from, and is named for, an area in Bavaria is cured with juniper berries, giving it a unique flavor.

ANSWER: Black Forest or Schwartzwald
[10] This rapper presumably doesn’t eat any ham, if his Kay Slay-produced “No Pork on my Fork” mix tape is to be taken at face value.  You might know him better for albums like Supreme Clientele and Ironman.

ANSWER: Ghostface Killer or Killah

14. Answer the following related to a certain band, FTPE:

[10] Formed in 1991 by producers Steve Cobby, Dave Pork, and Dave McSherry, this Hull based group’s first single was “Mermaid.”  This was followed by albums like Old Codes and Maim that Tune, which display the group’s ability to meld funk, house, and trip hop.

ANSWER: Fila Brazillia

[10] Fila Brazillia’s 2001 Another Late Night compilation featured the song “Suspended” by this R&B songstress, who might be better known for works like the current hit “Bossy” and for her uncanny ability to bring all the boys to the yard.

ANSWER: Kelis

[10] Fila Brazillia’s album Brazilification featured a remix of this quartet’s song “Freedom” off A Recipe for Disaster.  They might be better known for the album Kaleidoscope.

ANSWER: DJ Food
15. Unbeknowst to him, his wife Nancy has been having a long-term affair with John Redcorn, who is actually the father of his son Joseph.  FTPE:

[10] Name this fictional character, who often uses the pseudonym Rusty Shackleford.

ANSWER: Dale Gribble (accept either)

[10] Dale Gribble is one of the central characters on this TV series, which is set in Arlen, Texas.

ANSWER: King of the Hill
[10] Mike Judge provides the voice of this other central character on King of the Hill; his occupation and first name are both uncertain, though he does have a brother named Patch.

ANSWER: Boomhauer
16. Answer the following about iPod accessories, FTPE:

[10] This Nashville, Tennessee-based company makes products such as the iTalk and the iTrip.

ANSWER: Griffin Tecnologies

[10] This snowboard manufacturer, which sponsors such riders as Shaun White, has recently released a jacket that has speakers and a slot for your iPod built in.  The iPod is then controlled via controls on the sleeve.

ANSWER: Burton

[10] This Framingham, Massachusetts-based company, whose slogan is “Better Sound Through Research,” and who make the “Wave” speaker systems, have now produced speakers for the iPod as well. 

ANSWER: Bose
17. It featured Harry Morgan as a judge and Dick York as Bertram Cates, who loses his trial.  FTPE:

[10] Name this 1960 film directed by Stanley Kramer, which centers on a clash between Henry Drummond and Matthew Brady.

ANSWER: Inherit the Wind
