Round 8
1. She played Lincoln Roth in a 2000 movie which also starred Dominique Swain and dealt with the sensitive subject of boarding school girls who decide to sexually assault men, The Smokers.  She played the young Billie Pike in a 1991 movie which featured Melanie Griffith and Don Johnson as a troubled couple, Paradise.  She played Dani in a 1993 Bette Midler comedy about witches, Hocus Pocus, and was Sally Ryan, Harrison Ford’s daughter, in Patriot Games.  More recently, she’s been Empress Savina in Dungeons & Dragons and played Enid in Ghost World.  FTP, name this actress who was only a teenager when she appeared as Jane Burnham in 1999’s Best Picture winner, American Beauty.

ANSWER: Thora Birch
2.  This group’s self-titled debut album featured a song which mentions “girls drinking plasma wine” and “stalks of light” that “come from the ground,” and opened with a song about a streaker.  In addition to “Strange World” and “Prowler,” they sang about Transylvania and Charlotte the Harlot on that album, while their more recent albums include Brave New World and 2006’s A Matter of Life and Death.  They sang about Alexander the Great in 1986’s Somewhere in Time, and their other ‘80s albums include Seventh Son of a Seventh Son and The Number of the Beast.  FTP, name this English heavy metal group founded by Steve Harris, which shares its name with a torture device shaped like an anthropomorphic cabinet.

ANSWER: Iron Maiden
3. Will Turner once won a grade school competition by creating a 1:300 scale model of it using Legos.  A dark bamboo table and a green tile floor decorate its Mediterranean Room.  On Friday and Saturday nights guests can congregate in the living room, located under and through the twin balustrade staircases, to watch movies.  Built by Arthur Kelly in 1927, it replaced a 70 room building at 1340 North State Parkway in Chicago as its owner’s primary residence.  The site of live boxing bouts broadcast by ESPN, as well as the setting for videos like Nelly’s “Work It” and Weezer’s “Beverly Hills,” it is currently home to Bridget Marquardt, Kendra Wilkinson, and Holly Madison.  FTP, name this Los Angeles home of “The Girls Next Door” and Hugh Hefner.

ANSWER: the Playboy Mansion

4. One character in this work is an onion salesman named Sam who receives peaches in return for repair work, though unfortunate consequences ensue when he receives a kiss from the woman who gives him those peaches.  After Sam’s death, Charles Walker tried to compel Kate Barlow to reveal the location of her treasure, and she died after being bitten by a lizard.  That took place over a century before the main events of this novel, which is set at Camp Green Lake, a Texas juvenile detention center to which Stanley Yelnats has been wrongly sentenced for stealing a pair of shoes.  FTP, name this winner of the 1999 Newbery Award, a novel by Louis Sacher which was turned into a 2003 Disney film starring Jon Voight and Sigourney Weaver.

ANSWER: Holes
5. He had a career best in 1988, his second year in the league, when he averaged 19.5 yards per reception, though he almost doubled his touchdown numbers the next season when he caught 11 of them.  He caught 65 touchdowns, exactly 50% of his career total, between 1995 and 1999, though he had the best playoff game of his career in 2000, when he had eight catches for 120 yards in a game against New Orleans.  After going to Ohio State, he was taken in the fourth round of the supplemental draft in 1987, and went on to play for the Eagles and Dolphins, though he’s best remembered for his time in Minnesota.  FTP, name this Viking wide receiver who is second all-time in career receptions in the NFL.

ANSWER: Cris Carter
6. On the album on which it first appeared, this song was followed by a song which begins “You fight just for the sake of it / You know what hurts the most / You might have once been faking it / But now it cuts too close.”  In this song, the singer notes that she tries so hard not to get upset because she knows all the trouble she’ll get, and remarks that she likes to read someone’s mind in the dark, but is frightened of the things she might find.  The song may have been inspired by drummer Michael Hausman, and its video featured a climactic scene at Carnegie Hall in which the singer removed her hat and shouted the line “He said, shut up!”  FTP, name this song whose chorus also includes the line “Hush hush, keep it down now,” the title track from a 1985 album by ‘Til Tuesday.

