1. Weapon construction by the members of this movement was concealed from authorities by the honking of a large flock of geese kept for the purpose. The leader committed suicide, after which the period known as the Tongzhi Restoration began. Frederick Townsend Ward was unable to stop it, but Zeng Guofan was eventually victorious at the Third Battle of Nanking, outside the city the rebels had renamed Tianjing. Begun by a member of the Hakka tribe, Hong Xiuquan, for 10 points, name this Christian rebellion in China lasting from 1851 to 1864. 

ANSWER: Taiping Rebellion

2. The British Royal Engineers built the Vagar Airport here during World War II, getting further than the abandoned attempt at a Gothic cathedral at Kirkjubøur. A nationalistic period here in the 1850s led to the creation of a written language by Venceslaus Hammershaimb and the restoration of the Lagting. Suduroy is the farthest south, Lítla Dímun is the only one of eighteen uninhabited, and Streymoy is home to its capital, Tórshavn. Situated in the heart of the Gulf Stream in the North Atlantic, they lie northwest of Scotland and halfway between Iceland and Norway. For 10 points, name this group of volcanic islands, a dependency of Denmark. 

ANSWER: Faroe Islands

3. Setting to zero the functional derivatives with respect to each component of the potential of the density of this function for the electromagnetic field yields Gauss’ and Amperes’ laws. Hamilton’s principle states that the variation of the time integral of this function vanishes, since that integral is the action. This energy function’s generalized velocity partial derivative is a generalized momentum, and its Legendre transform is the Hamiltonian. For 10 points, name this function equal to kinetic energy minus potential energy, named for a Franco-Italian mathematician, and symbolized L. 

ANSWER:: Lagrangian function [prompt on L before it’s mentioned]

4. He often used popular culture to mark the turning points in his work; in one, a mother’s breaking of a treasured collection of jazz records is viewed as a breaking point for the Bergers, who also talk heavily about the Brooklyn Dodgers. Prior to his premature death, he gave up drama to go to Hollywood, where he wrote the screenplays to Wild in the Country and the story of a newspaperman run amok in The Sweet Smell of Success. For 10 points, name this playwright of “Awake and Sing!” who told of a striking taxi company and a man who falls into a boxing career in Waiting for Lefty and Golden Boy. 

ANSWER: Clifford Odets
5. The title figure justifies his actions by pointing out precendent in the actions of Zeus towards Cronos. This work opens at the Porch of the King Archon, where cases dealing with crimes affecting the state religion are judged. The title figure is told that his story does not give a satisfactory definition of the term requested, and at the end of the work, he departs so that he can prosecute his own father for murder. For 10 points, name this dialogue written by Plato that portrays Socrates as seeking wisdom about the meaning of the word “piety” just before his trial. 

ANSWER: Euthyphro
6. In his later years, he wrote several unsuccessful plays, including The Feeble Sex and The Candidate. A relentless perfectionist, he spent decades refining his Memoirs of a Mad Man, which detailed the passionate chasing of a MILF. The influence of Spinoza and Spencer is seen in his Temptation of Saint Anthony. This author had several bumbling “booksmart” title heroes including Bouvard and Pecuchet, and his defining work was translated into English by Gerard Manley Hopkins. For 10 points, name this French author of The Sentimental Education who told of Bourlanger and the unhappy Emma in Madame Bovary. 

ANSWER: Gustave Flaubert
7. This location is where a “hysterical bride” moans about being made and “sends out for the doctor” in Bob Dylan’s “Tombstone Blues.” In reality, a chain of them became the foundation of what is now Loews theaters. William Bryans invented many of the machines commonly found at them, from ball shooters to simple slot machines, although those never entertained Twisp and Catsby, Gabe, or Tycho. For 10 points, what were these pre-electronic entertainment halls, now the namesake of a popular online comic strip? 

ANSWER: penny arcades

8. Chytrids do not form these, since their flagellated stages would make them inefficient. These are often suppliers of the flavenoids necessary for synthesis of Nod factor in nodulin containing bacteria. The ecto- variety is characterized by a mantle about a micron thick, secreted by one component, while the endo- variety consists of arbuscular invaginations of cortical host cells by hyphae. For 10 points, identify these mutualistic structures; the symbiotic association of fungi and plant roots. 

