Questions by MAQT

1. One of this author's novels recounts the story of a cynical journalist who is shipwrecked on the island of Pala where he finds a utopian society entrenched in Buddhist philosophy. Besides Island, he also explored the social sphere of Walter Bidlake in Point Counter Point. His most famous novel, the dystopian foil to Island, takes place in 26th century London, where Bernard Marx brings John, a "savage", to meet characters like Helmholtz Watson, Lenina Crowne, and Mustapha Mond. For ten points, name this author of Brave New World.
ANSWER: Aldous Huxley
2. Running 120 kilometers east to west from Wallsend to the Solway Firth, it was initially envisioned as a ditch with 80 small milecastle towers. Eventually, however, the decision was made to add larger forts at Housesteads and Birdoswald, as well as a larger ditch called the vallum behind it to provide transport. In 138 it was abandoned by Antonius Pius for his own new model, about 160 km north. Named after Trajan's successor, FTP, identify this stone barrier protecting Roman Britain from raids by tribes in Scotland.
ANSWER: Hadrian's Wall (accept equivalents)

3. He wrote of a “candidate for president who sketched a silver Zion” in his poem “Bryan, Bryan, Bryan, Bryan”, and supposedly “discovered” Langston Hughes while dining at a hotel in Washington. Another of his poems repeats the refrain “Are you washed in the blood of the lamb?”, while his best known poem, subtitled “A Study of the Negro Race", tells of an African river “cutting through the jungle with a golden track.” FTP, identify this American poet of “General William Booth Enters Into Heaven” and “The Congo”.
ANSWER: Vachel Lindsay
4. One of the simplest algorithms for recursively computing them has the unusual property of running in Big O of the nth one of these numbers. Another way to calculate them uses powers of the golden ratio, but it is far faster to calculate them using an array of the previous values in the series. FTP, identify these set of numbers named for an Italian mathematician, whose nth member is defined recursively as the sum of the previous two numbers in the series.
ANSWER: Fibonacci Numbers

5. This novel takes place in provincial northern France, in Normandy. Its protagonist is filled with the desire for luxury and romance after reading popular novels, and moves to Yonville after marrying a doctor named Charles. That protagonist then begins affairs with a law student named Leon and a landowner named Rodolphe, but as her debts pile up and people begin to suspect her of adultery, she commits suicide by swallowing arsenic. This describes the life of Emma in, FTP, what novel by Gustave Flaubert.
ANSWER: Madame Bovary
6. It was founded in the 1780s as a social club, and one of its goals was to improve the image of Native Americans. Its name comes from a leader of the Lenape people, and the society adopted many Native American words and customs. It later became linked with the rise of the Irish in American politics, and after 1872 this group was always run by an Irish leader. FTP, identify this New York City Democratic Party political machine, famously headed by William “Boss” Tweed.
ANSWER: Tammany Hall (accept the Tammany Society of New York City)

7. The chemical energy from this process is used to drive synthetic reactions such as the formation of sugars or the fixation of nitrogen into amino acids, the building blocks for protein synthesis. Organisms that produce energy through this process are called photoautotrophs. FTP name this process where plants, algae, and some bacteria convert the energy from sunlight to chemical energy.
ANSWER: Photosynthesis
8. Name is pronounced the same. It identifies the surname of Nancy who successfully answered H&R Block to end Ken Jenning's legendary Jeopardy run. In Toy Story, it identifies the emperor and arch nemesis of Buzz Lightyear whom Hamm requires a strategy guide to beat. Lastly, FTP, this term also names a bug-like race under the control of a cerebrate in Starcraft whose name has come to be synonymous with massing great numbers to perform a task, especially a rush.
ANSWER: Zerg (or in the case of Buzz Lighyear's nemesis, Zurg)

