Aside from internal turmoil, what Latin American nation caused President Wilson much distress after the Pancho Villa's raids?

2) He wore a pentacle of 5 Virtues on his shield, as well as a painting of the Virgin Mary.  The bargain which made him famous seemed like a no-lose offer.  A knight challenged anyone to try and cut off his head after which he would get a whack at his opponent in a year.  What knight of Arthur's table accepted the  challenge from the Green Knight and then almost lost his head, but was spared for his loyalty, honor, and resolution?

3) In 1669, the chemist Brand was able at last to successfully synthesize it from distilled urine. Quite poisonous in its pure form, it nevertheless combines to make several essential nutrients. Highly reactive when exposed to air, this element is most commonly found in red and white forms and has as its atomic number 13.

His descendents managed to lead the Dutch Revolution and create this dynasty.  FTP name this house which ruled the Netherlands beginning in 1815, and, in union with the House of Nassau, continues as the royal House to the present day.


Answer:  House of Orange

7) Elder brother of Huitzilopochtli and twin to Tezcatlipoca, he fought for six thousand years against Tezcatlipoca and the fickle weather-god, Tlaloc. At last he was defeated and exiled, but he promised to return and depose his brother.  This is exactly what the Aztecs believed was happening in 1519.  Name this pale-faced god of light and sky whose return seemed  to be a fait accompli when Cortez arrived in Mexico.

8)  He was one of the most important French painters of the 19th century, but he was not an Impressionist.  Born in 1819, his radical politics got him in trouble and forced him to leave France.  Well known for his use of chiarascuro, name this painter of The Stone Breakers.

In a central scene in the film, the groom is embarrassed when his in-laws-to-be join in a rendition of "I Say a Little Prayer for You."  Name this movie in which Julia Roberts attempts in vain to prevent the marriage of her pal to another.

10) “Grave men, near death, who see with blinding sight/ Blind eyes can blaze as meteors,” exhorts the poet, touching on the strange prescience of the moment of death, a principle theme in several of his works. This villanelle professes ennoblement in the defiance of death, even in the aged, saying, “Old  age should burn and rave at end of day!” Name this Dylan Thomas poem addressed to Thomas' dying father, whose central line, besides its title, is “Rage! Rage, against the dying of the light!”

15) Born in 1872, he said of his youth, “I was continually upon the verge of suicide, from which, however, I was restrained by a desire to know more math.” Achieving highly in many fields, he published “Conquest of Happiness” and “How to Become a Man of Genius” as an atheist inspirational leader as well as “Icarus” and “Free Man's Worship” as a philosopher.  Name this intellectual best-known as the mathematician who wrote, with Alfred Whitehead, “Principia Mathematica.” 

Answer: Bertrand A Russell

16)  Some people think he predicted Napoleon and Hitler in anagrams.  He did predict the jousting death of Henry III of France.  Name this mysterious late Middle Ages prognosticator of events well beyond his own time.
