1. Examples include Fear and Desire, Hard Eight, The Sugarland Express, and Dementia 13.  The best one at the Cannes Film Festival gets a Camera D’Or, while extremely awful examples include Manos: The Hands of Fate, Freddy Got Fingered, and Piranha Part Two: The Spawning.  More successful examples include Chicago, American Beauty, and Citizen Kane.  FTP, what is this five-letter word derived from the French to refer to the first film made by a director?

Answer: directorial debut (accept equivalents on early buzz)        

2. Andre Jurieu broke Charles Lindbergh’s record for flying solo across the Atlantic, but Christine, the woman he loves, is not there to greet him.  After Christine’s husband invites Andre to go hunting, Christine discovers her husband is having an affair with her niece Genevieve.  Marceau, the poacher, flirts with the gamekeeper’s wife, Lisette, which leads the gamekeeper to chase Marceau with a gun.  A major influence on Robert Altman’s Gosford Park, FTP name this 1939 portrait of the French upper class directed by Jean Renoir.
Answer: The Rules of the Game (or La Regle du Jeu) 
3. In his first film appearance, he impersonated a publisher so that he could give Will Graham’s home address to Francis “The Tooth Fairy” Dollarhyde in a coded message hidden in a supermarket tabloid.  In his second film appearance, he informs Senator Ruth Martin that the lead suspect in an FBI investigation is a man named Louis Friend, but an FBI trainee discovers it’s just an anagram for “iron sulfide.”  Brian Cox was the first actor to play him, but Cox was overshadowed by his Oscar-winning successor.  FTP, name this serial killer played in Silence of the Lambs by Anthony Hopkins.

Answer: Hannibal “The Cannibal” Lecter (either first or last acceptable)

4. A newspaper columnist disapproves of his sister Susan’s decision to marry jazz musician, Steve Dallas, so he hires a press agent to depict Steve as a pot smoker and a communist.  Featuring a score by the Chico Hamilton Quintet, the film sports classic dialogue by Clifford Odets, such as “You’re a cookie filled with arsenic.  I’d hate to take a bite out of you.”  Directed by Alexander Mackendrick, FTP, what is this 1957 film starring Tony Curtis as Sidney Falco and Burt Lancaster as J.J. Hunsecker?
Answer: The Sweet Smell of Success       
5. When Sofia Coppola won an Oscar for Best Screenplay, she cited Michelangelo Antonioni and this director as her influences.  Often inspired by Western pop music, he’s named his films after songs by Nat King Cole, the Rolling Stones, and the Turtles.  He directed the martial arts epic, Ashes of Time, but most Americans had not heard of him until Quentin Tarantino distributed Chungking Express in the U.S.  FTP, name this Hong Kong director of Happy Together, As Tears Go By, Fallen Angels, Days of Being Wild, and In the Mood for Love.

Answer: Wong Kar-Wai (or Kar-Wai Wong; grudgingly prompt on Kar-Wai)

6. The shortest movie review in Leonard Maltin’s Movie Guide is the word “No” in response to the question asked by this 1948 movie title.  The title also refers to a song first performed in the 1932 film Love Me Tonight by a French tailor played by Maurice Chevalier.  Later, the song appears in the film Sabrina, because William Holden hires a band to play it while attempting to seduce Audrey Hepburn.  FTP, name this song by Rodgers and Hart with a rhetorical question for a title that proclaims, “Every note that’s sung.  It’s like a lover’s kiss.”

Answer: Isn’t It Romantic?
7. A woman asks Roland if he would rather sleep with Lyndon Johnson or Chairman Mao.  When Roland answers LBJ, the woman instructs her chauffeur to drive away, because Roland is obviously a fascist.  An Algerian garbage man swipes a sandwich from Roland so that he can lecture him about the fraction of France’s foreign aid budget that goes to the Congo.  Roland assists his wife Corrine in killing her mother for the inheritance, but in the end, Roland gets devoured by cannibal revolutionaries.  FTP, name this avant-garde 1967 Jean-Luc Godard film whose title refers to Saturday and Sunday.

Answer: Weekend
8. Alvah Bessie, Adrian Scott, Samuel Ornitz, and John Howard Lawson never sold another script.  Albert Maltz never received credit until his final screenplay for Two Mules for Sister Sara, while Lester Cole only worked under assumed names.  Herbert Biberman directed Salt of the Earth outside the studio system in 1954.  Dalton Trumbo won an Academy Award under a pseudonym in 1956, while Ring Lardner Jr. won an Oscar under his own name for writing M*A*S*H.  Edward Dmytryk earned the scorn of the other nine for becoming a “friendly witness.”  FTP, give the collective name for this double quintet of writers and directors blacklisted for non-cooperation with the House Un-American Activities Committee.

Answer: the Hollywood Ten
9. The director of this film had originally planned to limit the soundtrack to songs by the Kinks, but settled for focusing on the British Invasion.  “Nothin’ In This World Can Stop Me Worryin’ About That Girl” plays as a middle-aged man dives into a green pool while his wife flirts with a tennis instructor.  The Who’s “A Quick One While He’s Away” plays while the man runs over a high school student’s bicycle, while the Creation’s “Making Time” plays during a montage featuring Max Fischer’s numerous extracurricular activities.  FTP, what is this 1998 Wes Anderson film named after a fictitious prep school starring Jason Schwarzmann and Bill Murray?

Answer: Rushmore
10. A blind man from the “beggars’ union” identifies Hans Beckert as the abductor of Elsie Beckmann after recognizing Hans whistling nervously from Edvard Grieg’s In the Hall of the Mountain King.  A street urchin responds by placing a chalk mark on Beckert’s back, which Hans notices in the reflection of a toy store window.  Hans eludes the police, but cannot evade the petty criminals who resent him for inducing a police crackdown.  FTP, this describes what 1931 German expressionist film by Fritz Lang with a very short title?

Answer: M (or Fritz Lang's M or M - Eine Stadt sucht einen Mörder or M - Mörder unter uns or The Murderers Are Among Us) 
11. In this film, the hero fouls up a prison escape attempt because he experiences sneezing fits after inadvertently snorting some powder cocaine.  In another misadventure, the lead actor gets arrested for leading a communist demonstration after accidentally picking up a red flag that fell off a lumber truck.  A more well-known gag features the Little Tramp threading his entire body through the gear system of a large machine.  FTP, name this 1936 silent Charlie Chaplin satire of the Machine Age also starring Paulette Goddard.

Answer: Modern Times
12. She portrayed Bubbles in the film Dance, Girl, Dance and the title character in DuBarry Was a Lady.  She got more attention for TV roles, but she still appeared in The Long, Long Trailer with her first husband and Yours, Mine, and Ours with Henry Fonda.  She once registered for the Communist Party in the 1930s, but she avoided the blacklist, because her husband said, “The only thing red about her is her hair, and even that’s not real.”  FTP, name this actress who appeared in over 90 films, better known for bringing slapstick to 1950s sitcoms with her husband, Desi Arnaz.

Answer: Lucille Ball (do not accept Arnaz)
13. The last name’s the same.  Lynn Redgrave in the National Lampoon TV movie, Disco Beaver from Outer Space.  The dentist played by Richard Benjamin in Love at First Bite. Henry Fonda in Michael Almereyda’s Nadja.  Walter Ladengast in Werner Herzog’s Nosferatu.  Mel Brooks in a spoof subtitled Dead and Loving It.  Peter Cushing and Anthony Hopkins in versions of Dracula directed by Terence Fisher and Francis Ford Coppola, respectively.  FTP, name this character created by Bram Stoker who shares his name with the monster-hunting title character of a recent Hugh Jackman film.

Answer: Van Helsing
14. Eternal Sunshine of the Spotless Mind was partially based on this director’s 1968 film, Je T’Aime, Je T’Aime.  He directed Audrey Tautou in his most recent film, Pas Sur La Bouche aka Not on the Lips, but he is better known for his stylized Holocaust documentary, Night and Fog.  His trademark style emphasizes nonlinear narrative with sophisticated use of flashbacks and flashforwards, as exemplified by the movie Providence.  FTP, name this French New Wave director who made Last Year at Marienbad and Hiroshima, Mon Amour.

Answer: Alain Resnais
15. During World War II, this man filmed footage of Allied troops liberating France later incorporated into the movie Patton.  Unable to get union jobs, he began making industrial films in San Francisco, but discovered that filming burlesque shows was more profitable.  His 1959 film, The Immoral Mr. Teas, created the nudie-cutie genre, while his film Vixen was the second to receive an X rating in the United States.  FTP name this sexploitation pioneer known for directing Faster Pussycat Kill Kill!!, Beneath the Valley of the Ultra-Vixens, and Beyond the Valley of the Dolls.

Answer: Russ Meyer (also accept Russell Albion Meyer)

16. A bishop performs last rites on a dying man who confesses to poisoning the husband and wife of a wealthy family that hired him as a gardener.  The bishop realizes the man had killed his parents and shoots him with a rifle.  Unlike the Exterminating Angel, the guests at this film’s dinner party never start eating, after being sidetracked by events such as a funeral at a restaurant and a kidnapping attempt by left-wing revolutionaries.  A 1973 Oscar winner for Best Foreign Film, FTP name this Luis Bunuel film about the style of the non-proletariat.

Answer: The Discreet Charm of the Bourgeoisie (or La Charm Discret de la Bourgeoisie)

17. Pepa is pregnant, but her boyfriend Iván (ee-VON) breaks up with her anyway using an answering machine message.  Candela attempts suicide after discovering her lover is a Shiite terrorist, while Carlos, played by Antonio Banderas, gets knocked out after drinking gazpacho spiked with sleeping pills.  Iván’s crazy gun-toting wife, Marisa, has been released from a mental institution and is coming after Pepa who must make a mad dash for the airport in the Mambo Taxi.  FTP, this describes what 1988 screwball Spanish comedy by Pedro Almodovar about barely sane females?

Answer: Women on the Verge of a Nervous Breakdown (or Mujeres al Borde de un Ataque de Nervios) 

18. His most widely known non-experimental work was the classic footage he shot of a bottle of Downy fabric softener falling in slow motion onto a pile of fluffy towels.  His daughter Myrrena holds the record for being the youngest person ever to appear on film, because he filmed her coming out of the birth canal in Window Water Baby Moving.  The credit sequence for the horror film Se7en borrowed his trademark of scratching titles on film emulsion, which he did for works such as Mothlight.  FTP, name this prolific avant-garde American who made over 300 films, including Scenes from Under Childhood and Dog Star Man.

Answer: (James) Stan(ley) Brakhage (or Robert Sanders)

19. Noriko is an employee of the Firestone Tire Company who has not remarried since her husband died in the war.  Shige, who owns a hair salon, scolds Noriko for failing to bring a funeral kimono on the trip to Onomichi, because Noriko was too naïve to realize that her mother-in-law Tomi might soon die.  The film ends when Shukishi gives his daughter-in-law Noriko his wife’s favorite watch and admits “If I had known how much I’d miss her, I’d have been a lot kinder to her.”  FTP, name this 1953 Yasujiro Ozu drama about two elderly parents making a journey to the capital of Japan.

