TOSSUP QUESTIONS:
1) Her actions of June 22, 1813, allowed the Indians and the British, two days later, to ambush the Americans at the Battle of Beaver Dam, where the Americans eventually surrendered.  After overhearing the Americans’ plan to attack a small British military post, this Queenston resident walked all day through the wilderness, over a distance of more than 30 kilometers, to pass on the information.  FTP, name this most famous Canadian heroine of the War of 1812, the Canadian equivalent of Paul Revere and the namesake of a chocolatier.

Laura Ingersoll Secord
2) The scream of the cleaning lady is dramatically juxtaposed with the roaring train in this film co-starring Godfrey Tearle as Professor Jordan.  It begins in the Music Hall and also ends in the theatre, as was a common technique for its director.  Madeleine Caroll plays Pamela, the wronged man’s love interest.  Set on the Scottish moors, it stars Robert Donat as Richard Hannay.  FTP, name this work based on a novel by Canadian Governor General John Buchan, the best known British film of Alfred Hitchcock.

3) Reacting to the news that her daughter’s suitor smokes, she says “I am glad to hear it.  A man should always have an occupation of some kind.”  On hearing about his parents, she says, “To lose a parent, Mr. Worthing, may be regarded as misfortune; to lose both looks like carelessness.”  FTP, name sly Gwendolen’s mother, the woman who interviews Jack Worthing in The Importance of Being Earnest.

Lady Bracknell

4) He has asked both Mikhail Gorbachev and Jean Chretien, “Who are you?”  His latest album was released on Jello Biafra’s Alternative Tentacles label and is named for a rock that was blown up near Campbell River, British Columbia, on April 5, 1958.  During his interview with Gorbachev, he asked him which world leader had the biggest pants, while he caused Chretien to say, “For me, pepper, I put it on my plate.”  FTP, “keep on rawkin’ in the free world” and name this Canadian interviewer who has had his own show on MuchMusic since 2000 and ends each interview with the words, “du-da-da-lu-du…”

Nardwuar the Human Serviette

5) Chided by Paul Dirac for wasting time with his poetry, this employee of Berkeley and Caltech was fluent in Sanskrit.  In the 1930s he worked on the Chandrasekhar limit and the Schwarzchild radius of stars, which led to modern black hole theory.  FTP, name this opponent of the hydrogen bomb, who caused the Atomic Energy Commission in 1954 to withdraw his security clearance, despite once being the director of Los Alamos.

J. Robert Oppenheimer
6) A nocturnal species, it is the only surviving member of the order Tubulidentata. Specimans are typically 1 meter long, exhibit a pale yellow gray colour, feature a mouth well suited to eating termites, and are distributed across sub Saharan Africa.  FTP, identify this animal that went quantity surveying in a Monty Python sketch, and was noted by Edmund Blackadder to be missing from the first page of Samuel Johnson's dictionary.

Aardvark

7) An Oxford educated technocrat, P.V. Narasimha Rao made this economist finance minister in an attempt to turn around their country’s faltering economy.  Credited as the architect of his government’s economic restructuring, he and his powder blue turbans gained worldwide attention when the leader of the Congress Party declined the country’s top parliamentary office.  FTP, name this first non-Hindu Prime Minister of India, who took office in 2004 after Sonia Gandhi refused to serve.

Manmohan Singh
8) Paul, the head of the household, pays off Canada Post, while his son Paul Jr. is a car thief.  The grandfather does not bathe.  Dolores is a nude dancer and Rita is a phone sex operator.  Other characters include Paul’s brother Fred and Mao, the Asian child who was adopted so the family could conduct computer scams – because Asians know how to use computers.  The family dog is tackily named Ben Laden.  FTP, name this Radio-Canada TV series about a family out to rip off the system, whose name translates to English as “grumbler.”

Les Bougon
9) He was the subject of the Thomas Blass work, The Man Who Shocked the World.  His most famous experiment involved thirty switches labelled with voltages running from 15V to 450V.  Adolf Eichmann inspired this experiment and his article The Perils of Obedience in 1974.  The experiment observed obedience to authority as subjects administered “electric shocks” to learners.  FTP, name this 20th century American psychologist.

Stanley Milgram
10) According to Waldemar Lehn of the University of Manitoba, they are merely misidentified walruses.  They are featured prominently in the Norwegian King’s Mirror manuscript dating from 1250, and cognates exist elsewhere: the Icelandic Margygr and the Irish Merrow.  One can be seen off the shores of Copenhagen.  FTP, name these mythical sea-women, one of which was played by Daryl Hannah in Splash.

Mermaids

11) Inspiring both a Pittsburgh industrial band and an Italian graphic novel by Guido Crepax, one version features illustrations by Salvador Dali.  This 1870 novel has been adapted for film several times and was the title of a Velvet Underground song.  FTP, name this work about a man name Severin who forces his wife Wanda into a contract in which she enslaves him, a novel by Leopold von Sacher-Masoch.

Venus in Furs

12) The first eleven or twelve bits in each frame are all ones, for synchronization purposes. The next two bits indicate whether Version 1, 2, or 2.5 are used; and the next two bits define which layer is used. The entire header is 32 bits long, and the remaining bits encode things like sampling frequency, stereo versus mono, and bit rate. Certain frames may have a variable bit rate, which means that a longer slice of sound can be fit into the same piece of data. FTP, name this popular digital music format that can be played in your iPod.