ANSWER: “Voices Carry”

7. She was originally cast for the role of Roz on Frasier before being replaced by Peri Gilpin.  She had the role of Marie in the 2001 film All Over the Guy and played a temp named Paula in 1997’s office comedy Clockwatchers, but is better known for her TV work.  She provided the voice of Alex Whitney on an episode of The Simpsons in which Homer tries to get rich by recycling grease.  She played an incompetent waitress at Riff’s on the sitcom Mad About You, and later played the same character and that character’s sister on a more popular sitcom.  FTP, name this actress who played the title role in Marci X, better known for playing Ursula and Phoebe Buffay on Friends.

ANSWER: Lisa Kudrow
8. Amusingly, in 1997 he was robbed at gunpoint by a man who was a cousin of future teammate Brian Scalabrine.  The next year he was the leading scorer on the 1998 gold medal-winning USA Basketball Goodwill Games team.  His father starred as a guard for Real Madrid’s basketball team, but this man made his name in college, finishing second on his college’s career scoring list to Ron Harper.  This former Miami of Ohio star was traded in January 2006, along with Dwayne Jones and Michael Olowokandi, to the Boston Celtics.  FTP, name this longtime Minnesota Timberwolf, who was nicknamed “Wally’s World.”

ANSWER: Wally Szczerbiak
9. A 1960 film which mentions this location in the title was directed by Terence Fisher and centered on a plot to capture the estate of the Lord of Bortrey.  One of Dan Passner’s favorite soft-core porn films is a 2000 work about the “virgins” of this place, and features Gabriella Hall as a director named Roberta who is hit on the head and while unconscious dreams about living here.  A 1950 film about the “rogues” of this place starred John Derek as the Earl of Huntington, while a 1991 film partly set here featured Alan Rickman as a villain and starred Morgan Freeman as Azeem and Kevin Costner as the title character.  FTP, name this location in Nottinghamshire, which in many films appears as the home base of a group of Merry Men led by Robin Hood.

ANSWER: Sherwood Forest
10. Daniel Kahneman recently wrote an article about this phenomenon which discussed its optimization in light of the so-called “Los Angeles explosion” which took place in 2003.  Hilary Putnam employed a variant of his “Brain in a vat” argument to demonstrate the fallacy of certain “inflationary” accounts of it.  A primitive precursor of it may have appeared at the U. S. Open in the 1980s, and is said to have been the brainchild of Chuck Wessell.  The first use of it in the modern era seems to have occurred in the fall of 1996, though some say it wasn’t used in its pure form until the spring of 2005, when the most anyone could achieve was 17.  According to one poem, a group of them were “delicious / so easy / and so fake,” which is perhaps why Sudheer Potru had so many.  FTP, name this quizbowl phenomenon which you have doubtless failed to get if you are still listening to these words.

ANSWER: the power tossup
11. Among his best-known features were HWAAAAA!!, The Gist of my Fist, and 24 Karate Gold.  His original name was Michael Grimm and he once wore pants advertising the Otomix brand.  Among his known weapons of choice were a bowie knife and nunchuks, and he once had the ability to turn into a kangaroo.  He was resurrected by Onaga after dying in the final assault on the Deadly Alliance, having earlier cheated death at the hands of an Outworld death squad.  Perhaps best known for his signature “ball” punch and his arsenal of red and green “shadow” moves, FTP, name this actor and character in numerous Mortal Kombat games.

ANSWER: Johnny Cage (prompt on partial answer)

12. In 1998 Al Jarreau recorded an entire CD dedicated to his songs, including such less well known works as  “Lonely Town, Lonely Street.”  In 1971 he contributed the single “Better Days” to the Bill Cosby western “Man and Boy,” a year before he released his most successful single, which was recorded with members of the Watts 103 Street Rhythm Band.  His songwriting ranges from the up-tempo melodies of “Oh Yeah,” to the social commentary of “Harlem,” to the desperation of “Who is He? (And What is He to You?).”  His duet with Grover Washington, “Just the Two of Us,” has been used in films and advertisements nearly as many times as his track “Lovely Day.”  FTP, name this West Virginia-born singer-songwriter whose most famous works include “Use Me,” “Ain’t No Sunshine,” and “Lean on Me.”  

ANSWER: Bill Withers
13. He played both Napoleon III and Napoleon in Juarez and Hearts Divided, respectively, and he collaborated with George Bernard Shaw to play the titular ruler in Caesar and Cleopatra, a role that saw him become the first actor to receive a million dollar salary.  His last role was as Herod in The Greatest Story Ever Told.  Known for playing villains such as Prince John in The Adventures of Robin Hood, this four-time Academy Award-nominated actor actually began his career in Hollywood with a 1933 film that primarily featured his voice and nothing else.  FTP, name this man who played Paine in Mr. Smith Goes to Washington, Captain Renault in Casablanca, and The Invisible Man.