ANSWER:: mycorrhizae [or mycorrhias; prompt on “fungus-root”]

9. One side began by entering the Gulf of Ambracia and using the nearby towers and a line of ships to guard its entrance. This fleet consisted mainly of tall quinqueremes with bronze plating to protect them from ramming, while the opposing fleet was made up of more maneuverable Liburnian ships. Unable to damage each other, the navies resorted to firing spears and arrows at each other until the commander’s lover fled with 60 ships toward Egypt, after which Agrippa gave chase and burned the remainder of the fleet. For 10 points, name this 31 BCE battle, a decisive victory by Octavian over Marc Antony. 

ANSWER: Battle of Actium
10. One man ultimately falls for the daughter of a tradesman, earning himself a dowry of ten thousand pounds. Another man leaves for Yorkshire upon learning of his aunt’s illness, and, upon returning, he saves Harriet from a band of gypsies. An act of rudeness at the strawberry party in Donwell causes Jane Fairfax and Miss Bates to take offense. Ultimately, the novel ends with marriage for the title character and a move to Hartfield. For 10 points, name this novel whose characters include Reverend Elton, Robert Martin and George Knightly, a work by Jane Austen. 

ANSWER: Emma
11. She killed her first six children in a cauldron, attempting to burn away their mortality. Along with Euronyme, this goddess caught Hephaestus when thrown out of heaven, and she also aided the Argonauts in passing through the clashing Rocks. Loved by both Zeus and Poseidon at one time, she was unable to marry an Olympian due to the prophecy of that she would bear a son greater than his father One of Nereus’s fifty daughters, this sea nymph warned her son by Peleus against going to war. For 10 points, name this woman who immortalized her son Achilles by dipping him into the river Styx. 

ANSWER: Thetis
12. Tibor Serley finished the violin concerto left incomplete at this man’s death. He was influenced by Arab music and his homeland’s folk tunes in the re-assertion of tonality found in his much-praised six string quartets. His choral work includes Cantata Profana and his six-volume collection of grand piano pieces, Mikrokosmos, is still used for its original purpose of technical instruction. His works for the stage include the ballets Caprichos, The Wooden Prince and The Miraculous Mandarin. For 10 points, name this composer who worked with Zoltan Kodaly to chronicle Hungarian folk music and wrote the opera Duke Bluebeard’s Castle. 

ANSWER: Béla Bartók
13. This term may have come back into use when Richard Feynman used it as an analogy for pseudoscience. The Baigona, Tara, and John Frum movements are examples, and the name was coined by Lucy Mair in the wake of the Vailala Madness, in which the leader Evara claim to communicate with the dead via an invisible radio. Practitioners may abandon their gardens or kill pigs, or, more commonly, build useless imitations of runways or airplanes. For 10 points, identify these new religions arising in Melanesia that revered deliveries from the developed world. 

ANSWER: cargo cults

14. His term as governor of New York became the shortest in the state’s history when he abandoned the post to Enos Throop after only two months. In his early career he was a strong supporter of William Crawford and an opponent of DeWitt Clinton, and his son John was a leader of the Barnburners, which he helped merge into the Free Soil Party. Serving as both Secretary of State and Vice-President, in his most famous post he resolved the Caroline Affair and the Aroostook War and created an Independent Treasury after the Panic of 1837. For 10 points, name this man nicknamed the “Little Magician”, the eighth president of the United States and successor of Andrew Jackson. 

ANSWER: Martin Van Buren
15. A Herbig-Haro object occurs at the interface of a new star’s emissions with this, and the thorium detected in it supports the theory of Bok globules. This aggregation of matter contains three phases, which differ in their degree of ionization and temperature, and it is generally transparent to electromagnetic waves of length more than about 912 Angstroms, which is known as the Lyman limit. For 10 points, name the diffuse, weakly ionized, chiefly hydrogen astronomical plasma whose interface with the solar wind is known as heliopause, and which is named for its occupation of areas of the galaxy far from stars. 