9. This term was first applied by a Boston Globe reporter named Bill Cardoso, who claimed it came from an Irish tradition. It need not apply only to those who excessively drink and use drugs, although it's most famous practitioner certainly did. Its first example was a 1970 piece called “The Kentucky Derby is Decadent and Depraved”, while other works written in this style include The Greak Shark Hunt and Fear and Loathing in Las Vegas. FTP, name this extremely personal style of journalism exhibited primarily by the late Hunter S. Thompson. 
ANSWER: Gonzo Journalism

10. Utilitarianism is sometimes considered a part of the altruistic division of this school of thought, because that philosophy stresses actions that do the greatest good for the greatest number of people. Epicureanism can also be considered an early version of it, although that philosophy views reduction of desire for long term happiness to be its most important tenet. FTP, identify this school of philosophy that believes that human actions are the result of desires to minimize pain and maximize pleasure.
ANSWER: Hedonism
11. He fled from Italy in 1938 because the Fascist government had instituted Anti-Semitic laws and his wife was Jewish. In the same year, he won the Nobel Prize for his work on induced radioactivity. FTP name this Italian physicist noted for his work on beta decay, the development of the first nuclear reactor, and for the development of quantum theory, invented by his colleague, Max Planck.
ANSWER: Enrico Fermi
12. It is the story of a man named Barker who returns to London under a new name after spending 15 years in Australia due to wrongful imprisonment. He finds out that the judge who convicted him raped his wife, who later poisoned herself, and also adopted his daughter. Barker swears revenge and begins to slit his clients' throats while his neighbor turns their bodies into meat pies. With music and lyrics by Stephen Sondheim this is, for ten points, what musical about “the demon barber of fleet street”.
ANSWER: Sweeney Todd, the Demon Barber of Fleet Street

13. Its founder's grandfather began its conquest by fighting the Western Xia, and the founder consolidated his power by capturing Guangzhou, though he had proclaimed the dynasty eight years earlier. During this period religious tolerance flourished although Taoism still endured persecution, and the first emperor in particular was responsible for a vast centralization effort and caste system based on the foreign nature of the ruling class. Preceding the Ming Dynasty and following by the Song, FTP, identify this Chinese dynasty founded by Kublai Khan in 1271, also called the Mongol Dynasty? 
ANSWER: Yuan Dynasty (prompt on Mongol Dynasty)

14. This artist befriended the Pre-Raphaelite Brotherhood after the 1859 Paris salon rejected his painting At the Piano. After gaining renown for his 1863 canvas Symphony in White, Number 1, he began signing his paintings with a butterfly monogram, while he is better known for a painting criticized by John Ruskin because it was akin to “flinging a pot of paint in the public's face”. FTP, name this American expatriate best known for Nocturne in Black and Gold: The Falling Rocket and Arrangement in Grey and Black: Portrait of the Artist's Mother.
ANSWER: James Abbott McNeill Whistler
15. This country's major rivers include the Vistula, Oder, Warta and the Bug. At nearly 2,500 meters, Rysy, its highest point, is located in the Tatra mountains, which are part of the Carpathians. In the northeastern part of the country is Masuria, which is famous for its forests and lakes. Consisting almost entirely of the lowlands of the North European Plain identify, FTP, this nation with large cities like Lodz, Cracow, Gdansk and Warsaw.
ANSWER: Poland
16. One of this composer's works, "Organ Squared: As Slow As Possible," is a piece that is being performed at a German church over the next 639 years. Many of his works involve placing rubber wedges, screws, and bolts on the strings of a piano, and he often used the I Ching to select notes for his compositions. Besides popularizing the prepared piano, he wrote a series of Imaginary Landscapes including a piece for twelve radios, while his most famous work involves a musician sitting at a piano and playing no notes, letting the ambient noises of the room create the music. FTP, name this composer of 4 minutes 33 seconds.
ANSWER: John Cage

17. The basal ganglia and cerebral cortex are composed primarily of this substance composed of neuron cell bodies. Nerve impulses are created in this pinkish section of the brain that gains its namesake color after being removed from an active brain. FTP, identify this term for substance in the brain that handles information processing, which is not to be confused with the information-sending white matter.
ANSWER: Grey Matter