Answer: Tokyo Story (or Tokyo Monogatari)

20. Anchor Bay recently released a DVD box set of films in this category that included Short Night of the Glass Dolls, The Blood-Stained Shadow, and The Case of the Bloody Iris.  Named after the paper used to print trashy crime novels, the first example of the genre is 1964’s Blood and Black Lace, although others include Deep Red and Who Would Torture a Duckling?  Typically associated with directors such as Umberto Lenzi, Lucio Fulci, Mario Bava, and Dario Argento, FTP name this term for stylish, ultraviolent European thrillers of the 1960s and 1970s, typically featuring a masked killer, derived from the Italian word for “yellow.”

Answer: giallo(s)

21. The sculptor Anders Wolleck, played by Stephen Lack, received rave reviews for his conceptual artwork, “Instruments for Operating on Mutant Women,” but the works were stolen by the inventor of the Mantle retractor.  Jill Hennessey of Crossing Jordan appears with her sister Jacqueline as two call girls who refer to their client as both Elliott and Beverly, while Genevieve Bujold plays an actress who breaks apart twin brothers.  FTP, name this creepy gynecological David Cronenberg film starring Jeremy Irons and Jeremy Irons.

Answer: Dead Ringers
22. After retiring from acting, she established her own animal rights foundation and wrote A Cry of Silence, which was criticized by her government for fomenting hatred against Moslems.  Jean-Luc Godard gave her a cameo in Masculin/Feminin, but she had a more prominent role as the female lead in Le Mépris aka Contempt.  More typical of her output were sex comedies such as The Night Heaven Fell and If Don Juan Were a Woman, which she made with director Roger Vadim.  FTP, name this 1960s French sex symbol introduced to Americans in the film, And God Created Woman…
Answer: Brigitte Bardot
23. Born with the name John Irving Bloom, he has appeared as a moviegoer in Texas Chainsaw Massacre 2 and as a pit boss getting chewed out by Robert DeNiro in the movie Casino.  He was recently featured in an anthology of writing from the libertarian magazine Reason, but he has also written the book, Profoundly Disturbing: Shocking Movies that Changed History.  Originally developed as a persona for reviewing drive-in movies for the Dallas Times Herald, FTP name this Texan aficionado of trash cinema who hosted Monstervision on TNT and his namesake show on Turner Classic Movies.

Answer: Joe Bob Briggs    
24. Two guys from Riverdale give Joey Clams the money to buy some illegal fireworks, but Joey pockets the money to go to the movies instead.  Johnny Boy likes blowing up mailboxes, but disapproves of his cousin Theresa getting involved with Charlie, because Theresa has epilepsy.  Eventually, Charlie’s uncle warns that he must get out of town, because Johnny Boy’s refusal to pay his debts has pissed off Michael, the local loan shark.  Starring Harvey Keitel and Robert DeNiro, FTP name this early Martin Scorsese work from 1973.  

Answer: Mean Streets
25. On the night Frank takes Jeffrey Beaumont to Pussy Heaven, Frank asks Ben to “do the candy colored clown,” after which Ben, played by Dean Stockwell, lip-synchs to a recording of Roy Orbison’s “In Dreams.”  A radio announcer cheerily reminds everybody to “get their chainsaws out” shortly before Jeffrey discovers a severed ear that the police inform him has been cut off with a scissors.  Jeffrey also learns that Frank has kidnapped the son of Dorothy Vallens, a plot which implicates a police officer known only as “the yellow man.”  FTP, name this 1986 cult film directed by David Lynch, starring Kyle McLachlan, Isabella Rossellini, and Dennis Hopper.
Answer: Blue Velvet

26. Pauline Kael once compared the impact of this film to the riots inspired by Stravinsky’s Rite of Spring.  Jeanne is engaged to Tom, a documentary film-maker portrayed by Jean-Pierre Leaud, when she meets Paul while apartment-hunting.  The two decide to have a sexual affair, but don’t learn each other’s names.  Paul moons the dancers at the title event, but later gets shot after chasing Jeanne back to her mother’s apartment.  Starring Maria Schneider, FTP name this X-rated 1972 Bernardo Bertolucci film with a landmark performance by Marlon Brando.

Answer: Last Tango in Paris (aka Ultimo Tango a Parigi or Le Dernier Tango à Paris)
27. A parking lot attendant offers a horseshoe to Nikki Arcane, played by Timothy Carey, but Arcane dismisses him with a racist remark.  This has fatal consequences, because the horseshoe gives Arcane a flat tire that prevents him from getting away after shooting a horse with a sniper rifle.  In fact, the only one to profit from Johnny Clay’s racetrack robbery was the wrestler paid several hundred dollars to distract the cops.  With a non-chronological plot that influenced Reservoir Dogs, FTP name this early 1956 film noir by Stanley Kubrick starring Sterling Hayden.

Answer: The Killing

28. This year, he released his experimental film, What Is It?, which features a cast primarily of actors with Down syndrome.  In 1987, he was banned for five years from the David Letterman show after narrowly missing David’s head with a karate kick.  Best known for his roles in cult films, he played the speed freak Layne in River’s Edge, the sandwich-obsessed Cousin Dell in Wild at Heart, and the Thin Man in Charlie’s Angels.  FTP, name this character actor whose most commercial film role was playing Michael J. Fox’s dad, George McFly, in Back to the Future.
Answer: Crispin Hellion Glover
29. The current version of this film was believed to have disappeared, until a copy was found hidden in a Norwegian mental institution.  Playwright Antonin Artaud plays Jean Massieu, a member of the tribunal who interrogates the title character about why she refuses to wear women’s clothing.  The title character makes a confession of heresy in order to receive communion, but then recants after seeing a shadow of a cross formed by sunlight passing through the window of her cell.  Climaxing with a burning at the stake, FTP what is this intense 1928 silent film classic by Carl Theodor Dreyer?

Answer: The Passion of Joan of Arc (or La Passion de Jeanne d'Arc) [do not accept the Trial of Joan of Arc]
30. A scene in this movie violates most state fire codes, because it features Phyllis Dietrichson eavesdropping behind an apartment door that opens into a hallway instead of opening into the apartment.  Phyllis had seduced insurance agent Walter Neff into a fraud scheme that involved shoving Phyllis’s husband off the back of a train.  This arouses the suspicions of insurance investigator Barton Keyes, played by Edward G. Robinson, in FTP what 1944 Billy Wilder film noir starring Fred MacMurray and Barbara Stanwyck?

Answer: Double Indemnity  
31. Patricia supports herself by selling copies of the New York Herald Tribune, while doing journalism on the side.  Later, Patricia interviews the film director Parvulesco, played by Jean-Pierre Melville, who said that his greatest ambition is “to become immortal, and then die.”  Patricia’s boyfriend, Michel Poiccard, has adopted the alias Laszlo Kovacs, because he’s on the run after shooting a cop, but Patricia betrays him after learning she is pregnant with Michel’s baby.  Known for popularizing the “jump cut,” FTP name this 1960 Jean-Luc Godard film starring Jean Seberg and Jean-Paul Belmondo that launched the French New Wave.

Answer: Breathless (or A Bout de Souffle)

32. The Cradle Will Rock by Tim Robbins, I Stand Alone by Gaspar Noe, and Jackie Brown by Quentin Tarantino all feature dedications to this director.  Other directors, such as Wim Wenders, Steven Spielberg, and Jean-Luc Godard, paid tribute to him by giving him bit parts.  He made his directorial debut with I Shot Jesse James, but later directed several films with an antiracist message, such as the Crimson Kimono, Verboten, and the Steel Helmet.  FTP name this cigar-chomping B-movie director of Shock Corridor, the Naked Kiss, The Big Red One, and Pickup on South Street.

Answer: Sam(uel) Fuller  
33. In Rene Clement’s Purple Noon, he’s played by Alain Delon who has to convince a millionaire’s son, Philippe Greenleaf, to return home.  In Wim Wenders’ The American Friend, he’s portrayed by Dennis Hopper who convinces another man to commit murder after fooling him into believing that he has incurable leukemia.  He’s been a title character played by both John Malkovich and Barry Pepper, but he is best known for appearing in a film that won Jude Law an Oscar nomination.  Created by novelist Patricia Highsmith, FTP who is this “talented mister” played by Matt Damon in a 1999 film?

Answer: Tom Ripley (either first or last name is acceptable)

34. A citizen of Denmark, he owns his own American publishing company Perceval Press.  For ten years, he was married to Exene Cervenka, lead singer of the punk band X.  He made his debut as an Amish farmer in the movie Witness, but after playing his most famous role, he received criticism from his more conservative co-star, John Rhys-Davies, for comparing George W. Bush to Sauron.  FTP, who is this actor best known as Aragorn in the Lord of the Rings Trilogy?

Answer: Viggo (Peter) Mortensen, Jr.

35. In the film’s most famous speech, set at the top of a Ferris wheel, the villain argues that the greatness of the Renaissance was due to Italy’s experience with war, while the Swiss have produced nothing but the cuckoo clock.  Filmed in Allied occupied Berlin, the film features the zither of Anton Karas and a script by Graham Greene.  The novelist Holly Martens, played by Joseph Cotten, learns about the shady life of his friend Harry Lime in FTP what 1949 film directed by Carol Reed and starring Orson Welles?

Answer: The Third Man 

36. In this film, Guido “flashes back” to his childhood, when his cousin taught him the secret words “asa nisi masa,” which could allegedly find secret treasure.  The director Guido Anselmi is expected to finish a science-fiction epic, but he is continually interrupted by his own daydreams, including the opening sequence where he imagines flying away from a traffic jam only to be yanked back to earth.  Starring Anouk Aimee and Claudia Cardinale, FTP what is this 1963 Fellini film with Marcello Mastrioanni and a numerical title?
Answer: (Federico Fellini’s) Eight and a Half (or Otto e Mezzo) 
37. Warning: first and last name required.  In the Grade-Z horror film Death Machine, he is an executive for a defense company who gets impaled by a killer robot.  In the 1969 film Change of Habit, it’s the name of an inner-city doctor played by Elvis Presley, which Presley used as an alias for checking into hotels.  In the movie Auto-Focus, he is a color-blind video technician played by Willem Dafoe who allegedly murdered Hogan’s Heroes star Bob Crane.  In the Day the Earth Stood Still, it’s the human alias adopted by the robot Klaatu.  In real life, he’s a director who made his debut with the sci-fi film Dark Star.  FTP, name this horror movie director known for the Fog, Vampires, and the Halloween series.

Answer: John Carpenter

38. It collapsed in 1959 when its film rights were sold to the General Tire and Rubber Company and the studios were sold off to Lucille Ball’s production company.  Purchased by Howard Hughes in 1948, this studio was notable for its horror films produced by Val Lewton, while its Project # 281 became the film Citizen Kane.  In the Rocky Horror Picture Show, Rocky climbs a replica of the radio tower from this studio’s logo.  FTP, identify this three-letter film studio in which the second letter, “K,” stands for Keith.

Answer: Radio Keith Orpheum

39. The House is Black, The Day I Became a Woman, The Wind Will Carry Us, The White Balloon, Crimson Gold, and A Taste of Cherry were all films created in this country.  Directors here include Jafar Panahi, Mohsen Makhmalbaf, and Abbas Kiarostami.  The only film from this country to receive an Oscar nomination is 1997’s The Children of Heaven, while the country’s most commercially successful film is the anticlerical comedy, the Lizard.  FTP, what is this member of the Axis of Evil with movies filmed in the Farsi language?