MP3 or MPEG Audio Layer 3
13) Currently covering 1,095 sq. km., it has grown in size by 60 square-kilometers between the years 1851 and 1997.  The major island, Victoria, is only 78 square-kilometers, but there are over 200 other smaller islands.  More than 70 percent is countryside, yet the population density is over 6,000 persons per square-kilometer.  FTP name this Special Administrative Region, whose largest area is taken up by the New Territories.

Hong Kong

14) Its per capita GNP is $2,266, equaling Russia as the 77th richest country in the world - at least, according to economist Edward Castronova. He made this observation by calculating the black market exchange rate between US dollars and its native currency, the platinum piece. Its inhabitants have an effective wage of US $3.40/hour because the more powerful equipment and platinum pieces they gain from slaying monsters like bixies, Klaknak drones, and Shraloks online can be converted to cash in the real world. FTP name this online world created by Sony and Verant Interactive that has been likened to crack for its addictive properties. 

Everquest or Norrath
15) Dr. Thomas C. Hales of the University of Pittsburgh courted controversy when the Annals of Mathematics decided to only publish the theoretical parts of the proof of this conjecture.  The journal Discrete and Computational Geometry published the computer sections, which convincingly confirmed in 1998 that the honeycomb was the most efficient way.  FTP, name this conjecture which looks for the most efficient way to pack oranges and other spheres.

Johannes Kepler Conjecture
[Ed. Note:  A pyramid is equally effective.]

16) In 1878, this poor Irish Catholic killed the three police sent to arrest him.  He then went on the lam, robbing banks and agitating politically.  In his spare time, when he was not trying to arm the Irish for a rebellion, he wrote to the newspapers and criticized the British.  In his final shootout, where he was shot in the knees, his gang wore homemade suits of armour.  FTP, name this Australian folk hero who died by hanging in 1880.

Ned Kelly
17) Described by Eric Alterman as the “most important reporter in America since 9/11,” he exposed Richard Pearle’s business dealings, causing Pearle to step down from his Bush Administration post.  Having written about the CIA’s role in the 1973 Chilean coup, Mobile Oil’s dealings in Kazakhstan, and the Israeli nuclear program, he was hired by the New York Times to rival the Washington Post’s coverage of Watergate.  In 2004, he wrote a series for the New Yorker on the Abu Ghraib prison scandal.  FTP, name this investigative journalist who won a Pulitzer in 1968 for writing about My Lai.

Seymour “Sy” Hersh
18) The architect behind the Salerno ferry terminal, she is noted for her works’ “sharp angles, flowing lines, and dramatic juxtapositions.”  Cardiff cancelled her opera house project, while Guangzhou, China, approved her opera house design there.  She was commissioned to design a Guggenheim for Taichung in Taiwan.  FTP, name this Iraqi architect, the first woman to win the Pritzker Prize.

Zaha Hadid
19) This Romantic poet died at age 37 after a duel with Georges d’Anthès, his wife’s supposed lover, though it was also rumored her lover was somewhat higher on the social scale. Much of his later poetry was influenced by his suspicion and jealousy aroused by her behaviour, as well as his lifelong radical political sentiments. FTP, name the poet dubbed Russia's Shakespeare.

Alexander Pushkin
20) Along with Brock Norman Brock, he wrote 2000’s Come as You Are, which has nothing to do with the band Nirvana.  A contributor to exclaim! and eye magazines, he was born Justin Stewart in Ontario.  He played himself in 1996’s The Blue Hermaphrodite and was The Hairdresser in 1991’s No Skin Off My Ass.  Scott Thompson of Kids in the Hall appeared in his homage to Fellini and fellatio, Super 8-1/2 [Super Eight and a Half].  FTP, name this homosexual pornographer with a gay name that would make Monty Python proud.

Bruce LaBruce (accept Brian Bruce)

21) According to Douglas Coupland, he is “a beer-drinking, eh-saying, gallunk who lives in his parents’ basement and watches cable tV while wearing a combination of hockey garb, huting gear and army surplus accessories.  He’s probably a night manager a the local Petrocan and genuinely lovews the cold and dark of winter.  He’s full of both goodwill and hockey statistics and even if he’s married, he somehow manages to continue living in his parents’ basement.”  FTP, name this Canadian demographic, best exemplified by the brothers Bob and Doug Mackenzie.

Hosers
22) The coastal city of Banjul is at the mouth of its namesake river, while the rest of the country is densely populated on the river’s flood plain.  Gaining its independence in 1965, the official language of this sub-Saharan West African nation is English.  Other cities in this country of 1.4-million people include Basse Santa Su, Sukula, Mansakanko, Serekunda, and Georgetown.  FTP, name the smallest country on the continent of Africa, which is surrounded on three sides by Senegal.

The Gambia
23) Featuring the restaurants Cantina de San Angel and Akershus, it includes a Test Track, Innoventions West, and Ice Station Cool.  People travel around it on the Monorail and can visit attractions such as Spaceship Earth, Mission: Space, and Future World.  FTP, name this Disney World theme park that is built around the World Showcase Lagoon.

Epcot Center or Experimental Prototype Community of Tomorrow
24) From south to north, Pacific, Drake, Davie, Helmcken, Nelson, Smithe, Robson, Georgia, Dunsmuir, Pender, Hastings, and Cordova are the streets.  From east to west the streets are Beatty, Cambie, Hamilton, Homer, Richards, Seymour, Granville, Howe, Hornby, Burrard, Thurlow, Bute and Jervis.  FTP, name this Canadian city whose downtown includes these streets and landmarks such as the Marine Building, Science World, and General Motors Place.