ANSWER: Claude Rains
14. Only 50 of its highest end MC12 have been made, though perhaps its most famous model was the 1960s Birdcage.  It was purchased by Citroen in 1968 and was only saved by government intervention upon Citroen’s bankruptcy seven years later.  Its trademark trident can be seen on the two of its models currently available in America, the Spyder and the Quattroporte.  Eva Longoria had one for the first season of Desperate Housewives, while the one belonging to Johnny Sack was repossessed during this season of the Sopranos.  FTP, name this Italian sports car company, long known as the sister of Ferrari.

ANSWER: Maserati
15. In 2001 he released an album of spirituals, Cabin in the Hills, and an album of duets with Albert E. Brumley, Jr., Two Old Friends.  In 2005 he released an album which ended with “Some Of Us Fly,” which featured Toby Keith, and also included “What I’ve Been Meaning to Say” and the title track, “Chicago Wind.”  In the ‘60s he had hits with songs like “Swinging Doors” and “Branded Man,” and gained fame with a song about a place where they still wave Old Glory down at the courthouse, “Okie From Muskogee.”  FTP, name this singer from Bakersfield, who was imprisoned at San Quentin when Johnny Cash performed there and went on to introduce the electric guitar to country music.

ANSWER: Merle Haggard 

16.  In 2002 this team had to cancel a bobble-head giveaway for Jason Tyner when he was sent down to the minors before the giveaway could take place.  They are currently managed by a man who had been with the Angels organization for 31 years before taking over the team, while this team’s first manager went on to become the pitching coach for the Cubs.  This team’s record for wins in a season is held by Rolando Arrojo, while its record for batting average in a season was set by Fred McGriff.  More famously, this team saw the end of Wade Boggs’s career and was managed by Lou Piniella.  FTP, name this club which plays at Tropicana Field, a perennial loser in the AL East.

ANSWER: Tampa Bay Devil Rays (accept either)
17. Its final episode took place on Christmas Eve, and features a Santa Claus who was going to deliver presents to a children’s home where Carrie was working.  The title character’s sister Meredith was addicted to drugs, while her brother Harrison had a gambling problem.  She was helped by her friend Davis and opposed by Jack Harper, who turned out to be associated with her father.  This show only lasted 26 episodes after being introduced in the fall of 2003, and each episode centered on a temporal rewinding which occurred after the title character was asked for help by a corpse.  FTP, name this short-lived drama set in a morgue which starred Jason Priestley and Eliza Dushku.

ANSWER: Tru Calling
18. The speaker repeatedly notes that he doesn’t know and expresses his frustration with the words “Dad gone it!”  Before the final stanza, we hear the declaration “OK I want everybody / to clear the area right now.”  Earlier we find that there were bloodstains on the carpet and that there was the sound of a crescendo by the window.  The video for the single featured the introduction of its performer’s “anti gravity lean” and featured a host of performers dancing in and around a pool hall.  Originally appearing on the album Bad, it reached #1 on the Modern Rock charts in 2001 when it was chosen as a lead single off the album ANThology.  FTP, identify this song that repeatedly asks “Annie are you OK,” a piece by Michael Jackson whose title may also identify Chris Borglum.

ANSWER: “Smooth Criminal”

19. This filmmaker adapted Edgar Allan Poe’s “Hopfrog” for PBS as a work called Fool’s Fire and studied mime in Paris with Jacques Lecoq.   Other TV projects include a Kabuki adaptation of Oedipus Rex, which also featured the first prominent strain of influence from Indonesian Shadow Puppetry that would mark later work for the stage like Juan Darien and The Green Bird.  Evan Rachel Wood stars in her latest project, Across the Universe, and she was nominated for six Academy Awards for Frida.  FTP, name this American director of such works for stage and screen as Titus and The Lion King.

ANSWER: Julie Taymor
20. According to the standard international rules, the track for this event must be 253.5 meters long and must contain three obstacles, one of which is aquatic.  Its origins can be traced to a 19th-century brigand named Ronkainen the Robber, who had a distinctive way of testing the mettle of potential recruits into his band of outlaws.  Imre Ambos and Annela Ojaste were repeat winners in 1998 and 1999, while it has more recently been dominated by Margo Uusorg and a variety of co-competitors.  The so-called “Estonian” style involves one partner dangling upside-down, with her legs around her partner’s head.  FTP, name this competition held in Sonkajarvi, Finland, in which a man races while carrying a female to whom he may or may not be married.