ANSWER: interstellar medium [or galactic medium or other close equivalents; do not accept “intergalactic medium”]

16. This class of chemicals is formed from acid halides in the Blaise-Marie reaction, while Grignard reagents are used to synthesize cyclic α-substituted [alpha substituted] α,β-unsaturated [alpha beta unsaturated] ones in the Fujimoto-Belleau reaction. These compounds are systematically named by adding the suffix –one [own] to the name of the parent alkane, and adding a number to indicate the position of the characteristic carbonyl. For 10 points, name these compounds that result from oxidizing secondary alcohols and which do not form a precipitate in Tollen’s test, unlike aldehydes. 

ANSWER: ketones

17. Experiments into the nature of this phase included asking what a plaster model of a mountain range looked like and discussing the relative amounts of liquid in different glasses. It retains a centering approach, an inability to understand reversible operations, traces of animism, the confusion of reality and fantasy, and an inability to see the perspectives of others. Its second substage is the “intuitive phase,” and the abilities to tell stories, draw, and play imaginatively arise at this time. For 10 points, name this second major period in the Piaget model, coming between the sensorimotor and concrete operations period. 

ANSWER: preoperational period 

18. Among its influences were the photo series Woman Pouring Bucket of Water, the early productions of Edison studios and Melies’s A Trip to the Moon. Early works include Joseph Stella’s Battle of Lights, Coney Island and Carlo Carra’s Funeral of the Anarchist Galla. Gino Severini studied it in a Heiroglyphic of the Bal Tabarin while its co-founder’s A Dog on a Leash created the submovement known as “dynamism.” For 10 points, name this movement associated with Balla and Boccioni, seen in Unique Forms of Continuity in Space. 
ANSWER: futurism [accept dynamism before it is read]

19. The court biography of this man was completed by Rahewin and begun by his more famous peer, Otto of Freising, and legend tells that he is slumbering in the Kyffhauser mountain in Thuringia. After defeating Arnold of Brescia in Italy, Nicholas Breakspear crowned him Holy Roman Emperor in 1155. Having drowned in the Saleph River in Anatolia, he was unable to join Richard Lionheart and Philip II of France on the Third Crusade. For 10 points, name this ruler known for his red beard. 

ANSWER: Frederick I [or Frederick Barbarossa; accept Frederick III of Swabia; accept Frederick Redbeard before “red beard” is read]

20. He escapes from cannibals to Salabat and soon after finds a pepper-farming island on which husbands are buried alive with dead wives. After escaping an elephant who throws a tree at him and seeing his ship destroyed by a thrown stone, the old man of the sea latches on to his back and forces him to run around as that man urinates on him. He meets the King of Cassel and finds the valley of diamonds before encountering a roc and relating his adventures to a namesake porter. For 10 points, name this man who sets out from Basra on seven voyages in the Arabian Nights. 
ANSWER: Sinbad
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1. For 10 points each, name these Greek mythological persons whose names begin with the letter P.

[10] This badass thief haunted a road between Athens and Megara, where he forced travelers into a bed and made them fit, either by cutting off their feet or stretching their legs. Theseus killed him by forcing him into his own bed.

ANSWER: Procrustes or Polypemon [or Demastes for those who didn’t listen to the leadin]

[10] This nephew of Daedalus surpassed his uncle in skill, supposedly inventing the saw and potter’s wheel. In typical Greek fashion, Daedalus pushed him off the Acropolis. Athena then turned him into a partridge.

ANSWER: Perdix
[10] This sister of Circe, aunt of Medea, and wife of Minos was afflicted with bestial tendencies by Poseidon. She consummated her passion with a bull and the result was the Minotaur.

ANSWER: Pasiphae
2. Answer the following about the early phases of the French Revolution, for 10 points each.

[10] In 1789 the marquis de Launay refused to give up the munitions stockpile of this Paris prison, so an angry mob stormed it and decapitated him.

ANSWER: The Bastille
[10] The first revolutionary government was this parliament formed from the remnants of the Third Estate. It survived until its replacement by the National Convention in 1792.

ANSWER: National Assembly [or Assemblée Nationale]
[10] The most prominent member of the National Assembly was this great orator and moderate whose premature death in April 1791 irrevocably split the Assembly and the royal family.