18. The film version of this novel was nominated for 11 Academy Awards in 1985, but didn't win any, perhaps because of its unwholesome depiction of black males. Adam breaks that stereotype by marrying Tashi and treating her with respect. You never learn the protagonist's married name, and it is her lover, "Shug" Avery, who nurtures Celie into an independent, pants-making woman. FTP, name this Pulitzer Prize winning novel by Alice Walker which starred Oprah in the movie version.
ANSWER: The Color Purple
19. The last name's the same: Cleanth was a member of the Fugitives who co-edited The Southern Review. Van Wyck was a literary critic who wrote The Flowering of New England. David is currently a commentator on “The News Hour With Jim Lehrer” and also writes an op-ed column for The New York Times. Gwendolyn was an American poet who wrote “Annie Allen” and “The Bean Eaters”. FTP, give this last name also shared by Mel, a Jewish comedian who directed Young Frankenstein and Blazing Saddles.
ANSWER: Brooks
20. When the man in the most famous picture of it was asked to comment, he said, “This is for the books.” The numerous errors in it, such as x's being placed over mistakes and five lines of type printed upside-down, were mainly a result of a strike of some of the staff. Yet those are largely ignored for this much larger error, one of its subheadings reads: “Puts G.O.P. Back in the White House.” FTP, give this infamous three-word headline printed on the front page of the Chicago Tribune on November 3, 1948.
ANSWER: “DEWEY DEFEATS TRUMAN” (Prompt on equivalents before the last line)

1. Name these proteins involved in DNA replication, FTPE.
[10] This form of RNA polymerase generates an RNA primer to be used in DNA replication.
ANSWER: DNA Primase
[10] This class of enzymes unwinds and splits the DNA of the replication fork. 
ANSWER: Helicase
[10] This type of enzyme is used to link together DNA strands that have double stranded breaks.
ANSWER: DNA Ligase 

2. Answer these questions about an act that greatly influenced settlement in the American West, FTPE.
[10] This act guaranteed 160 acres of the public domain for any family head over the age of 21, provided that he built a house and lived on the land for five years.
ANSWER: Homestead Act
[10] The Homestead Act was signed into law under this president who also signed the Morill Land-Grant Colleges Act during his first term.
ANSWER: Abraham Lincoln
[10] The last claim under the Homestead Act was filed by Kenneth Deardorff for 80 acres near the Stony River in this state in 1988.
ANSWER: Alaska
3. Identify these 20th century German authors FTPE.
[10] This author of Buddenbrooks and Death in Venice also wrote about Hans Castorp's seven-year stay in a sanatorium in The Magic Mountain.
ANSWER: Thomas Mann
[10] This author of Cat and Mouse and Dog Years is better known for a novel about Oskar Matzerath's refusal to grow in size after receiving a tin drum for his third birthday.
ANSWER: Gunter Grass
[10] The architect Robert Faehmel's guilt over demolishing St. Anthony's Abbey as a Nazi officer in World War II drives the plot of this man's best-known novel Billiards at Half-Past Nine.
ANSWER: Heinrich Boll
4. FTPE, answer the following questions about the namesakes of everyone's favorite Teenaged Mutant Ninja Turtles:
[10] Michelangelo completed this sculpture of the Virgin Mary holding Jesus in 1499.
ANSWER: the Pieta
[10] Leonardo da Vinci was inspired to create this drawing, which shows a man in two superimposed positions inscribed in a circle and a square, by a Roman architect's writings on human proportions.
ANSWER: The Vitruvian Man or the Canon of Proportions
[10] Raphael painted multiple portraits of this man, his primary patron, who was known as the Warrior Pope, while Michelangelo constructed his tomb.
ANSWER: Julius II
5. FTSNOP, answers these questions about a philosopher and his works.
[10] A 1651 work on political philosophy, the full title of this book includes “The Matter, Form and Power of a Common-Wealth Ecclesiastical and Civil.”
ANSWER: Leviathan
[5] This English-born philosopher wrote Leviathan.
ANSWER: Thomas Hobbes
[15] Among Hobbes' earlier works was a translation of this work by the ancient Greek historian Thucydides.
ANSWER: History of the Peloponnesian War
6. Identify the following children's authors from works FTPE. If you need a more famous work, you only get five.