Answer: Iran (or Iranian films or Iranian film industry or equivalents)  
40. Leo McCarey couldn’t complete the film My Son John, because the lead actor had died, so he used outtakes from this film to finish the job.  Tennis star Guy Haines wants to marry Senator Morton’s daughter, Barbara, but his wife won’t grant him a divorce.  Bruno Anthony responds to Guy’s plight by unilaterally deciding to kill Guy’s wife at a carnival.  At the climax, a fight on an out-of-control carousel leads the police to evidence that pins the murder on Bruno instead of Guy.  FTP, what is this 1951 Hitchcock film about a chance meeting on a locomotive?

Answer: Strangers on a Train
41. Guillermo Del Toro, the director of Hellboy, once told an interview that he became a vegetarian after watching this film.  The film begins with stock footage of a solar flare, followed by narration by John Larroquette.  After learning their grandfather’s grave has been desecrated, Sally and her wheelchair-bound brother Franklyn go with Pam and Kirk to an abandoned house.  Kirk looks for the owner, but gets his skull cracked with a sledgehammer instead.  Sally, played by Marilyn Burns, has to jump out of a second-story window twice in order to escape.  FTP, name this cult 1974 horror film featuring power tools in the Deep South.

Answer: the Texas Chain Saw Massacre
42. In 2003, one year after he died, he received the title “Center of the Hollywood Universe,” because any actor can be connected to him in the style of the Kevin Bacon game in an average of 2.651 steps.  He originated the role of Marty on television, but let the movie role go to Ernest Borgnine.  Although born a Lutheran, he was often misidentified as Jewish, because he often played Jewish characters such as an Orthodox Rabbi in The Chosen and a Holocaust survivor in The Pawnbroker.  FTP, name this actor who played the mobster Charlie the Gent in On The Waterfront and won an Oscar as the sheriff in the film, In the Heat of the Night.

Answer: Rod Steiger
43. Lovers is Number 5; Interview is Number 7; Julien Donkey-Boy is Number 6; The King Is Alive is Number 4; and The Idiots is Number 2.  Its manifesto calls for a “vow of chastity” that forbids optical work, filters, special lighting, geographical alienation, and genre movies.  All shooting must be done on location; the camera must be hand-held; and the sound must not be produced apart from the images.  FTP, name this doctrinal filmmaking movement most closely associated with Denmark and filmmaker Lars von Trier.

Answer: Dogme 95

44. At the end of the film, she gets a job appearing on a children’s show filmed at KTVU in San Francisco with a puppet named Kovacs.  Opposed to Stuart Dunmeyer’s romantic flirtations with Miranda, she subjected Stuart to a “run-by fruiting” by conking him on the back of the head with a lime.  Her first name is Euphegenia, but she passed herself off as Daniel Hillard’s Scottish sister when Mrs. Sellner, the social worker, came over for an inspection.  FTP, name this title character and fictional nanny played by Robin Williams in a dress.

Answer: Mrs. Doubtfire         

45. Senator Ransom Stoddard returns to Shinbone to view the burial of Tom Donovan.  In flashback, Ransom describes how he got whipped by a bandit who opposed his efforts to help his territory get statehood.  Ransom bravely faced off against the whip-wielding villain, but reveals that Tom Donovan was the one who really killed the title character.  The local newspaper then refuses to print the story, saying “When the legend becomes fact, print the legend.”  FTP, name this 1962 John Ford Western starring Jimmy Stewart, John Wayne, and Lee Marvin as the title character.

Answer: The Man Who Shot Liberty Valance   
46. Sources disagree about the first example of this form, but it may be either the News on the March sequence from Citizen Kane or a 1957 BBC program about the Swiss spaghetti harvest.  Other early examples include Peter Watkins’ The War Game, Jim McBride’s David Holzman’s Diary, Woody Allen’s Take the Money and Run, Eric Idle’s The Rutles: All You Need Is Cash, and Albert Brooks’ Real Life.  The most frequent popularizer of the genre is Christopher Guest who not only starred in This Is Spinal Tap, but directed three of his own.  FTP, name this genre that refers to fiction films that present themselves as cinema verite.

Answer: mockumentary (also accept mock documentary, fictional documentary, or false documentary) 
47. The plot for this film was so complex that neither the writer of the story, nor the screenwriters Leigh Brackett and William Faulkner could identify who committed all the murders.  Colonel Sternwood hires the protagonist to investigate book dealer Arthur Geiger who was blackmailing the colonel’s daughter Carmen.  By the end of the film, the protagonist traces the blackmail plot back to gangster Eddie Mars who gets shot to death in Geiger’s driveway by his own men after he gets mistaken for Philip Marlowe.  Featuring Lauren Bacall as Vivien Sternwood, FTP name this 1946 Howard Hawks film noir starring Humphrey Bogart.

Answer: The Big Sleep
48. In the movie Night Moves, Gene Hackman’s character compares the work of this director to watching paint dry.  In 1957, he and Claude Chabrol published the first book-length critical study of Alfred Hitchcock.  Born Jean-Marie Maurice Scherer, his feature debut was The Sign of Leo, but he is better known for a series of Six Moral Tales including Chloe in the Afternoon, My Night at Maud’s, and Claire’s Knee.  Later in the 1990s, he released four films with seasonal titles including A Tale of Springtime and Autumn Tale.  FTP, identify this French New Wave director of Pauline at the Beach who named himself after the author of the Fu Manchu stories.

Answer: Eric Rohmer (accept Jean-Marie Maurice Scherer on very early buzz)

49. In the movie L.A. Confidential, Detective Exley must apologize after mistakenly identifying this actress as a prostitute.  She made her first appearance in the 1937 version of A Star is Born, but her scenes were left on the cutting room floor.  A star of the melodramas Madame X and Imitation of Life, her own personal life was melodramatic, because of her seven marriages and her daughter Cheryl Crane’s fatal stabbing of her boyfriend Johnny Stompanato.  Also known for her role in The Postman Always Rings Twice, FTP who is this MGM “sweater girl” allegedly discovered sipping Coke at a drugstore?

Answer: Lana Turner (or Julia Jean Mildred Frances Turner)

50. Jack Webb plays an uncharacteristic role as Artie Green, the best friend of screenwriter Joe Gillis.  While running away from creditors, Gillis gets a flat tire that leads him to a mansion where an eccentric woman conducts a funeral for a pet chimpanzee.  Gillis later meets the butler, Max von Mayerling, played by Erich von Stroheim, who confesses that he was the woman’s ex-husband.  The film both begins and ends with Gillis face down in a swimming pool after Norma Desmond shot him dead. Norma says, “I’m ready for my close-up, Mr. DeMille” as the police take her away FTP, in what 1950 Billy Wilder movie starring William Holden and Gloria Swanson?
Answer: Sunset Boulevard
51. “Greetings, my friends. We are all interested in the future, for that is where you and I are going to spend the rest of our lives. And remember, my friends, future events such as these will affect you in the future.”  The narration by the psychic Criswell begins this film, which focuses on the aliens Eros and Tanna who try to prevent the “stupid, stupid” Earthlings from developing the deadly Solaranite bomb.  The chiropractor Tom Mason played the Ghoul Man, even though he was a foot taller than his predecessor, the recently deceased Bela Lugosi.  Directed by Edward Wood, FTP name this Grade-Z 1959 sci-fi film that won a Golden Turkey Award as the worst film of all time.
Answer: Plan Nine from Outer Space 

52. El Chivo is a former political dissident who works as a hitman, while Octavio, played by Gael Garcia Bernal, owns Cofi, a rottwelier that he will use to win money to run off with his sister-in-law Susanna.  Daniel left his wife to shack up with the fashion model Valeria, but Daniel goes crazy tearing up the floorboards looking for Valeria’s pet Ritchie.  All the major characters are tied together by a car accident that kills Octavio and disfigures Valeria FTP in what Mexican film from 2000 with a canine title?
Answer: Amores Perros (or Love’s a Bitch) 

53. Tom Servo from MST3K made fun of this director’s entire body of work by comparing it to a scene in Hercules against the Moon Men.  In 1985, he had a stroke, which forced him to let Wim Wenders finish the film, Beyond the Clouds.  In 1970, he was labeled a “pinko dago pornographer” and got monitored by the FBI for filming a desert orgy scene incorporated into the film, Zabriskie Point.  He directed a trilogy that includes La Notte and L’Eclisse, but may be better known for his English language debut, Blow-Up.  FTP, name this Italian director of the Passenger and L’Avventura.

Answer: Michelangelo Antonioni
54. The original version of this film was screened in 1957, but that version disappeared until Professor Ray Carney found it in the attic of a Florida junk dealer in 2002.  Tony Ray plays Tony; Lelia Goldoni plays Lelia; and Ben Carruthers plays Ben.  Tony convinces Lelia to surrender her virginity, but Tony drops her after meeting her brother Hugh makes him realize that Lelia is nonwhite.  A landmark in American independent film, FTP name this jazzy, improvisational directorial debut by John Cassavetes.

Answer: Shadows
55. According to historian George Chauncey, the first use of the word “gay” to refer to a homosexual was in this film, when Dr. David Huxley gets caught wearing a woman’s bathrobe.  Susan Vance wants to attract the zoologist Dr. Huxley, but her dog George buries one of Huxley’s priceless dinosaur bones.  In another plot thread, David and Susan must sing “I Can’t Give You Anything But Love” in order to distinguish the title character from a wild animal that attacked its trainer at the circus.  Revolving around a case of mistaken identity with a leopard, FTP what is this 1938 screwball comedy with Cary Grant and Katherine Hepburn?
Answer: Bringing Up Baby
56. This technique first appeared in 1898 when George Melies used it to depict a magician who sprouted four heads.  Commonly used to depict telephone conservations, the 1973 thriller Wicked, Wicked and Timecode by Mike Figgis were both filmed entirely in this format.  Brian De Palma has used it in at least nine films including Sisters, Phantom of the Paradise, Blow Out, and the gym sequence in Carrie.  FTP what is this technique for dividing a movie image also used in episodes of the TV show 24.
Answer: split screen
57. Jules, a delivery boy, makes a bootleg of an opera with soprano Cynthia Hawkins who refuses to make any official recordings.  Later, the bootleg gets switched with a cassette that threatens to tie the police to a prostitution scandal.  A skinhead named Curé with a fondness for polka starts killing people with an ice pick to get the tape back, while Jules has to elude the police by riding his moped through the Paris Metro.  Directed by Jean-Jacques Beneix, FTP name this 1981 French cult classic whose title refers to the lead female singer in an opera.

Answer: Diva
58. Until the truth was uncovered by a researcher for Time magazine in the early 1970s, he grew up believing that his grandmother was his mother and his mother was his older sister.  In the original version of Little Shop of Horrors, he played the same role played by Bill Murray in the remake.  He co-wrote the Monkees’ first film, Head, and made his directorial debut with Drive, He Said, which Beck sampled in the song Loser.  FTP, name this three-time Best Actor Winner who also appeared in The Shining.

Answer: Jack Nicholson
59. Leon, played by Brion James, commits murder after he gets caught flunking the Voigt-Kampff test.  Zhora, Pris, and their leader Roy Batty have all escaped in order to find both the prematurely aging inventor, J.F. Sanderson, and the owner of the Tyrrell Corporation who made them “more human than human.”  The film ends as Gaff, played by Edward James Olmos, allows Rick Deckard to run off with the replicant Rachael, played by Sean Young.  Based on Philip Dick’s Do Androids Dream of Electric Sheep, FTP what is this 1982 sci-fi film starring Harrison Ford?