ANSWER: Wife Carrying (accept equivalents; also accept akankanto or eukonkanto)
Bonuses:

1. Answer the following about a singer born in Dallas, Texas, FTPE:

[10] She broke through with a quasi-self-titled album that featured such songs as “Next Lifetime” and “On and On,” and has more recently released the album Worldwide Underground.

ANSWER: Erykah Badu  or Erica Wright [the album was Baduizm]

[10] This 2000 album found Erykah Badu teaming up with musicians like Roy Ayers and Roy Hargrove on songs like “In Love With You” and “Bag Lady.” 

ANSWER: Mama’s Gun

[10] Badu was discovered when she opened as a back-up singer for this musician.  His work includes such hits as “Lady” off the Brown Sugar album, but he might be best remembered for the video to his 2000 single “Untitled (How Does it Feel)” which showed him looking buff as he sings in the nude. 

ANSWER: Michael Eugene Archer or D’Angelo
2. He was assisted by Stinger and a robot named Tweeterbell.  FTPE:

[10] Name this somewhat inept superhero, who appeared on a show that appeared on a TV show of the early ‘80s.

ANSWER: The Brown Hornet
[10] The adventures of the Brown Hornet were watched by this rotund cartoon teenager and his friends, who included Mushmouth.

ANSWER: Fat Albert
[10] This was Fat Albert’s show-off friend; he was portrayed by Shedrack Anderson III in the 2004 Fat Albert movie.  Bill Cosby liked this name so much that he gave it to one of the Huxtable children on The Cosby Show.

ANSWER: Rudy
3. Name these women who won French Open titles in the 1990s, FTPE:

[10] She won three straight French Opens between 1990 and 1992, defeating Steffi Graf 10-8 in the third set to win the 1992 title.  In all, she won eight Grand Slams before taking a hiatus from the game in 1993.

ANSWER: Monica Seles
[10] She won her second French Open in 1994 by defeating Mary Pierce, and picked up a third title in 1998 with a hard-fought win over Monica Seles.  She also won the 1994 U.S. Open.

ANSWER: Arantxa Sanchez Vicario
[10] If you weren’t Monica Seles, Arantxa Sanchez Vicario, or Steffi Graf, and yet you won a French Open in the ‘90s, you were probably this woman who beat Martina Hingis to win the 1997 title.  This Croatian only picked up one other tournament win after 1997, though.

ANSWER: Iva Majoli
4. Answer the following about a movie that had Debi Mazar cutting up cocaine, FTPE:

[10] Its centerpiece is the Lufthansa heist that nets Jimmy Conway and his friends six million dollars.  It ends with Tommy’s character firing a gun into the camera.

ANSWER: Goodfellas

[10] In Goodfellas, this is the name of the made man, played by Frank Vincent, who is stabbed to death at the bar after telling Joe Pesci’s character to go get his shine box.

ANSWER: Billy Bats (accept either)

[10] This man wrote Wiseguy, the book which Scorsese adapted into Goodfellas; his brother had a prominent role as Walter Skinner on The X-Files.

ANSWER: Nicholas Pileggi
5. It was made into a 1969 Arthur Penn movie, which starred Pat Quinn as the title character.  FTPE:

[10] Name this lengthy song about a place which is just half a mile from the railroad track, where you can get anything you want.

ANSWER: “Alice’s Restaurant”

[10] “Alice’s Restaurant” is perhaps the best-known work by this singer, who played himself in the film version.

ANSWER: Arlo Guthrie (prompt on “Guthrie”)

[10] After “Alice’s Restaurant,” Arlo Guthrie may be best known for performing this Steve Goodman song about a train which “pulls out at Kankakee”; the chorus of this song famously asks “Good morning America how are you?”

ANSWER: “City of New Orleans”

6.  Show your disdain for Hershey’s by identifying these upscale chocolate brands, FTPE:

[10] The Folio Box is the most convenient way to send a gift of the chocolates made by this San Francisco-based company which originated in 1996.  Their logo features a mountain goat standing on a peak, and they specialize in dark chcocolate.