ANSWER: Comte de Mirabeau [or Honoré-Gabriel Riqueti]

3. Name these things from Shakespeare’s sonnets for 10 points each.
[10] “Thou art more lovely and more temperate” than this unit of time, and “every fair from fair sometimes declines” but death won’t brag when “thou wand’rest in his shade” in Sonnet 18.

ANSWER: a summer’s day
[10] Shakespeare describes this in sonnet 147 as “a fever longing still,” and in sonnet 151 he says it “is too young to know what conscience is.” In 144, he calls two of them “comfort and despair” and in sonnet 142 it is “my sin.”

ANSWER: love
[10] Shakespeare notes that these are “nothing like the sun” in sonnet 130.

ANSWER: my/his mistress’s eyes [prompt on partial answer]

4. Answer each of the following about the quantum physics of many-particle systems, for 10 points per part.

[10] This operator is symbolized 
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 [p-hat-sub-i-j] and its operation on a many-particle wave function returns the same wave function with the coordinates of the ith and jth particles swapped.

ANSWER: permutation operator [or exchange operator]

[10] Discounting anions, these are the possible eigenvalues of the permutation operator, because the square of the permutation operator must return the original wave function.

ANSWER: plus or minus one
[10] A weak form of this principle can be derived from the symmetrization principle by noting that the permutation operator’s eigenvalue is -1 for fermions, which obey it.
ANSWER: Pauli exclusion principle 

5. Name these people interacted with by Tom DeLay in the latter’s usual crazy fashion for 10 points each.

[10] DeLay called for an investigation into the “arrogant, out-of-control, unaccountable judiciary that thumbed their nose at Congress and the president” during his attempt to continue re-animating this dead woman’s corpse in March 2005.

ANSWER: Terri Schiavo
[10] DeLay called the tendency of this Republican-nominated Supreme Court justice to do his own research on the internets “incredibly outrageous.” He wrote the majority opinions in Romer v. Evans and Lawrence v. Texas.

ANSWER: Anthony Kennedy
[10] This Sugar Land lawyer captured forty-one percent of the vote against DeLay in 2004 and will again seek to topple him in 2006 if DeLay fails to get impeached or make his own head explode first.

ANSWER: Richard Morrison
6. Answer each of the following about your favorite chemical quantity and mine for 10 points per part.

[10] This quantity is symbolized S and is often considered as a “measurement of randomness” of a system.

ANSWER: entropy
[10] According to the Boltzmann equation, the entropy of a macrostate equals Boltzmann’s constant times the natural logarithm of this quantity for that state. It is symbolized Ω [capital omega].

ANSWER: degeneracy [accept things like the number of microstates corresponding to that macrostate]

[10]The entropy equals minus the isobaric partial derivative of this function with respect to temperature, which may be used to derive Maxwell’s relations.

ANSWER: Gibbs free energy [or Gibbs function; prompt on “Gibbs” or “G” or “free energy”]

7. Identify these things related to Zoroastrianism for 10 points each.

[10] This deity of space, time and fate is the father of both Ahura Mazda and Angra Mainyu and the deity of worship among the Sassanids between the third and seventh centuries.

ANSWER: Zurvan
[10] The dead in Zoroastrianism are placed in these structures, which are divided into sections for men, women and children. Once vultures have consumed their flesh, the bones are dumped into a center pit. The only remaining ones are located in Mumbai.

ANSWER: Towers of Silence [or dahkma]

[10] This term refers to the large group of Zoroastrians living in India.

ANSWER: Parsis
8. Name these figures important in the Norman invasion of 1066, for 10 points each.

[10] This last Anglo-Saxon king of England and son of Godwin, earl of Wessex, fell to William of Normandy at Hastings.

ANSWER: Harold II [or Harold Godwinson]

[10] The exhaustion of Harold’s army at this battle, where Harold defeated Harald Hardraade of Norway, was a contributing factor in the Hastings defeat.

ANSWER: Battle of Stamford Bridge

[10] This brother of Harold’s, the earl of Northumbria, joined forces with Hardraade at Stamford Bridge but was killed in the fray.

ANSWER: Tostig

9. Identify the following authors who may have something in common for 10 points each.

[10] His lone play was “Just Wild About Harry” and he wrote numerous memoirs including Big Sur, but he is best known for his prostitute-dominated view of 1930’s Paris, Tropic of Cancer.