7. Name these different field of medicine, 5-10-15:
[5] The branch of medicine dealing with the immune system. 
ANSWER: Immunology
[10] The branch of medicine dealing with skin.
ANSWER: Dermatology
[15] The branch of medicine dealing with cancer.
ANSWER: Oncology
8. It was issued in 1713 as an attempt to prevent any succession problems that Holy Roman Emperor Charles VI's daughter would have upon his death. FTPE,
[10] First, name this document.
ANSWER: The Pragmatic Sanction
[10] The Pragmatic Sanction was signed to allow this woman, the mother of Emperor Joseph II and Queen Marie Antoinette, to become queen.
ANSWER: Maria Theresa
[10] This ruler of Prussia refused to acknowledge the Pragmatic Sanction, and launched an invasion of Silesia in 1740 which started the War of Austrian Succession.
ANSWER: Frederick The Great or Frederick II
9. It's happy birthday time! Name these celebrities who are blowing out candles and making wishes today, April 30, FTPE.
[10] This actress turns 24 today, and she'll probably celebrate while filming Spider-Man 3 where she'll once again be playing Mary Jane Watson.
ANSWER: Kirstin Dunst
[10] Jeff Timmons turns 33 today. If you remember him at all, it's probably as a member of this '90s boy band.
ANSWER: 98 Degrees
[10] And finally, this country star will probably be celebrating his 73rd birthday by smoking marijuana, evading his taxes and driving around in a car run on vegetable oil.
ANSWER: Willie Nelson
10. If you watch South Park you might have an advantage in this bonus. FTPE, answer these questions about Mormonism. 
[10] This founder of Mormonism claimed in 1838 to have been visited by God and Jesus. 
ANSWER: Joseph Smith, Jr. 
[10] The second prophet of Mormonism, this “American Moses” had over 50 wives and at least 57 children, some of whom might have gone to his eponymous Utah school.
ANSWER: Brigham Young
[10] Mormons of this most common denomination believe the church to be the restoration of the original church established by Jesus Christ on earth.
ANSWER: the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-Day Saints
11. Identify these paintings of Jacques-Louis David FTPE.
[10] Three arches appear in the background of this painting, which shows three Roman brothers thrusting their hands outward to swear a vow on three swords held by their father. Answer: _Oath of the Horatii_
[10] Set in an Athenian prison, this David work features the title character reaching for a cup and pointing to the sky as the people surrounding him turn away and weep in despair. Answer: The _Death of Socrates_
[10] David also painted a number of works about this French leader, including an enormous canvas depicting his 1804 coronation. Answer: _Napoleon I_ 

12. Name these works by Ray Bradbury, 5-10-15
[5] This novel is a chronicle of the colonization of a certain planet by refugees from Earth.
ANSWER: The Martian Chronicles
[10] This novel is semi-autobiographical and follows 12 year old Douglas Spalding. The title refers to a drink made by Douglas' grandfather and is a metaphor for packing all the joys of summer into a bottle.
ANSWER: Dandelion Wine
[15] This collection of science fiction short stories includes "The Cement Mixer", "The Veldt", and "Zero Hour", and explores the nature of humankind through the moving tattoos on a vagrant's body.
ANSWER: The Illustrated Man
13. Given a description name Newton's Law of motion, FTPE:
[10] For every force there is an equal and opposite force.
ANSWER: Newton's Third Law
[10] The rate of change of momentum of a body is equal to the resultant force acting on the body and is in the same direction AMSWER: Newton's _Second_ Law
[10] An object at rest will remain at rest and a object traveling in uniform motion will remain traveling in uniform motion unless acted upon by a net force.
ANSWER: Newton's First Law