Answer: Blade Runner
60. "...and now, we begin our story with a phrase that is like a time machine for children: Once Upon a Time..." A merchant angers the owner of a mysterious castle after plucking a rose, but the owner agrees not to sentence the merchant to death if he sacrifices one of his daughters.  The daughter reaches the castle where she finds magical moving statues and candlesticks, in addition to a storehouse full of gold.  Featuring a score by Georges Auric of Le Six, the Criterion Collection edition also has an opera based on this film by Phillip Glass.  Directed by Jean Cocteau, FTP name this 1946 fairy tale that shares its name with a 1991 Disney musical.

Answer: La Belle et la Bête or (The) Beauty and the Beast    
61. John Byrum’s Inserts, Mario Bava’s Rabid Dogs, Heinz Schirk’s The Wannsee Conference, Richard Linklater’s Tape, James Toback’s Two Girls and a Guy, Robert Wise’s The Set-Up, Louis Malle’s My Dinner with Andre, Alfred Hitchcock’s Rope,  Agnes Varda’s Cleo from 5 to 7, and John Badham’s The Nick of Time all have this unusual feature.  Often used in conjunction with close-ups of analog and digital clocks, FTP what is this story-telling technique shared with the Western movie High Noon and episodes of the TV show 24?

Answer: filmed in real time (accept equivalents)

62. When asked about his religious views, he said, “Thank God I’m an atheist.”  In 1930, he sparked riots among French right-wingers, because of the anticlerical content in his film, L’Âge d'Or.  He depicted poverty among the Spanish peasantry in Land Without Bread, then made several films in Mexico, including El Bruto, The Young One, and Los Olvidados.  Awarded the Golden Palm in 1961 for Viridiana, FTP name this Spanish surrealist filmmaker who collaborated with Salvador Dali on Un Chien Andalou.

Answer: Luis Buñuel       
63. His brother Richard directed the movie, Forbidden Zone, and cast him in the role of Satan.  He’s written scores for Scrooged, Midnight Run, and numerous movies based on comic books, including Dick Tracy, Spiderman, and Batman.  In addition, the actress who plays Dharma on Dharma & Greg is the wife of his nephew.  However, his most long-running collaboration developed because a young movie director was a fan of his band Oingo Boingo.  FTP, name this film composer best known for working with Tim Burton.  
Answer: Danny Elfman
64. This movie originally premiered at a gay porn theater in Boston, although the director prefers to hold premieres in Baltimore.  Connie and Raymond Marble have instructed their butler, Channing, to kidnap and inseminate women so they can sell the babies to lesbian couples.  The Marbles want to be declared them the filthiest people alive, but they must compete with Babs Johnson who puts a hex on their furniture by performing a blow job on her son Crackers.  Ending with the ingestion of dog turd, FTP what is this midnight movie directed by John Waters, named after tacky lawn ornaments?

Answer: Pink Flamingos
65. Examples include Marjoe, White Wilderness, Journey into Self, and the Hellstrom Chronicle.  They include Hotel Terminus, but not The Thin Blue Line; Common Threads: Stories from the Quilt, but not Roger & Me; Maya Lin: A Strong Clear Vision, but not Hoop Dreams.  Hearts & Minds won in 1974, but Frank Sinatra denounced it from the podium for its antiwar views.  The first female winner was Barbara Kopple in 1976 for Harlan County U.S.A.  FTP, name this Academy Award category granted to the greatest non-fiction feature.
Answer: Best Documentary Oscar winner (prompt on documentary or Oscar winner or Oscar nominee or Best Documentary nominees)

66. Dr. John Prentice is a specialist in tropical diseases who must leave to work for the World Health Organization in Geneva for three months.  Joanna Drayton will meet Dr. Prentice in Geneva so they can get married, but she wants John to meet her parents first.  Monsignor Ryan sings the Beatles in order to say “We Can Work It Out,” while Joanna’s father Matt discovers after ordering some Oregon Boysenberry Sherbet, that he can accept her daughter marrying a black man.  The final performance of Spencer Tracy, FTP name this 1967 Sidney Poitier movie that inspired a 2005 Bernie Mac film.
Answer: Guess Who’s Coming to Dinner

67. She played the same role in Mississippi Mermaid that Angelina Jolie played in the 2001 remake, Original Sin.  She appeared with her sister Francoise Dorleac in the 1967 musical, the Young Girls of Rochefort, a role similar to her performance in The Umbrellas of Cherbourg.  She played a virgin driven murderously insane in Roman Polanski’s Repulsion and a housewife who becomes a prostitute in Bunuel’s Belle du Jour.  FTP, name this beloved French actress who received her first Oscar nomination for Indochine.

Answer: Catherine Deneuve (accept Dorleac before it’s mentioned in the question)
68. The last name’s the same.  Saul was a composer who worked with Leonard Bernstein on both On the Town and West Side Story, in addition to writing Bei Mir Bist Du Schoen.  Geraldine played a BBC reporter in Nashville and a dance instructor in Pedro Almodovar’s Talk to Her.  Ben was the love interest who came between Uma Thurman and Janeane Garofalo in The Truth about Cats & Dogs.  Josephine and Michael appear in the opening scenes of their father’s film Limelight, while their mother Oona was the daughter of Eugene O’Neill.  FTP, what is the surname they share with a silent film comedian named Charlie?

Answer: Chaplin
69. When the actor, Guy Woodhouse, mentions the upcoming arrival of Pope Paul VI in Yankee Stadium, his neighbor says the pope never visits when newspapers are on strike.  At the funeral of Edward Hutchins, the title character learns that her friend’s dying words were “The name is an anagram.”  This leads her to play with Scrabble tiles until she realizes that her neighbor Roman Castevet is the same person as Steven Marcato, the son of a martyred warlock.  Based on a novel by Ira Levin, FTP name this 1968 Satanic horror thriller by Roman Polanski starring Mia Farrow.

Answer: Rosemary’s Baby
70. Alexander Sokurov’s Russian Ark is the first film to use this technique for its entire running time.  Both the Soviet documentary I Am Cuba and Boogie Nights feature one that follows a swimmer diving into a pool of water, while Martin Scorsese uses one to follow Ray Liotta and Lorraine Bracco as they walk through the kitchen of the Copacabana night club.  FTP, identify this term for a shot that follows the action smoothly in one plane with no edits by moving the camera on a fixed dolly.
Answer: tracking shot
71. Charles Ponceforte Pike is not only a biologist but an heir to the Pike’s Pale Ale Company, the Ale that Won for Yale.  The title character uses the alias Jean Harrington, but Charles withdraws his marriage proposal after learning that her partners Gilbert and Handsome Harry are professional card sharks.  She then impersonates the British niece of Sir Alfred McGlennan Keith so that can she can win back Charles Pike’s affections.  FTP, this describes what 1941 Preston Sturges comedy with Henry Fonda and Barbara Stanwyck?
Answer: the Lady Eve
72. Charles Vanel plays a nosy private detective who later inspired the TV character, Lieutenant Columbo.  Paul Meurisse plays Michel Delassalle, the headmaster at a boys’ school who abuses his Venezuelan wife, Christina.  Christina and her husband’s mistress Nicole team up to drown him in a bathtub. Then they dump the body at the school swimming pool.  Christina later faints when she discovers that her husband’s body can’t be found after draining the pool.  A major influence on Alfred Hitchock’s Psycho, FTP name this 1955 French thriller starring Simone Signoret, later remade with Sharon Stone.

Answer: Diabolique (or Les Diaboliques or The Devils)

73. The atomic-powered “Whatsis” in Kiss Me Deadly and the glowing briefcase in Pulp Fiction are both examples of this.  The word allegedly refers to a device for hunting lions in the Scottish highlands, but when you say there are no lions in the Scottish highlands, the owner will reply “Aye, that’s no (blank).”  More well-known examples include a wine bottle with uranium in Notorious and a briefcase with $40,000 in embezzled money in Psycho.  FTP, what is this term coined by Alfred Hitchcock for an object used arbitrarily to set the plot of a thriller in motion?

Answer: a McGuffin
74. He directed an unreleased TV commercial featuring Ellen Feiss that is now an Internet cult classic, because some believe that Ellen was stoned.  He invented the Interrotron, which uses technology similar to a teleprompter in order to promote eye contact with the camera lens.  His only fiction film is the Dark Wind, but he has depicted pet cemeteries in Gates of Heaven and a Holocaust denier in Mr. Death.  FTP, name this documentarian who profiled Steven Hawking and Robert McNamara in A Brief History of Time and the Fog of War.

Answer: Errol Morris
75. He directed the film, Let’s Do It Again, which introduced the character of Biggie Smalls, a nickname later appropriated by the rapper Notorious B.I.G.  The film Six Degrees of Separation was based on a real-life story about a hustler who impersonated this actor’s nonexistent son Paul.  He won his only Oscar for playing a construction worker who helps a group of German nuns build a church, but South Park fans might recognize him for turning into Gamera the turtle.  The first black man to win an Oscar, FTP name this star of Sneakers, To Sir with Love, and In the Heat of the Night.

Answer: Sidney Poitier
76. Because the film was banned for decades by the Production Code, it had alternate titles, including Forbidden Love, Nature’s Mistakes, and the Monster Show.  Based on the short story, Spurs, by Tod Robbins, it depicts Cleopatra’s plans to marry Hans so that she can swindle him out of his inheritance and run off with the strongman Hercules.  A banquet is prepared for Hans and Cleopatra, where the guests chant “We accept her!  One of us! One of us…,” but Cleopatra runs off in disgust.  The Hilton Sisters play Siamese twins, while Johnny Eck plays a man with no torso.  FTP, name this 1932 cult horror film whose title refers to circus sideshow performers.

Answer: Freaks
77. The violinists, Mr. Robinson and Mr. Harvey, were played by two actors who later became veterans of the Pink Panther series.  Professor Marcus has assembled them to join a string quintet at Mrs. Louisa Wilberforce’s house so that they can pull off a daring armored car robbery, but Mrs. Wilberforce sees the money when Mr. Lawson’s cello case flies open.  In the remake, the crime is a casino robbery; the little old lady is black; but in both films, the mastermind is a professor with crazy teeth.  FTP, name this 1955 British comedy recently remade by the Coen Brothers.

Answer: The Ladykillers

78. Graham Greene was once sued for libel, because he published a film review that praised this actress for her “neat and well-developed rump.”  Shortly before retiring, she appeared with her first husband John Agar in the film Fort Apache, but she is better known for playing the title roles in Susannah of the Mounties, the Littlest Rebel, Little Miss Marker, and Heidi.  The youngest person ever to receive an honorary Oscar, FTP name this child actress of the 1930s who also served as ambassador to Ghana.

Answer: Shirley (Jane) Temple (Black) 

79. From 1954 to 1958, the director Lindsay Anderson worked as a film critic for this publication.  Created by the British Film Institute, this magazine is best known for releasing an issue every ten years that includes a survey of both directors and critics about the ten best films of all time, which has certified Citizen Kane as the best film ever made in every poll since 1962.  FTP, name this English film magazine whose alliterative title refers to both visual and auditory sensations.
Answer: Sight and Sound
80. A squire vows to get revenge against the seminarian who sent him to the Crusades after catching the man stealing a silver bracelet from a corpse.  Mia and Jof (yoff) are members of an acting troupe traveling to the Saints Festival in Elsinore, but English-language subtitles often translate their names as Mary and Joseph.  Antonius Block, played by Max von Sydow, loses his last game of chess, which leads Death to carry off Antonius and most of his friends.  FTP, name this 1957 Ingmar Bergman film with a title derived from the Book of Revelations.