ANSWER: Sharffen Berger

[10] This Frenchman, who hosted a Food Network show all about chocolate, started selling his own brand of chocolate out of his shop in Brooklyn, New York.  My favorite bars include “Orange Orbit” and “72% Ghanaian.”

ANSWER: Jacques Torres (accept either)

[10] This popular Belgian chocolate maker was founded by Joseph Draps.  It recently introduced its “Platinum Collection,” and now has more than 270 stores in North America.

ANSWER: Godiva
7. He played for the Florida Beach Dogs after his NBA career ended, and went on to play professionally in Qatar before, according to Wikipedia, “rheumatism” ended his career.  FTPE:

[10] Name this one-time NBA star, who played briefly in college at the University of Bridgeport before joining the Rhode Island Gulls, for whom he once blocked 18 shots in a game.

ANSWER: Manute Bol
[10] Manute Bol’s first year in the NBA was with this team, for whom he led the league in blocks at almost 5 per game.

ANSWER: the Washington Bullets (accept either)

[10] While in Egypt, Bol ran a basketball academy where he taught this other Sudanese baller, who went on to be the 7th pick in the 2004 NBA draft.

ANSWER: Luol Deng
8. It stars Takashi Shimura as Kanji Watanabe, who is diagnosed with terminal cancer and commits himself to getting a children’s park built.  FTPE:

[10] Name this 1952 movie about a sad bureaucrat.

ANSWER: Ikiru or To Live
[10] Ikiru was directed by this Japanese filmmaker, whose other works include The Hidden Fortress.

ANSWER: Akira Kurosawa
[10] A year before making Ikiru, Kurosawa released this film in which Kameda gets entangled with two women on Hokkaido after leaving an Okinawa asylum; it was based on a Russian novel.

ANSWER: Hakuchi or The Idiot
9. In a recent installment, the central figure announced that “hobosnacks are snacks for hobos,” though they are commercially marketed as “Cheetos,” only to be told that he was in a laundromat.  FTPE:

[10] Name this delightful web comic which on Tuesday warmed Matt Weiner’s heart by joking about Wikipedia vandalism; it always features the same three characters, one of whom can be seen stomping a house.

ANSWER: Dinosaur Comics
[10] The third character to be seen in any given episode of Dinosaur Comics is this kind of dinosaur, a member of the family Dromaeosauridae notable for the large curved claw it sported on its second toe.

ANSWER: Utahraptor
[10] One of the finest episodes of Dinosaur Comics featured a children’s book written by T. Rex, which notes that both Timmy and “your whole family” are made out of this.  This is also the last word of the subtitle of the Dinosaur Comics book.

ANSWER: meat (accept “Your Whole Family Is Made Out of Meat”)
10.  They sang about going to Omaha to work and exploit the booming music scene on the title track of their 2002 album, The Execution of All Things.  FTPE:

[10] Name this indie group from Los Angeles, whose more recent recordings include More Adventurous.

ANSWER: Rilo Kiley
[10] This former child actress, who played Hannah Nefler in Troop Beverly Hills, is the lead singer of Rilo Kiley; with the Watson Twins, she recently released the album Rabbit Fur Coat.

ANSWER: Jenny Lewis
[10] Rilo Kiley gained national attention in 2005 when their song “Portions for Foxes” was heard on this ABC show, which is set at Seattle Grace Hospital.

ANSWER: Grey’s Anatomy
11. Answer the following about an annual festival, FTPE:

[10] It is now located in the Black Rock Desert about 90 miles north-northeast of Reno, and it takes place for a week surrounding Labor Day weekend.  Matt Lafer still cringes at the memory of Andrew Yaphe powering a tossup on it to clinch a 2005 SCT title.

ANSWER: Burning Man

[10] Burning Man features various theme camps in and around its temporary urban setting.  One of them is this Buckminster Fuller-like arena which takes its name from a 1985 film starring Tina Turner.  

ANSWER: the Thunderdome

[10] This San Francisco resident founded Burning Man in 1986.  He is known for wearing a pearl gray Stetson.

ANSWER: Larry Harvey
12. Name these films which starred the immortal Sidney Poitier, FTPE:

[10] The 1996 film Fled was a remake of this 1958 movie, in which Poitier and Tony Curtis played escaped prisoners who are stuck with each other.

ANSWER: The Defiant Ones
[10] Poitier won the first Oscar ever given to an African-American for Best Actor for his work in this movie, in which he played a worker who meets some nuns and helps them build a church.