ANSWER: Henry Miller

[10] She engaged in so-called “symphonic writing,” an example of which was her breakthrough prose poem/novel “House of Incest.” She also penned posthumously published erotica collected in “Delta of Venus” and “Little Birds” and had some famous diaries.

ANSWER: Anais Nin

[10]  He planned a cycle of six novels entitled the Heritage of Cain, but his busy personal life ensured that he would only be able to finish two novels, the most famous of which, Venus in Furs, tells of the love-hate-hate relationship between Severin and Wanda.

ANSWER: Leopold von Sacher-Masoch
10. Identify these CREEP members, for 10 points each.

[10] Attorney general during Nixon’s first term, he resigned to head CREEP and later served two years in prison on conspiracy charges.

ANSWER: John Newton Mitchell

[10] The mastermind behind the Watergate burglary, he was also involved in the Ellsberg office break-in. More recent work includes a popular conservative radio show in which he advises listeners to “aim for the head” and a role on the greatest television series of all time, Eighteen Wheels of Justice.

ANSWER: George Gordon Battle Liddy

[10] As leader of the “dirty tricks” campaign, he once made the claim that “Scoop” Jackson had fathered an illegitimate child. He was also Nixon’s personal attorney.

ANSWER: Donald Segretti
11. Name these works of Aristotle for 10 points each.

[10] This collection focusing on logic contains such works as Categories, On  Interpretation, Prior Analytics, Posterior Analytics, Topics and On Sophistical Refutations, which deals with logical fallacies. Francis Bacon updated it.

ANSWER: Organon
[10] This treatise discusses the three unities of time, space and action along with a number of other terms involved in the title genre.

ANSWER: Poetics
[10] The name of this work and in fact the entire discipline comes from its physical position after a number of works on a different science. It is divided into three parts: ontology, theology and universal science.

ANSWER: Metaphysics
12. Answer each of the following about immune response for 10 points each.

[10] These antigen-binding molecules come in five classes: M, G, A, D, and E. They participate in opsonization , agglutination, and precipitation of foreign objects.

ANSWER: antibodies [or immunoglobulins]

[10] IgM and IgG antibodies can fix this type of immune proteins to initiate a namesake classical pathway, which results in the death of the target cell.

ANSWER: complement proteins

[10] The classical complement pathway results in cell lysis through the assemblage of this type of complex, which creates a large pore in the target cell.

ANSWER: membrane attack complex

13. Identify the following about Latin-American rebellions, for 10 points each.

[10] Involved in campaigns in Peru, Chile, and his homeland of Argentina, this soldier first saw action in the Peninsular War at the battle of Bailen.

ANSWER: José de San Martín

[10] San Martín defeated the Royalist forces under General Maroto at this battle on the namesake hill in Chile. Exactly a year later Chile declared its independence.

ANSWER: Battle of Chacabuco

[10]The illegitimate son of an Irish officer, this man fought alongside San Martín at Chacabuco and ruled Chile from 1818 until being deposed by conservatives in 1823.

ANSWER: Bernardo O’Higgins

14. Answer the following about a sociologist and his work, for 10 points each.

[10] Lesser-known works of this man include Wirtschaft und Gesellschaft and Rational and Social Foundations of Music, but he is better known for his concept of charisma and study of bureaucracy.

ANSWER: Max Weber

[10] Max Weber’s most important work is this 1905 work, the first in the “Economic Ethic of World Religions” series.

ANSWER: The Protestant Ethic and the Spirit of Capitalism

[10] Weber was a professor at this German university, and his work “The National State and Economic Policy” is known as the “address” of this place.

ANSWER: Freiburg University

15. Identify these participants in the biggest upsets in NCAA Tournament history for 10 points per part.

[10] If you thought Syracuse had a terrible ending to their season in 2005 by falling to 13 seed Vermont, go back to 1991 when the Orange became the first 2 seed to bite the dust in the first round, losing to this Dick Tarrant coached team of Spiders.

ANSWER: University of Richmond
[10] Any bonus about NCAA tournament upsets with a seed differential of 13 would be incomplete without this West Coast Conference team’s upset of Arizona in 1993, led by a current Phoenix Suns point guard.