14. Believe it or not, Lee wasn't the only one to name his horse. Given a clue, name the horse from the Civil War that shares its name with a historical person.
[10] Joshua Chamberlain named his horse after this king of the Franks, son of Pippin the Short and is regarded as the founder of the Holy Roman Empire.
ANSWER: Charlemagne
[10] George McClellan named his horse after this famous orator and United States Senator from Massachusetts who was also Secretary of State for William Henry Harrison.
ANSWER: Daniel Webster
[10] George H. Steuart named his horse after this daughter of Powhatan. 
ANSWER: Pocohontas
15. FTPE, identify these works set in the Western United States.
[10] After John Thornton's death at the hands of the Yeehats, Buck goes to live in the wilderness at the end of this Jack London novel.
ANSWER: The Call of the Wild
[10] In an early chapter of this book, a railroad runs over a flock of sheep, symbolically foreshadowing the defeat of Magnus Derrick's coalition of wheat farmers by a monopolistic railroad company in this Frank Norris novel. 
ANSWER: The Octopus
[10] After learning of the alleged death of Larry Kinkaid, Jeff Farnley and Major Tetley lead a 28-man mob to hang three innocent men in the title valley of this Walter Van Tilburg Clark novel. 
ANSWER: The Ox-Bow Incident
16. How much do you remember about the lab equipment you used in your science labs? Answer these questions FTPE to find out.
[10] It was actually Peter Desdega, lab assistant to this namesake man, who came up with the device which uses a continuous stream of flammable gas to produce a flame.
ANSWER: Robert Wilhelm Bunsen
[10] You probably used this glass container with a an inverted conical base and cylindrical neck named for a German chemist to hold some of your solutions.
ANSWER: Erlenmeyer flask
[10] Also named for a German, this piece of equipment is usually filled with a warm agar liquid and other nutrients that match the needs of the bacterial sample being studied.
ANSWER: Petri dish

17. Like wine, some years in history were better than others. FTPE:
[10] Known around the world as the “Spring of Nations” or the “Year of Revolutions,”identify this 19th century year in which revolutions in Sicily spread to France and then across all of Europe, sparked by a poor economy and starving peasants.
ANSWER: 1848
[10] The “February Revolution” in France caused King Louis Phillipe to abdicate the throne and resulted in the establishment of this short-lived French regime, lasting from 1948 to 1852 and followed by the Second Empire.
ANSWER: Second Republic
[10] The republican movement of this modern nation adopted the colors black, red, and gold in 1932. Its 38 states experienced a “March Revolution” following the events in France.
ANSWER: Germany
18. FTPE, answer these questions about a classic work of sociology.
[10] This essay describes the relationship between the religious concept of the “calling” and the development of the title economic system, and ends with a pessimistic outlook of humanity trapped in a “shell as hard as steel”.
ANSWER: The Protestant Ethic and the “Spirit” of Capitalism
[10] This German author of Economy and Society wrote The Protestant Ethic and the “Spirit” of Capitalism.
ANSWER: Max Weber
[10] Weber illustrated the Protestant ethic with excerpts from this man's autobiography; this American printer of the Philadelphia Gazette was also the Ambassador to France during the American Revolution. 
ANSWER: Benjamin Franklin
19. Answer the following about an artist FTPE.
[10] Although his paintings became increasingly erotic during the 1860s, this French painter is better known for reacting against Romanticism in works such as The Painter's Studio and Burial at Ornans.
ANSWER: Gustave Courbet
[10] Courbet founded this movement, which represented scenes from everyday life while also placing the horizon line high to emphasize the flatness of the canvas. 
ANSWER: Realism
[10] The Socialist Proudhon compared this 1849 Courbet painting to a parable from the Gospels. In it, young boy and an old man shatter rocks with their backs to the viewer.
ANSWER: The Stone Breakers