Answer: The Seventh Seal (or Det Sjunde Inseglet)
81. Dr. Cliff Huxtable of the Cosby Show said he loved the heroine so much that he saw the film over 20 times.  In his negative review, Jean-Luc Godard said this film is “poetry without the poet.”  The title character is a streetcar driver engaged to marry Mira, but falls in love with the cousin of his neighbor Serafina instead.  Mira tries to kill off her rival during Carnival, but instead the heroine gets electrocuted while fleeing a man in a skeleton costume.  FTP, name this film by Marcel Camus about a dark-skinned man who fails to revive his lover Eurydice.

Answer: Black Orpheus (or Orfeu Negro)         
82. Associated with the financially struggling UFA studios, it relies heavily on chiaroscuro lighting, surrealistic set design, and tilted camera angles.  Examples of films in this style include Destiny, the Golem, Pandora’s Box, and The Last Laugh, while the definitive book about this movement is Siegfried Kracauer’s From Caligari to Hitler.  A major influence on both horror and film noir, FTP, name this cinematic movement of the 1920s and 30s that collapsed after most of its adherents fled the Nazi regime.

Answer: German expressionism (accept Caligarism on an early buzz)

83. Examples include Sartana the Gravedigger, The Hills Run Red, A Bullet for the General, and Duck, You Sucker!  A major influence on the Lonesome Grave of Paula Schulz sequence in Kill Bill, Volume 2, this genre became associated with Cinecitta studios in the early 1960s, because locations in Almeria, Spain could be made to look like Mexican borderlands during the 1890s.  Associated with the director Sergio Leone, FTP give this term for Italian cowboy movies nicknamed after a common form of pasta.

Answer: spaghetti westerns (prompt on westerns or Italian westerns)

84. Oscar-winning actress Mercedes McCambridge appears in a leather jacket as a member of the El Grandi Gang, which menaces Suzie, the new wife of prosecutor Mike Vargas.  Vargas opposes Detective Hank Quinlan framing Sanchez for dynamiting a man’s car with a bomb depicted in a famous three-minute tracking shot.  Featuring Dennis Weaver, Zsa Zsa Gabor, Marlene Dietrich, and Charlton Heston as a Mexican, FTP name this 1958 film noir directed by Orson Welles.         

Answer: Touch of Evil
85. In 1991, he conquered his cocaine addiction in drug rehab the same year that he won a Best Supporting Actor award at the Cannes Film for playing a crack addict. He played the driver in the Lufthansa heist in Goodfellas and the technician in charge of the visitors’ center in Jurassic Park.  A former stand-in for Bill Cosby, he can be seen walking in the establishing shot of the Huxtables’ house on most episodes of the Cosby Show.  FTP, name this actor known for Formula 51, Unbreakable, and his role as Jules Winnifield in Pulp Fiction.

Answer: Samuel L. Jackson
86. He began his career in 1987 by directing the short film, It’s Impossible to Learn to Plow by Reading Books.  The Artistic Director of the Austin Film Society, he was sued by his old classmates Bobby Wooderson, Andy Slater, and Randall Floyd for using their names without authorization in a 1993 film.  Scheduled to direct an adaptation of Philip K. Dick’s A Scanner Darkly, FTP name this independent Texan director of Suburbia, Slacker, Dazed & Confused, and The School of Rock.
Answer: Richard Linklater
87. This film was made to counteract what the lead actor saw as left-wing bias in the film, High Noon.  Claude Akins portrays Joe Burdette who gets arrested for murder by Sheriff John T. Chance of Presidio County and his deputy, El Borrachón.  The only other member of Sheriff Chance’s posse is Stumpy, played by Walter Brennan, until Colorado, played by Ricky Nelson, joins up to defeat the man who killed his boss.  Starring Angie Dickinson and Dean Martin, FTP name this 1959 John Wayne Western whose title comes from the Spanish words for “valiant river.”

Answer: Rio Bravo
88. When the movie star dog, Rin Tin Tin, was dying, this actress cradled the dog in her arms.  Ironically, she would only live ten years longer than Rin Tin Tin, dying of cerebral edema and uremic poisoning at age 26.  Her sensuality and comedic timing were on display in the pre-Code films, Red Dust, Hell’s Angels, and Dinner at Eight, in addition to playing the title roles in Platinum Blonde and Bombshell.  Mentioned after Betty Grable by Madonna in the song Vogue, FTP name this 1930s sex symbol played by Gwen Stefani in The Aviator.
Answer: Jean Harlow (or Harlean Harlow Carpenter)               
89. Sliding Doors and Run Lola Run both owe a debt to this director’s film, Blind Chance, which depicts the lifelong consequences that result from whether a man catches a train on time.  From 1988 to 1989, he released a series of ten films for TV, collectively known as the Decalogue, which focus on the violation of each of the Ten Commandments.  He ended his career making films in French, such as the Double Life of Veronique, but still continued to film in his native Poland.  FTP, name this director best known for his Three Colors Trilogy: Blue, White, and Red.

Answer: Krzysztof Kieslowski
90. Cathy Whitaker used to spend summers with “those Jewish boys” in summer stock productions, but now she’s content to be Mrs. Magnatech.  Inspired by Fassbinder’s Ali: Fear Eats the Soul and Douglas Sirk’s All That Heaven Allows, Cathy reaches out to her gardener Raymond Deagan after learning of her husband Frank’s infidelity.  What makes life difficult is that it’s 1957, Raymond is black, and Cathy’s husband is gay.  Starring Dennis Haysbert and Dennis Quaid, FTP name this 2002 Todd Haynes tribute to 1950s melodrama starring Julianne Moore.

Answer: Far From Heaven

91. In 1990, he retired from directing, because of his despair over the accidental death of actor Roy Kinnear during the filming of The Return of the Musketeers.  He directed several sequels including Superman II, Superman III, and Butch & Sundance: The Early Years, but a better reflection of his style is his debut Oscar-nominated short, The Running, Jumping, & Standing Still Film.  His two most famous films also feature a lot of running and jumping sequences, mostly of British musicians.  FTP name this American expatriate who earned the title “The Fifth Beatle” for directing A Hard Day’s Night and Help!
Answer: Richard “Dick” Lester

92. “The use of the Flag shall be consistently respectful.” “The treatment of bedrooms must be governed by good taste and delicacy.” “The technique of murder must be presented in a way that will not inspire imitation.”  “Dances suggesting or representing sexual actions or indecent passions are forbidden.”  “Sex perversion or any inference to it is forbidden.”  Originally created in 1930 but not fully enforced until 1934, FTP what are these regulations that governed the moral content of American movies until 1967?

Answer: the Motion Picture Production Code of 1930 (also accept the Hays Code) 
93. The 1974 original was the directorial debut of a stuntman who died when he got crushed by a water tower while filming a chase scene.  The original focuses on the insurance investigator, Maindrian Pace, while the remake focuses on Randall “Memphis” Raines.  Both versions focus on an object named Eleanor, but in the original, Eleanor is a yellow 1973 Mach One Mustang, while in the remake, it’s a 1967 Shelby GT-500.  Featuring a record-breaking 40 minute chase in the original, FTP, name this car chase film, starring Angelina Jolie and Nicholas Cage in the 2000 remake.
Answer: Gone in 60 Seconds

94. For breakfast, he likes to pour a bottle of peach schnapps on a bowl of cereal.  He briefly dated Betsy, a campaign worker for Senator Palatine, but Betsy dumped him after he took her to see Sometime Sweet Susan at a porno theater.  He is later ironically celebrated as a hero after rescuing the underage Iris Steensma from drug-dealing pimp Sport, played by Harvey Keitel.  An inspiration to assassin John Hinckley, Jr., FTP name this title character from Martin Scorsese’s Taxi Driver played by Robert DeNiro.

Answer: Travis Bickle (either first name or last name is sufficient)

95. Johnnie Gray tried to enlist in the army, but they wouldn’t take him because he was more valuable as an employee of the Western & Atlantic Railroad.  Based on the same events that inspired the Disney film, the Great Locomotive Chase, this film shows how Johnnie thwarts an 1862 sneak attack on Chattanooga, because of his singleminded devotion to rescuing the hostage, Annabelle Lee, and the title object.  Featuring classic stunts with a handcar, a cannon, and a railroad engine, FTP what is this classic 1927 silent film comedy starring and directed by Buster Keaton?

Answer: The General
96. It was the namesake of a television anthology series that began in 1948, but it did not produce any films until giving Ben Gazzara his first starring role in The Strange One in 1957.  Founded by Elia Kazan as a replacement for the Group Theater, Lee Strasberg served as its Artistic Director in teaching the Stanislavski method from 1951 until 1982.  Known for its graduates such as Joanne Woodward, Shelley Winters, and Marlon Brando, FTP name this acting school now associated with an interview show hosted by James Lipton.

Answer: the Actor’s Studio
97. Franklin Roosevelt said that “All Democrats should see this film,” but the Nazis hated it so much that Goebbels ensured that it was the first film seized after the Germans captured Paris.  Like the Great Escape, it features prisoners of war digging a tunnel, but it also has soldiers in drag singing “It’s A Long Way to Tipperary.”  Marechal, played by Jean Gabin (guh-baahN), gets sent to a new prison camp after getting soldiers to sing Marseillaise after the French recapture Fort Douaumont, but escapes while Capt. De Boeldieu sets up a distraction.  Starring Erich von Stroheim as Captain von Rauffenstein, FTP name this 1938 antiwar classic directed by Jean Renoir.
Answer: Grand Illusion (or La Grande Illusion)

98. His real name is a tribute to four different American presidents, Lincoln Theodore Monroe Andrew Perry, but he adapted his stage name from a vaudeville act he did with his partner Ed Lee.  In the 1960s, he converted to Islam, possibly as penance for going bankrupt in 1947 and for playing stereotypical roles in Show Boat, Hearts of Dixie, and Harlem Follies of 1949.  The first black actor to become a millionaire, FTP name this performer now synonymous with racial stereotyping of African-Americans.
Answer: Stepin Fetchit
99. A wrist injury ended her dreams as a concert violinist, but producer Max Reinhardt made her a star after seeing her legs while she played the “musical saw.”  Maximillian Schell directed a documentary devoted to her, but she would allow only her voice, not her face to be used in the film.  A longtime collaborator with Josef von Sternberg, she appeared in Blonde Venus, Morocco, the Scarlet Empress, and the Blue Angel.  FTP, who is this bisexual German actress who also appeared in Judgment at Nuremburg and the title role of Witness for the Prosecution?

Answer: Marlene Dietrich (also accept Marie Magdelene Dietrich von Losch)
100. Harry Caul is a surveillance expert who likes to play the saxophone along with John Coltrane records.  He is hired to tape the conversation of an illicit couple in a San Francisco park, but gets involved after hearing “He’d kill us if he got the chance,” a phrase exploited for maximum ambiguity by this film’s sound editor Walter Murch.  Starring Teri Garr, Robert Duvall, Harrison Ford, and Gene Hackman, FTP name this 1974 film released by Francis Ford Coppola in between the first two parts of the Godfather trilogy.