ANSWER: Lilies of the Field
[10] Spencer Tracy died a few weeks after completing his work on this film, in which Katharine Houghton played a young white woman who wants to marry Poitier’s character.

ANSWER: Guess Who’s Coming to Dinner
13. It is set in Railton, Pennsylvania, which is home to the West Central Pennsylvania State University at which a number of characters in it teach.  FTPE:

[10] Name this 1997 comic novel, in which William Henry Devereaux, Jr. threatens to murder ducks unless he receives a budget for the English department.

ANSWER: Straight Man
[10] Straight Man is perhaps the masterpiece of this American novelist, whose other books include The Risk Pool and a 2002 Pulitzer Prize winner.

ANSWER: Richard Russo
[10] Name Richard Russo’s Pulitzer Prize-winning novel, which is set in the titular town in Maine; in 2005, it was adapted into an HBO miniseries which starred Ed Harris as Miles Roby.

ANSWER: Empire Falls
14. Name these Donna Summer classics, FTPE:

[10] This hit off the 1979 album Bad Girls begins “Sittin here eatin my heart out waitin’ / Waitin’ for some lover to call.”

ANSWER: “Hot Stuff”

[10] This throwaway single from the movie Thank God, It’s Friday earned Summer her first Grammy win.  It begins slowly, but after a minute and a half turns uptempo.  It notes that the singer needs you “to guide me / to hold me, to scold me.”

ANSWER: “Last Dance”

[10] This 1977 song from the album I Remember Yesterday became a signature song for Summer.  It featured a completely synthesized backing track and somewhat unintelligible orgasmic lyrics. 

ANSWER: “I Feel Love”

15. Its characters include Trudy Wangel, who has a number of cats and is obsessed with co-worker Jim Dangle.  FTPE:

[10] Name this TV show, whose other characters include redneck Travis Junior and James Oswaldo Garcia.

ANSWER: Reno 911!
[10] On Reno 911!, James Garcia is portrayed by this comedian, who also provided the voice of Mr. Weed on Family Guy and the Taco Bell chihuahua.

ANSWER: Carlos Alazraqui
[10] Reno 911! was spun off from this mid-‘90s MTV sketch comedy show, which was cherished for such hilarious characters as Louie, who liked to “dip his balls” in things.

ANSWER: The State
16. Answer the following about Super Bowl XXIII, FTPE:

[10] In a rematch of a Super Bowl played seven years earlier, this NFC team won the game by scoring 14 points in the fourth quarter.

ANSWER: the San Francisco 49ers (accept either)

[10] The game was won by the 49ers when Joe Montana threw a touchdown to this wide receiver with only 34 seconds left on the clock; he ended his career with the most yards per punt return of any player in Super Bowl history.

ANSWER: John Taylor
[10] Though John Taylor caught the winning reception, this other wide receiver was the game’s MVP after gaining a Super Bowl-record 215 yards receiving.

ANSWER: Jerry Rice
17. He is scheduled to play Lionel Essrog, a detective with Tourette’s syndrome, in an upcoming film adaptaion of Jonathan Lethem’s novel Motherless Brooklyn.  FTPE:

[10] Name this actor, who appeared as Nelson Rockefeller in 2002’s Frida and as Smoochy the Rhino in Death to Smoochy.

ANSWER: Edward Norton
[10] Also in 2002, Ed Norton starred as drug dealer Monty Brogan in this film, which featured the diverse talents of Tony Siragusa and Anna Paquin.

ANSWER: 25th Hour
[10] One of Norton’s first roles was as Holden Spence, who is featured along with Drew Barrymore’s Skylar Dandridge in this 1996 Woody Allen musical.

ANSWER: Everyone Says I Love You
18. Name these albums by that wacky duo, They Might Be Giants, FTPE:

20. Name these pitchers who led the American League in strikeouts during the first half of the 20th century, FTPE:

[10] Between 1925 and 1931, this Philadelphia pitcher led the league in strikeouts every season; his 209 strikeouts in 1930 was the most since Walter Johnson’s 228 in 1916.

ANSWER: Lefty Grove
[10] The next AL pitcher to break 200 strikeouts in a season was this Cleveland star, who had 240 strikeouts in 1938 and led the league in the category for the next three seasons.

ANSWER: Bob Feller
[10] Only two men other than Rube Waddell and Walter Johnson led the league in strikeouts between 1902 and 1919.  Both pitched for the White Sox; name either of them.