ANSWER: Santa Clara University

[10] The Mid-Eastern Athletic Conference was 0-15 in the NCAA Tournament before this team, coached by Ronald “Fang” Mitchell, upset South Carolina in 1997.

ANSWER: Coppin State University [accept Coppin State College]

16. Answer each of the following from statistics for 10 points.

[10] This is a non-negative function that integrates to unity over the range of a variate. The probability that a variate is in a differential element of its range is equal to the product of this function with that element.

ANSWER: probability density function [accept pdf or density function]

[10] The probability density function is equal to the parametric derivative of this other function. It is equal to the probability that its variate is less than or equal to its parameter.

ANSWER: cumulative distribution function [accept cdf or cumulative density]

[10] This computerized statistical method for solving mathematical problems was named for a casino by von Neumann. Its underlying mechanism is sampling by setting the cumulative distribution function equal to a uniform random variable over the unit interval.

ANSWER: Monte Carlo method [or technique, etc. Also accept method of statistical trials or anything close]

17. He goes AWOL to discover his personal destiny after being provided with the information behind the V-2 rockets by Dr. Pointsman, before ultimately being “scattered.” For 10 points each:

[10] Name this character whose sexual life places him at the center of a 1973 novel.

ANSWER: Tyrone or Tyrone Slothrop
[10] Name the author of Vineland who created Slothrop in Gravity’s Rainbow.

ANSWER: Thomas Pynchon
[10] Name the Pynchon title character whose surnames include Wren, Manganese and Meroving, who was at the Fashoda crisis in Egypt, a bloody Parisian theater riot, and Malta, where she consorted with Mussolini before being killed in 1943.

ANSWER: V [or Vera or Veronica or Victoria]

18. Name these intolerable Gilbert and Sullivan operettas for 10 pints each.

[10] Supposedly inspired by the dropping of a sword, its characters include Pooh-Bah and Katisha. It ends with a marriage to Yum-Yum, and features the number: “Three Little Maids from School are We.”

ANSWER: The Mikado
[10] Focusing on the execution of a misguided plan of Alexis Poindextre, the title character, J.W. Wells ultimately bursts into flames to save the villagers of Ploverleigh.

ANSWER: The Sorcerer
[10] Buttercup can’t tell why she is named that, Ralph Rackstraw proposes to Josephine, and people sing “When I was a Lad” and “We Sail the Ocean Blue.”

ANSWER: HMS Pinafore 

19. Name these things dealing with dada and surrealism in film for 10 points each.

[10] When he wasn’t busy affixing mustaches to Mona Lisa or rotating urinals in “L.H.O.O.Q.” and “Fountain,” he directed Anemic Cinema which featured spiraling disks labeled with puns.

ANSWER: Marcel Duchamp

[10] He directed a segment of Hans Richter’s Dreams that Money Can Buy and was the photographer of Showboat. His shorts like “Return to Reason” and “Leave me Alone” featured his famous subject Kiki of Montparnasse.

ANSWER: Man-Ray [or Emanuel Rabinovitch]
[10] Long before he did a commercial for Alka-Seltzer, Salvador Dali collaborated with Luis Buenel on this 1929 short. It featured such images as a hand with ants crawling out of it, a piano loaded with a dead donkey and an eye slit with a razor.

ANSWER: Un Chien Andalou or An Andalusian Dog 
20. Identify these Walter Scott title figures for 10 points each.

[10] Contrasted with his kinsman Ballie Jarvie, Frank Osbaldistone does not know his identity for most of the novel. His sons are idiots and he ultimately kills Rashleigh. All takes place during the Jacobite uprising of 1715.

ANSWER: Rob Roy
[10] Set during the 1745 Jacobite uprising, the title character is rescued by highlanders after being arrested on the way to Edinburgh, ultimately meeting Bonnie Prince Charlie. He marries Rose Bradwardine, a Hanover. It lends its name to a series of Scott novels.

ANSWER: Waverly
[10] Following her death Young Ashton challenges Edgar to a duel, though Edgar is felled by quicksand en route. The daughter of Sir William, master of Ravenswood, his wife pushes the marriage between Edgar and the title character who went bat-shit insane.

ANSWER: The Bride of Lammermoor