Answer: The Conversation

101. Its first recipient was Cecil B. DeMille’s Union Pacific in 1939, but it could not be awarded again until 1946, because of the Nazi occupation.  Other winners include Gate of Hell, Brief Encounter, Open City, and The Wages of Fear, but rioting prevented it from being awarded in 1968.  The first documentary to win it was Jacques Cousteau’s The Silent World in 1956, but the second documentary to win was much more controversial.  FTP, name this award for the best film at the Cannes Film Festival, recently given to Michael Moore’s Fahrenheit 9/11.

Answer: the Palme D’Or or the Golden Palm

102. Six years before Stanley Kubrick, he directed a film adaption of A Clockwork Orange that used a stationary camera.  A frequent collaborator with Paul Morrissey, he has been portrayed by Mark Bringelson in the first Austin Powers movie, Crispin Glover in The Doors, and David Bowie in Basquiat.  Fond of one-word titles, he directed Sleep, Haircut, Eat, and Empire, which filmed the Empire State Building for eight hours.  FTP, name this experimental filmmaker better known for as a Pop Artist who made art out of Campbell Soup cans.
Answer: Andy Warhol (also accept Warhola)
103. Under the name Lucille LeSueur, she posed for nude lesbian photos, one of which is reprinted in the book Hollywood Babylon.  Co-stars complained she forced them to drink Pepsi, because she was married to Pepsi-Cola executive Alfred Steele from 1955 to 1959.  Forced into horror movie roles, such as Circus of Terror and Strait-Jacket, as she got older, her appearance in Whatever Happened to Baby Jane deftly exploited her longtime feud with Bette Davis.  FTP name this actress and camp icon who won an Oscar for Mildred Pierce, but may be better known for being portrayed by Faye Dunaway in Mommie Dearest.

Answer: Joan Crawford    
104. It’s not a Disney movie, but it features a sexy interracial duo of female bodyguards named Bambi and Thumper.  In the film, the hero prevents a laser from destroying Washington D.C. by replacing a tape with the laser’s computer program with a cassette of World’s Greatest Marches, while slipping the real tape into the bikini of Tiffany Case.  Crispin Glover’s dad plays a homosexual assassin, while sausage king Jimmy Dean plays the Howard Hughes-like Willard Whyte.  Starring Sean Connery, FTP name this James Bond film focusing on the world’s hardest gemstones.

Answer: Diamonds Are Forever    
105. The 1991 film, The Rocketeer, alludes to a discredited theory by the author Charles Higham that this actor was a Nazi spy.  Acquitted of statutory rape charges in 1942, he appeared opposite Ronald Reagan in the Western, Santa Fe Trail, but is better known for his work in the subgenre that includes The Dark Avenger, The Sea Hawk, and Captain Blood.  FTP name this Australian-born actor and “king of the swashbucklers” who played the title role in the 1938 version of The Adventures of Robin Hood.
Answer: Errol Flynn (also accept Theodore Thomas Flynn)
106. Two answers required.  They both have pictures in the National Portrait Gallery in London, although one was born in the United States and the other was born in India.  One received an Oscar nomination in 1961 for directing The Creation of Woman, but primarily worked as a producer thereafter.  The other began as a documentary filmmaker, but the two released their first collaboration, The Householder, in 1963 with their frequent co-writer Ruth Prawer Jhabvala.  Bombay Talkie and Shakespeare Wallah took place in India, but many of their films deal with the British upper class.  FTP name this producer-director team known for literary adaptations such as A Room with A View, The Remains of the Day, and Howards End. 

Answer: Ismail Merchant and James Ivory (accept Ismail Noormohamed Abdul Rehman for Ismail Merchant; prompt on partial answer)\
107. Josef Peters cannot fulfill his girlfriend Leni’s request to impregnate her, because he does not want to reveal that he has no foreskin.  In reality, Peters is really Solomon Perel masquerading as a member of the Hitler Youth so that he won’t die in the Holocaust, although he narrowly misses getting executed by Russian troops at the end of war.  Based on a true story, FTP identify this 1990 foreign film directed by Agnieszka Holland and starring Julie Delpy whose title repeats the name of the second moon of Jupiter.    
Answer: Europa Europa (also accept Hitlerjunge Salomon)
108. Born with the last name Grumbach, he later adopted the name of his favorite American novelist.  Neil Jordan directed The Good Thief as a remake of this director’s Bob the Gambler, while Quentin Tarantino has included gun standoffs in his films that pay homage to this director’s films, Le Doulos and Le Samourai.  Once dubbed the “adopted father” of the French New Wave, FTP name this influential director of French crime thrillers who adopted the surname of the author of Moby Dick.
Answer: Jean-Pierre Melville

109. “Tell The Women We’re Going,” “Will You Please Be Quiet Please?,” “They’re Not Your Husband,” and “So Much Water So Close To Home” are four of the short stories used as source material for this film.  Lyle Lovett plays Andy Bitkower, a baker who makes prank phone calls to Ann Finnigan, played by Andie Macdowell, for failing to pick up her son Casey’s birthday cake after her son died.  Julianne Moore won a role in the film after revealing to the director that she’s a natural redhead.  Featuring Jack Lemmon and Tim Robbins, FTP name this 1993 Robert Altman film based on works by Raymond Carver.
Answer: Short Cuts

110. His grandfather, Sir Michael Balcon, launched Alfred Hitchcock’s career at Ealing Studios, while his father-in-law was Pulitzer Prize winning playwright, Arthur Miller.  He played a skinhead in a gay love affair with a Pakistani in My Beautiful Laundrette and a womanizing doctor in the Unbearable Lightness of Being.  His first two Oscar nominations came while working with director Jim Sheridan in portrayals as a man falsely identified as an Irish terrorist and as a painter with cerebral palsy.  The son of a British poet laureate, FTP name this star of the Gangs of New York and My Left Foot.
Answer: Daniel (Michael Blake) Day-Lewis (no prompt on Lewis)

111. Dr. Kris Kelvin is sent to investigate a signal sent by Sartorius, Snaut, and Gibarian, but when he arrives on the spaceship, Snaut informs him that Gibarian committed suicide.  The title location is an ocean of plasma emitting radiation that leads Kelvin to hallucinate images of his dead wife Hari.  Hari’s apparition attempts suicide by drinking liquid oxygen, but it won’t kill her, because she is not human.  Based on a novel by Stanislaw Lem, FTP, what is this 1972 Russian sci-fi film by Andrei Tarkovsky recently remade by Steven Soderbergh?

Answer: Solaris
112. A godchild of Hugh Hefner, her parents were 1970s porn stars who appeared together in the 1973 film, Road of Death, which may explain why they gave her permission to appear topless in an Oscar-winning film at the age of 16.  As a child actress, she played Wilford Brimley’s granddaughter in an oatmeal commercial and Harrison Ford’s daughter in Patriot Games.  Her younger brother is named Bolt, as in bolt of lightning, while her name is the feminine form of a Norse god.  FTP name this actress who starred in Ghost World and American Beauty.
Answer: Thora Birch (also accept Thora)

113. The protagonist is a section chief in the Office of Public Affairs who decides to drink himself to death at a saki bar after learning he has stomach cancer.  An alcoholic novelist takes him out to a piano bar and pachinko parlor, but he has no will to live until he decides to drain a cesspool so that he can build a playground before he dies.  The bureaucrat then dies peacefully while playing on a child’s swing set.  This describes, FTP, what 1952 drama by Akira Kurosawa whose title derives from the Japanese words for “to live”?

Answer: Ikiru
114. Pauline Kael criticized it in the essays, “Circles and Squares” and “Raising Kane.”  Originally introduced to American readers in a 1962 essay in the magazine, Film Culture, its first European appearance was in the 1954 essay, “A Certain Tendency of French Cinema,” by Francois Truffaut.  Associated with Cahiers du Cinema in France and Andrew Sarris in the United States, FTP name this theory derived from the French word for “author,” which states that a director is the primary influence on the content of a film.
Answer: auteur theory (also accept auteurism or politique des auteurs)

115. The first feature-length film in this format was 1922’s The Power of Love, but it did not become widely popular until the release of Bwana Devil in 1952.  Other examples include Kiss Me Kate, Hondo, Dial M for Murder, the 1953 version of House of Wax, and sequels for the horror films Jaws, the Amityville Horror, and Friday the 13th.  Except for the second sequel to Spy Kids, this format has fallen out of favor outside of theme park attractions like Captain EO.  Relying on glasses with colored lenses, FTP name this gimmick that allows objects to “pop out” of a movie screen.

Answer: 3-D (or three-dimensional)
116. When Lars von Trier filmed Breaking the Waves, he told Emily Watson to base her performance on The Passion of Joan of Arc and this film.  Like King Lear, it features the Fool, but in this film, the Fool is a tightrope walker who eats spaghetti on the high wire as a gimmick.  The Fool teaches Gelsomina, played by Giulietta Masina, to play the trombone, which enrages the strongman Zampano, played by Anthony Quinn, who bought Gelsomina from her mother for 10,000 lira.  The first Oscar winner for Best Foreign Film, FTP name this 1954 film that represented Federico Fellini’s break with neorealism.

Answer: La Strada     
117. In 1929, Janet Gaynor won a Best Actress Oscar for appearing in Seventh Heaven, Street Angel, and this film.  Subtitled “A Song of Two Humans,” this film focuses on the Man who contemplates strangling The Wife in order to run off with The Woman from the City.  Instead, the Man loves The Wife so much that he ends up rescuing her from a raging storm at the end of the film.  FTP, name this silent film classic by F.W. Murnau that brought German Expressionism to Hollywood.

Answer: Sunrise
118. In 1973, he co-wrote the screenplay for the film, The Last of Sheila, with his close friend, Stephen Sondheim.  His widow Berry Berenson died when her plane crashed into the World Trade Center, nine years after his own death from AIDS in 1992.  In the 1950s, he played Gary Cooper’s son in Friendly Persuasion and the dying baseball player, Jimmy Piersall, in Fear Strikes Out.  In 1968, he appeared opposite a psychotic Tuesday Weld in Pretty Poison, eight years after his own breakout role as a psychotic.  FTP name this actor best known as hotel manager, Norman Bates, in Psycho.
Answer: Anthony “Tony” Perkins
119. Screenwriter Paul Schrader wrote a book praising Carl Dreyer, Yasujiro Ozu, and this director as exemplars of the “transcendental style.”  In fact, Schrader’s decision to have Travis Bickle write in a diary for the movie Taxi Driver was influenced by this man’s film, Diary of Country Priest.  He told a story from the viewpoint of a donkey in Au Hasard Balthasar, while his Arthurian epic, Lancelot du Lac, relied almost exclusively on close-ups.  FTP, name this French director known for his meditative style in films such as Mouchette, L’Argent, and Pickpocket.

Answer: Robert Bresson
120. On the original Batman TV show, he shared the role of Mr. Freeze along with Eli Wallach and George Sanders.  He was so cruel to actors that Billy Wilder called him “Martin Borrmann in elevator shoes,” which may explain why Wilder cast this director in Stalag 17.  His films Forever Amber and The Moon Is Blue challenged Hollywood censorship codes, but he disavowed all films he made since 1931 until releasing Laura in 1944.  A pioneering independent producer, FTP name this director who made Saint Joan, Exodus, and Anatomy of A Murder.

Answer: Otto (Ludwig) Preminger            
121. The name’s the same.  John played Aaron in the 1956 version of the Ten Commandments, but may be better known for appearing in over 80 horror films.  Robert had the lead role of Louis Skolnick in the Revenge of the Nerds franchise.  Ever played “Jay’s Mom” in Jay and Silent Bob Strike Back.  Actress Martha Plimpton is the daughter of Keith who won an Oscar for the song, “I’m Easy,” from the film Nashville.  FTP name this acting dynasty that includes David, the portrayer of Caine on Kung Fu and the title role in Kill Bill, Volume 2.
Answer: Carradine(s)

122. The last feature film production released by Hammer Film Studios in Great Britain was a 1979 remake of this movie originally set in the fictional country of Vandreka.  Naunton Wayne and Basil Radford play two Englishmen so obsessed with getting the latest cricket scores that they won’t bother to help Iris Henderson after she notices that the governess, Miss Froy, is missing.  With help from Gilbert, played by Michael Redgrave, Iris notices a nun wearing high heels, which breaks a kidnapping and spy plot wide open.  Featuring a musical code about a secret treaty, FTP name this 1938 Hitchcock thriller about a disappearing woman.

Answer: The Lady Vanishes

123. The actress who played the protagonist, Selma Jezkova, was so angry with the director that she vowed never to act in films again and bit off a piece of the director’s shirt.  In the film, Selma saved $2000 to get her son an operation from Dr. Pokorny, but she shoots the policeman Bill Houston after he tried to steal her money.  Selma is put on trial for murder, but gets sentenced to hang after the prosecution reveals her delusions about the Hungarian tap dancer, Oldrich Novy, played by Joel Grey.  Also featuring Udo Kier and Peter Stormare, FTP name this musical melodrama directed by Lars von Trier and starring Bjork.

Answer: Dancer in the Dark

124. The name’s the same.  Ethel is a divorced archaeologist who plans to marry the author of the book, Accounting for Everything: A Guide to Personal Finance.  Margot wrote the plays Static Electricity and Erotic Transference, but is better known for the $50,000 Braverman grant she won in ninth grade.  Richie won three straight national championships in tennis, but had a meltdown after losing to Sanjay Gandhi.  Ari and Uzi wear matching red jogging suits, but their father Chas disapproves of their adventures with their grandfather, played by Gene Hackman.  FTP what is this fictional “royal” family from a 2001 Wes Anderson film?

Answer: the Royal Tenenbaum(s)

125. This film begins with a shot of a young man staring at a wind-up toy of a monkey playing the cymbals.  The young man then makes new enemies after accidentally stepping on the insignia of Santa Monica High School.  The actor who played Chick died of a paraldehyde overdose; the actor who played Plato was stabbed to death; while the actress who played Judy drowned off Catalina Island.  Featuring a climax at Griffith Park Observatory, FTP name this 1955 juvenile delinquent classic with a “chickie run” and a starmaking performance by James Dean.
Answer: Rebel without a Cause

126. In 1996, she accused a Nashville TV crew of beaming signals at her, three days before she was found in a woodpile with several teeth missing after cutting off her own hair with a razor blade.  In the 1970s, she appeared in several horror films including The Amityville Horror, Black Christmas, and Sisters, but she is more famous for a supporting role in a film series originated by director Richard Donner.  FTP name this Canadian actress most famous for her role as Lois Lane in the Superman series.

Answer: Margot Kidder (also accept Margaret Ruth Kidder or Margie Kidder)

127. It’s what I’m going to do after I rouge my knees and roll my stockings down.  You can find it at a noisy hall where there’s a nightly brawl after you slick your hair and wear your buckle shoes.  It’s what you’ll find at a whoopee spot where the gin is cold and the piano’s hot, but it could also refer to a film that features a choreographed heart surgery scene inspired by the life of its director, Bob Fosse.  FTP, give this three-word phrase that could refer to a 1979 movie musical or the opening song of the movie, Chicago.

Answer: All That Jazz

128. In a recurring joke, the title song of this film can be heard on a harmonica, in Muzak in a grocery store, or played by a mariachi band in a funeral procession.  Arnold Schwarzenegger has an uncredited bit part as a bodyguard who witnesses his boss Marty Augustine smash a Coke bottle against his girlfriend’s face.  Augustine wants to collect a debt from Terry Lennox, but since Terry is missing, Augustine goes after Phillip Marlowe instead, played by Elliott Gould.  Based on a novel by Raymond Chandler, FTP name this 1973 Robert Altman film.
Answer: The Long Goodbye
129. The last name’s the same.  Both were nominated for the Golden Bear at the 1957 Venice Film Festival, but the director of Bitter Victory lost to the director of The Unvanquished.  One is a film director who divorced the actress Gloria Grahame in 1952, eight years before she remarried his son Tony.  The other is a pioneer of Third World cinema who directed The Chess Players and Distant Thunder.  FTP give this surname shared by both the directors of Rebel without a Cause and the Apu Trilogy.
Answer: Ray (note: the question refers to Nicholas and Satyajit Ray)

130. He’s an AS2 with the I.Q. of a rabbit and the faith of a child.  Played by Henry Travers, his favorite drink is flaming rum punch; his last name is Odbody; and his favorite book is the Adventures of Tom Sawyer, even though he will be celebrating his 293rd birthday in May.  During his mission, he bites the policemen Bert on the wrist so that Bert won’t coldcock George Bailey with his gun.  FTP, name this angel who earned his wings for preventing Jimmy Stewart from committing suicide in the movie, It’s A Wonderful Life. 
Answer: Clarence (also accept Odbody before it is mentioned in the question)

131. The ringmaster of the Mammoth Circus announces that he will present several tableaux vivants depicting the life of the title character to raise money for a charity for fallen women.  In flashback, we learn the title character sparked off right-wing riots, when the king shut down the national museum for failing to accept her nude portrait.  Directed by Max Ophuls, FTP name this 1955 French drama based on the real-life courtesan of Franz Liszt and King Ludwig of Bavaria.

Answer: Lola Montes (also accept the Sins of Lola Montes or the Fall of Lola Montes)     

132. Mae West said “It’s not the men in my life.  It’s the life in my men,” after performing this song on a 1958 Oscar telecast with Rock Hudson.  Lyrics include, “There’s bound to be talk tomorrow/Making my life long sorrow.  At least there will be plenty implied/If you caught pneumonia and died.”  Originally a duet for Red Skelton and Esther Williams in the 1949 film, Neptune’s Daughter, more recent moviegoers may recognize Zooey Deschanel singing it in the shower, while Will Ferrell innocently sings along in the film Elf.  FTP name this Oscar-winning song about asking your partner to come inside for warmth.

Answer: Baby, It’s Cold Outside  
133. A man wears headphones so that he cannot hear the shouting as he commits suicide by jumping off the Mercedes-Benz building.  In another scene, Homer the storyteller wanders through the ruins of Potsdamer Platz.  Mikhail Gorbachev had a cameo in its 1993 sequel, Faraway So Close, but in the original, Solveig Dommartin plays the trapeze artist, Marion, who convinces the angel Damiel to become human.  Directed by Wim Wenders, FTP name this 1986 German film later remade as City of Angels.

Answer: Wings of Desire (also accept Der Himmel über Berlin or Heavens over Berlin)
134. The word “bikini” was very influential in the career of this actress.  In 1948, she became the first Hollywood actress to be photographed in a two-piece bikini, while in 1946, her picture was painted on the first atomic bomb tested at Bikini Atoll.  Born Margarita Carmen Cansino, she married Prince Aly Khan of Pakistan in 1949, one year after divorcing Orson Welles, who cast her in the title role of The Lady from Shanghai.  FTP, name this dark-haired “Love Goddess” of Spanish descent who played the title roles in The Strawberry Blonde, Miss Sadie Thompson, and Gilda.
Answer: Rita Hayworth (accept Margarita Carmen Cansino on early buzz)

135. He became a trade union activist while working for the Citroen car company in Paris, but did not learn filmmaking until studying at Gorky Studios in Moscow in 1961.  Many of his films are based on his own short stories and he films in both French and his native language, Wolof.  Xala depicts a businessman afflicted with impotence on his wedding night, while Ceddo depicts Africa’s resistance against both Islam and European colonialism.  Based in Senegal, FTP name this pioneering African filmmaker now winning praise for his anti-circumcision film, Mooladé.

Answer: Ousmane Sembene
136. Lorenzo St. Dubois likes to be called LSD for short, but instead of winning a role in Boomerang Baby, he gets top billing in the latest play by World War II veteran, Franz Liebkind.  Christopher Hewitt, better known as TV’s Mr. Belvedere, plays transvestite director Roger DeBris, while the title characters, Leo Bloom and Max Bialystock, swindle money from lonely little old ladies.  Starring Zero Mostel, FTP, name this 1968 cult comedy directed by Mel Brooks that later became a Broadway musical.

Answer: The Producers
137. In the movie The Last Picture Show, this was the last film that played at the last picture show.  The documentary, the Celluloid Closet, shows the hidden homoeroticism in an early scene where Matthew Garth and Cherry Valance fondle each other’s guns before shooting at a tin can.  John Wayne plays Thomas Dunson, a cattle barron who seized land from an absentee Mexican landlord and brands other ranchers’ cattle with the letter D and two squiggly lines.  Featuring the film debut of Montgomery Clift, FTP what is this 1948 Howard Hawks western named after a colorful tributary of the Mississippi.

Answer: Red River
138. Until Emma Thompson won an Oscar for adapting Jane Austen’s Sense and Sensibility, she was the only woman to get Oscar nominations for both acting and screenwriting.  Her first two Oscar nominations were for co-writing the screenplays for A Double Life and Adam’s Rib with husband Garson Kanin, but her acting career didn’t peak until the 1960s when she appeared in films like Lord Love A Duck and Where’s Poppa.  A Best Supporting Actress for the film Rosemary’s Baby, FTP name this aging cult actress best known as Maude in Harold & Maude.

Answer: Ruth Gordon (also accept Ruth Gordon Jones)     

139. This film ends with an optimistic news broadcast abruptly interrupted by an offscreen narrator’s epilogue about an authoritarian right-wing coup.  Inspired by the real-life assassination of Grigoris Lambrakis, it depicts an investigation conducted by a deputy played Yves Montand.  The investigation is covered up, but the martyr’s supporters paint graffiti declaring “He Lives,” a reference to the film’s title.  Directed by Costa-Gavras, FTP name this 1969 Best Foreign Film Oscar winner with a one-letter title.

Answer: Z
140. He began his career as a production assistant on Pier Paolo Pasolini’s 1961 film Accattone.  In 1976, he completed his goal of creating a socialist version of Gone with the Wind by releasing the film, 1900, but producers chopped the film from five hours to three.  He made his directorial debut with The Grim Reaper, but did not attract critical praise in America until Pauline Kael championed his films, Before the Revolution and The Conformist.  FTP, name this Italian director who won an Oscar for The Last Emperor.

Answer: Bernardo Bertolucci
141. An insurance salesman awakens the main character by asking for Karl LaFong, capital K-small a-small r-small l-capital L-small a-capital F-small o-small n-small g.  The blind man Mr. Muckle nearly destroys Harold Bissonnette’s butcher shop, before Harold learns that he inherited money from his rich uncle, which he uses to buy a California orange grove.  The grove has no oranges, but Harold profits after selling the land to developers who want to build a racetrack.  Directed by Norman McLeod, FTP name this 1934 comedy whose title could refer to an inheritance or to the comic talents of its star, W.C. Fields.

Answer: It’s A Gift

142. This actor has attracted protests from feminist groups due to a mistranslation by Time Magazine that mistakenly depicted him as participating in a rape at the age of 9.  He directed a film adaption of Moliere’s Tartuffe in 1984, 13 years after making his acting debut in A Few of Hours of Sunlight.  He played both Christopher Columbus and the sculptor Auguste Rodin, but he received his first Oscar nomination for playing Cyrano de Bergerac, which led Mike Myers on Wayne’s World to say, “his nose looks like something I threw up.”  FTP name this French actor who has also appeared in CQ, Jean de Florette, and Green Card.

Answer: Gerard Depardieu
143. It’s not only Fonzie’s favorite film on Happy Days, but it also inspired the Buddy Holly song, “That’ll Be the Day.”  Ethan Edwards is a veteran of the Civil War who still refuses to accept the Southern surrender at Appomattox.  Martin Pawley unwittingly got married to Wild Goose Flying in the Night Sky, but Ethan is obsessed with tracking down Chief Scar so he can retrieve his niece, Debbie, played by Natalie Wood.  Also a major inspiration for Martin Scorsese’s Taxi Driver, FTP name this 1956 John Ford western starring Ward Bond and John Wayne.
Answer: the Searchers
144. His English teacher was fired for assigning Graham Greene’s short story, “The Destructors,” while his chemistry teacher risks getting fired for introducing him to the work of Roberta Ann Sparrow.  His mother Rose will chaperone the trip to Star Search, even though Kitty Farmer doubts his Mom’s commitment to Sparkle Motion.  His sister Elizabeth plans to vote for Michael Dukakis, but he cares more about his saving his girlfriend Gretchen in the 28 days, 6 hours, 24 minutes, and 12 seconds he has left.  FTP name this title character of recent cult film played by Jake Gyllenhaal.

Answer: Donnie Darko (either name is sufficient; also accept Donald Darko)     
145. Films made by this movement include Lemonade Joe, Capricious Summer, Valerie and Her Week of Wonders, Daisies, and Fireman’s Ball.  Jan Kadar and Jiri Menzel both won Best Foreign Film Oscars for The Shop on Main Street and Closely Watched Trains, respectively, while another member of the movement received an Oscar for directing One Flew over the Cuckoo’s Nest.  Closely linked to Charter 77, FTP name this filmmaking movement associated with Milos Forman inspired by both the Prague Spring and a group of French filmmakers.

Answer: Czech New Wave (grudgingly accept Czechoslovakian New Wave)            
146. This film is based on Roy Horniman’s novel Israel Rank, but the title is derived from a poem by Alfred Lord Tennyson.  Henry is an amateur photographer who gets blown up because of the chemicals in his private darkroom.  Suffragist Lady Agatha’s hot air balloon plummets to earth in Berkeley Square, while the General gets killed by a bomb hidden in a tin of Russian caviar.  Henry, Agatha, and General D’Ascoyne are played respectively by Alec Guinness, Alec Guinness, and Alec Guinness.  FTP name this British black comedy of the 1940s about a man who kills off eight members of the D’Ascoyne family all played by Alec Guinness.

Answer: Kind Hearts and Coronets

147. The line “What can happen in a plane?” was deleted from later versions of the film, because the lead actress died in a plane crash on a tour for promoting war bonds.  Stanislav Sobinski suspects Professor Siletsky is a traitor who will hand off a list of Resistance members to the Nazis.  Siletsky is found dead, but in order to prevent the Nazis from getting the list, that “great, great Polish actor Josef Tura” has to impersonate Siletsky.  Featuring a troupe of Shakespearean actors making fools of the Nazis, FTP name this Ernst Lubitsch film starring Jack Benny and Carole Lombard that takes its title from Hamlet.

Answer: To Be or Not to Be

148. He made the last two of his 143 films with experimental directors from the Iberian Peninsula: Three Lives and Only One Death by Raul Ruiz and Journey to the Beginning of the World by Manoel de Oliveira.  He never divorced his wife Flora Carabella, even though he had an illegitimate daughter, Chiara, with Catherine Deneuve.  Often cast in romantic roles, he is best known for work in his native Italy such as La Notte and Big Deal on Madonna Street.  FTP, name this favorite actor of Federico Fellini who had lead roles in 8 ½ and La Dolce Vita.
Answer: Marcello (Vincenzo Domenico) Mastroianni
149. Mr. & Mrs. Alman’s black Volkswagen Beetle swerves into a ditch, narrowly missing the car of Isak Borg, a professor emeritus of medicine.  While traveling to Lund to receive an honorary decree, Borg has a flashback to his youth about how his cousin Sara rejected him in favor of his brother Sigrid.  In a famous dream sequence, Borg watches himself coming out a coffin that falls out of a driverless horse-drawn carriage.  FTP name this 1957 Ingmar Bergman film whose title refers to uncultivated fruit.

Answer: Wild Strawberries (or Smultronstället)  
150. Film theorist David Bordwell published a book that analyzed this director’s style as an illustration of the “poetics of cinema.”  His slowest film was 1942’s There Was A Father, which consists of only 353 shots of an average of 14 seconds in length.  His fastest film was the 1932 silent film comedy, I Was Born But…, which has average shot-length of four seconds.  Like Eric Rohmer, he made several films with seasonal titles, including An Autumn Afternoon, Late Spring, and Early Summer.  FTP, name this seminal Japanese director who made Good Morning and Floating Weeds.
Answer: Yasujiro Ozu (also accept Ozu Yasujiro, prompt on Yasujiro)
151. Jack Perry framed Bill Harper for the murder of Mary Lane while Bill was unconscious.  Blanche reveals the frame-up, but jumps out a window to her death immediately afterward.  All this happened because of Mae Colman’s parties where she introduced school kids to jitterbugging, jazz, and the Real Public Enemy Number One.  Originally created by a church group under the title Tell Your Children, it became a camp classic when played on double bills with Hemp for Victory.  FTP, name this 1938 exploitation film about the evils of marijuana.

Answer: Reefer Madness (accept Tell Your Children on early buzz; also accept Dope Addict, Doped Youth, Love Madness, or the Burning Question)

152. The gangsters Ernest and Momo kidnap Fido after pretending to be customers of Fido’s mother, Clarissa the prostitute.  Based on the novel Down There by David Goodis, the downwardly mobile title character reveals to Lena that he was Edouard Savoyard, even though he now performs as Charlie Koller.  Charlie stabbed Lena’s ex-boyfriend Plyne in self-defense, but Lena gets shot by Ernest and Momo in the end.  FTP name this Francois Truffaut classic of the French New Wave about a down-on-his-luck keyboardist.

Answer: Shoot the Piano Player (or Tirez sur le Pianiste)

153. Formed out of the remnants of the Masquers club of the 1920s, it was founded in 1933 by the brother of the man who played the title role in the Wizard of Oz.  Presidents of the organization have included Eddie Cantor, Dana Andrews, Walter Pidgeon, and George Murphy, but the current president is child star Melissa Gilbert who won a contentious election in 2001 over TV actress, Valerie Harper.  FTP, name this union that represents the interests of movie actors once led by Ronald Reagan.

Answer: the Screen Actors Guild (or SAG)

154. He is the only non-Frenchman who holds a co-writing credit on Jean-Luc Godard’s film, Les Carabiniers (care-uh-bin-ears).  By the 1960s, he primarily made historical dramas, such as The Rise of Louis XIV, but he was more successful making Fear, Joan of Arc at the Stake, Europa 51, Voyage to Italy, and Stromboli in collaboration with his lover, the actress Ingrid Bergman.  A founding father of Italian neorealism, FTP identify this director of Rome, Open City who is also the father and namesake of an actress named Isabella.

Answer: Roberto Rossellini

155. At Holstenwall Fair, Cesare awakens after being asleep for the past 25 years.  When Alan asks Cesare to predict his future, Cesare prophesies that Alan will die at dawn.  Once cited as an influence on Franz Kafka’s The Castle, the film’s title character adopted his alias from an 11th century Italian monk who hypnotizes a sleepwalker to commit murders by proxy.  Influential because of its cockeyed, angular set design, FTP name this silent German expressionist horror film of 1920 directed by Robert Weine.
Answer: The Cabinet of Dr. Caligari (or Das Kabinett des Doktor Caligari)

156. He received a Golden Globe nomination in 1978 for best acting debut for appearing in King of the Gypsies.  His only Oscar nomination was for playing an escaping convict in the 1985 film, Runaway Train, while in 1983 he received the best reviews of his career for playing the psychotic husband of Playboy Playmate Dorothy Stratten in Star 80.  Now known for playing dark character parts in B movies, he has appeared in Ja Rule’s video for Down Ass Chick, as well as in the title role for the Killers’ Mr. Brightside video.  FTP name this actor who appeared in the Coca-Cola Kid and the Pope of Greenwich Village who is often overshadowed by his little sister Julia.

Answer: Eric Roberts
157. Apples feature prominently in the symbolism of this film.  Mr. McAllister uses an analogy about apples and oranges to teach ethics to Paul Metzler, while later on, McAllister gets caught committing adultery because he gets stung in the eye by a bee hiding in an apple tree.  McAllister becomes obsessed with sabotaging Tracy Enid Flick, because his best friend, Dave Novotny, lost both his job and his wife after sleeping with Tracy.  Directed by Alexander Payne, FTP name this Matthew Broderick film that stars Reese Witherspoon as a student running for class president.

Answer: Election
158. This song can be heard playing on the jukebox in the same sequence that included the dance scene in Jean-Luc Godard’s Band of Outsiders.  In the lyrics to this song, Genevieve tells Guy “Anywhere you wander, anywhere you go.  Every day remember how I love you so.”  Genevieve is pregnant with Guy’s child, but she cannot marry Guy, because Guy will be drafted to fight in Algeria, so Genevieve uses this song to pledge her love.  Written by Michel Legrad, FTP name this song from the soundtrack of Jacques Demy’s 1964 film, the Umbrellas of Cherbourg.

Answer: I Will Wait for You (or Je Ne Pourrai Jamais Vivre Sans Toi) 
159. The creator of Alvin & the Chipmunks portrays a songwriter who gives the suicidal Miss Lonelyhearts a new lease on life.  Miss Torso dances outside the window of Jeff Jeffries’ apartment, while an insurance company nurse played by Thelma Ritter scolds him for snooping.  Eventually, the strangulation of a dog for digging in a garden of zinnias leads Jeffries to suspect that Lars Thorwald, played by Raymond Burr, murdered the missing Mrs. Thorwald.  FTP, name this 1954 Hitchcock thriller starring Grace Kelly and Jimmy Stewart.

Answer: Rear Window    
160. Jean Cocteau’s Testament of Orpheus, Andrzej Wajda’s Ashes and Diamonds, Jean-Luc Godard’s Hail Mary, Ingmar Bergman’s The Silence, Rainer Werner Fassbinder’s Veronika Voss, Roberto Rossellini’s Germany Year Zero, Fritz Lang’s The Thousand Eyes of Dr. Mabuse, Krysztof Kieslowski’s Red, Satyajit Ray’s The World of Apu, Sergio Leone’s The Good, The Bad, and the Ugly, George Romero’s Day of the Dead, and Steven Spielberg’s Indiana Jones and the Last Crusade are all the final film in what term given to a collection of three films united by similar characters, settings, or themes?

Answer: final or third film in a trilogy
