1. The actress who provided her voice recently won a Tony Award for her role as the Lady of the Lake in “Spamalot.” In her original appearance, she slips on a banana peel and wakes up in Hell, where she must convince Teriyaki Yoko to fax her back to earth. She had earlier helped Chief Puddle put out a fire and learned to repeat the phrase “dojo, casino, it’s all in the mind” from Chop Chop Master Onion. In order to navigate her to the concert where she performs the song “No Cutting Corners” with drummer Ma-San and singer Katy in the band Milkcan, you must repeat sequences of buttons, where they will be played on screen by this aspiring guitarist. FTP, name this title character of a Playstation game that was a spinoff from Parappa the Rapper.

ANSWER: Um Jammer Lammy
2. This man’s posthumously published diary, Markings, surprisingly had no reference to his diplomatic career, but instead consisted of spiritual reflections. He is credited with coining the term “planned economy” during his teaching career, after which he served in his country's Ministry of Finance and as president of its national bank. In his most famous role, he negotiated the release of American POW’s after the Korean War and helped smooth over tensions in Lebanon and Jordan.  Along with Lester Pearson, he had also earlier helped resolve the Suez crisis. FTP name this Swede killed in a plane crash in Rhodesia, the second secretary general of the United Nations.
ANSWER: Dag Hammarskjold
3. It was originally called the Cathedral of the Intercession of the Virgin on the Moat, though its more famous name comes from a sixteenth century “fool-for-Christ” who is now buried there.  Its star-shaped plan contains nine chapels, the first eight of which each commemorate a successful assault by its patron on Kazan, and a famous statue of Minin and Pozharsky stands in a garden in front of this building. This creation of Postnik Yakovlev, who probably wasn't actually blinded after its completion, could accommodate few people inside, though, so outdoor services were conducted in Red Square on feast days. FTP identify this Russian Cathedral built by Ivan the Terrible that is famous for its onion domes.

ANSWER: St. Basil’s Cathedral
4. The audience only understands exaggerated fake deaths, one actor in this work explains—in fact, the one time a man really died on stage, no one believed it.  The protagonists fail to understand this any better than they do the appeal of the troupe’s pornographic plays, which always require poor Alfred to play the woman.  When not confusedly piecing together their surroundings, the titular characters play the game Questions or bet on the result of a spun coin, which comes up heads 85 times in a row in the opening scene. FTP name this play, the story of two friends called in by Claudius who meet an unfortunate fate at Hamlet’s hands, a work by Tom Stoppard.

ANSWER: Rosencrantz and Guildenstern are Dead
5. They work through the G protein and cyclic-AMP cascade, and the principal examples both consist of a highly conserved alpha chain as well as a structurally distinct beta chain for receptor specificity.  Melatonin may inhibit the release of their primary production stimulus, and a molecule called inhibin can inhibit their release.  Released at precise intervals of the human life cycle, these hormones variously stimulate Leydig, theca, and granulosa cells. FTP name this family of protein hormones secreted by the pituitary gland that affect the testes and ovaries, whose human chorionic variety complements luteinizing hormone and follicle stimulating hormone.

ANSWER: gonadotropins

6. Among this man’s many wives were a sister and a daughter of Kadashman-Enlil of Babylon and daughters of Shutarna II and Tushratta, kings of Mittani. His most famous wife, the daughter of Yuya, was Tiye, whose name is almost always found with his in inscriptions. His crown prince Thutmosis died before taking the throne, and Horemheb dated his own reign from this man’s death. His and his successor’s diplomatic correspondence in Akkadian cuneiform are known as the Amarna tablets. FTP identify this Pharaoh, often called the Magnificent, the father of Akhenaten.

ANSWER: Amenhotep III or Amenophis III or Amenhotpe III
7. The subject of a commentary by St. Bonaventure, it was comprised of four books of questions which systematically set out Christian doctrine. The orthodoxy of the explanation of the Trinity in Book I was debated and vindicated by the fourth Lateran Council, and in the second book the author develops Abelard’s notion that man inherits Adam’s penalty and not his guilt. Book IV’s treatment of the sacraments draws heavily on Gratian’s Decretum and Hugo of St. Victor. Although the University of Paris objected to eight specific propositions in the work, it nevertheless saw immense use. FTP identify this classic text of Medieval education written by Peter Lombard.

Answer: Sentences or Magister Sententiarum 
8. His manual of advice for country parsons, A Priest to the Temple, reflects the religious devotion which is also apparent in such works as “The Pearl,” a reference to a parable found in the gospel of Matthew, and “The Church-Floore,” a lesson in virtues that uses the metaphor of a building with God as its architect. He wrote, “I struck the board, and cry’d, No more ; I will abroad,” in “The Collar,” which appeared in a collection with four separate poems on affliction, three on love, and two on the Holy Scriptures. FTP, name this English Metaphysical poet whose works can be found in the 1633 volume The Temple.
ANSWER: George Herbert
9. This figure, whose epithets include Smintheus, or of the mouse, brought plague on the Greeks after Agamemnon refused to ransom the daughter of Chryses.   His son Aristaeus was a deity of husbandry and bee-keeping, and he accidentally killed a discus thrower with whom he had become infatuated.  He killed the satyr Marsays and the giant Tityus, as well as the large snake Python, after which he had to serve King Admetus for eight years as a cowherd.  He fathered Orpheus with Calliope and Asklepius with Coronus, and he was born on the floating island of Delos. More famously he was slighted by the Cumaean Sybil and ruined the prophet Cassandra. FTP identify this god who killed the children of Niobe with his sister Artemis, whose most famous shrine was at Delphi.

ANSWER: Apollo
10. One example of them has been applied to star-coloration in the construction of pyrotechnic fuels, but is more commonly used as a food processing coagulant and as a water-soluble glue. Characterized by shorter chain length than other carbohydrates, they are optically active and so can be used as resolving agents for synthetic chiral molecules, but their most common use in analysis is as a toroidal separatory matrix for hydrophobic compounds. FTP identify this class of carbohydrates produced by the hydrolysis of starch, so named for the “right-handed” monosaccharide on which their structure is based.

ANSWER: dextrins

11. Although the earliest part drew on a number of private collections, reforms by the same ruler required an updated issue some five years later, especially in matters of sociopolitical order. Most famously, Servitus Judaeorum limited Jewish civil and religious rights, declaring “they shall enjoy no honors,” and set the tone for European social policy toward Jews from then onward.  Consisting of the Novels, the Institutions, the Digests, and the Codex Constitutionum, FTP name this legal collection believed to have been rediscovered around 1070 CE during the Gregorian legal reform, which was compiled under Tribonian by order of a famous 6th century Byzantine Emperor.

ANSWER: Corpus Juris Civilis (accept Justinian Code)
12. While on display at the 1958 World’s Fair, it was vandalized by an overzealous fan who ripped off a corner. Though its composer likely did not intend the repetition of an early fugue as the conclusion to this composition, this recycling allowed the work to be completed hurriedly for its commissioner, the Count von Walsegg-Stuppach.  While the legend that its composer sang from this piece during the last hours of his life is probably apocryphal, it is true that it was the last work by that composer and was completed only part way through the "Lacrymosa" when he died. FTP, name this choral and orchestral piece in D Minor that was completed by Franz Sussmayer after the death of its Austrian composer. 

ANSWER: Mozart's Requiem in D Minor 

13. The Boris Dyakov novel They Endured was an undisguised polemic against this work. Minor characters include a pair of inseparable Estonians, the Ukrainian youth Gopchik, and the former naval captain Buinovsky. More prominent are Tiurun, the squad commander of the 104th, and Alyosha the Baptist. The title character escaped from a German POW camp, though was later charged with treason, and his prized possessions are a homemade spoon and a stolen trowel he uses in his construction work on a power plant. FTP identify this novel about Shukov, an inmate in the Soviet Gulag, written by Alexander Solzhenitsyn. 

Answer: One Day in the Life of Ivan Denisovich 
14. This period gets its alternate name from its characteristic key-shaped mounds. During it, kings ruled at Naniwa, modern Osaka, and the legendary first emperor Jimmu is said to have settled in its namesake region. It saw the adoption of the Seventeen Articles, as well as the introduction of Confucianism, Buddhism, and writing via the Korean kindgom of Baekje.  Lasting from about 250 to 700 CE, it followed the Yayoi period.  Also sometimes called the Kofun period, FTP identify this period of Japanese History, which lent its name to the largest battle ship ever built during World War II.
ANSWER: Yamato Period (accept Kofun before read)
15. It was independently formulated in Switzerland, England, and Austria during the late 19th century, but the rediscovery of a Prussian text led to H. H. Gossen’s credit to authorship. A notable exception to it is the diamond-water paradox, discussed in The Wealth of Nations, that whereas all-essential water is relatively cheap, diamonds are extremely expensive despite being frivolous and unnecessary.  It was championed by the likes of Stanley Jevons, Carl Menger, and Alfred Marshall, who reconciled its focus on demand with the classical focus on supply with his partial equilibrium analysis. FTP name this concept of decision theory that examines the economic value arising from the consumption of an additional unit of a good or service.

ANSWER: marginalism (accept marginal utility)

16. Inspired by the region of St. Tropez, members of this movement painted such works as Restaurant de la Machine at Bougival, View of L’Estaque, The Port of La Ciotat  and Boats at Collioure that drew from their surroundings.  Kees van Dongen applied it to sensual portraits of Parisian society, and Roul Dufy created a more ornamental version of it.  Also including the founder's student, Maurice Vlaminck, and the early work of Georges Braque, they exhibited their works each year at the Salon D'automne starting in 1905.  FTP identify this art movement that was given its name by the critic Louis Vauxcelles, best known for works such as The Green Stripe and The Joy of Life by its founder, Henri Matisse.

ANSWER: Fauvism or Les Fauves
17. One application of it computes the exact cumulative work performed by the compression and expansion cycles of a Carnot engine, though this is done using a set of equivalent parametric equations to represent each step of the cycle. Discovered posthumously by Lord Kelvin in a set of unpublished manuscripts, it requires a curve to be smooth and closed and the bounded region to be continuously differentiable, making it a special case of Stokes’ theorem. FTP identify this theorem relating the double integral of a planar region to a line integral around that region.

ANSWER: Green’s theorem

18. David Livingstone used this area as a reconnaissance point for his second and third journeys into the African interior. Mainly inhabited by the Zambian Lozi people, it is traversed in the west by the Okavango River, and to its south and southwest are the Kwando-Chobe River system and Botswana. Named for the German chancellor from 1890 to 1894, the area extends eastward to the Zambesi River, and its width varies from 20 to 65 miles. FTP name this long, narrow extension of Namibia. 

ANSWER: Caprivi Strip
19. After studying philosophy at the University of Marburg, this philosopher moved to Heidelberg to write a dissertation on the Augustinian concept under the direction of Karl Jaspers. A planned trilogy, Life of the Mind, was left incomplete at her 1975 death, and she caused a stir in 1961 with a book "on the Banality of Evil" which arose from her coverage of the trial of Adolf Eichmann. Most famous for attempting to trace the roots of communism and fascism and their link to anti-semitism, --for 10 points-- name this German-American philosopher, a student of Martin Heidegger and author of The Origins of Totalitarianism. 

ANSWER: Hannah Arendt
20. One character whistles Lillibullero and spent much of his day on a bowling green, where he reenacted such events as the siege of Namur. The title character's father had been engaged in relating a story of the German Slawkenbergius, a character who had a physical malady that would be similar to that of the main character, a malady that came about when a Dr. who had written a history of midwifery mistook a hip for his head, leading to a mishap with a forceps. This error of Dr. Slop caused the character to be born with a flattened nose; his older brother Bobby died at Westminster school. FTP, name this multi-volume tale whose characters include Walter and Uncle Toby, a nine-volume work that ends in midsentence and relates The Life and Opinions of the title character, as told by Laurence Sterne.

ANSWER: Tristram Shandy

1. Answer the following concerning BCS theory of superconductivity FTPE.

[10] One of the keys to BCS theory is the formation of these boson-like states from electrons near the Fermi level.

ANSWER: Cooper pairs

[10] The electrons in Cooper pairs are coupled to the lattice through interactions with these, the quanta of lattice vibration.

ANSWER: phonons

[10] The evidence for the interaction of electrons with the lattice first came from this phenomenon, discovered in mercury, whereby the critical temperature for superconductivity depended on the mass of the mercury atoms.

ANSWER: isotope effect

2. Answer the following about the year of the four emperors FTPE.

[10] This emperor, whose construction of his Golden House after a fire destroyed much of Rome had made him infamous, committed suicide in 68 A.D., beginning the year of the four emperors.

ANSWER: Nero
[10] This man was commanding Roman forces in Judea when Nero committed suicide. He left his son Titus to finish suppressing the Jewish Revolt and became the last emperor in the year of the four emperors.

ANSWER: Vespasian
[10] Name any other of the remaining three men who ruled in the year of the four emperors

ANSWER: Galba, Otho, or Vittelius
3. Street signs throughout Spain bore excerpts from a work that celebrated its 400th birthday last year. FTPE, answer the following questions about el ingenioso Don Quijote de la Mancha.

[10] What is the name of the old nag who serves as Don Quijote’s steed?

ANSWER: Rocinante
[10] Don Quijote convinces Sancho Panza to serve as his squire with the promise of what payment?

ANSWER: governorship of an island [accept governor or anything that seems to demonstrate knowledge of the answer in some way]

[10] Don Quijote enters into a cage of these sleeping animals and exits unharmed to declare himself their king.
ANSWER: lions

4. Answer the following concerning Congressional politics.

[10] This official, second in rank only to the leader of the majority or minority, works to ensure that legislators vote in accordance with the agenda of the party leadership.

ANSWER: whip
[10] Members of Congress with common legislative goals often form coalitions and task forces described by this six-letter word.

ANSWER: caucus
[10] Chosen as the longest-serving member of consecutive terms in the House of Representatives, this officer is responsible for swearing in the Speaker of the House.

ANSWER: Dean of the House of Representatives

5. Though he wrote a biography of his presidential namesake, Washington Irving published using a variety of fictitious pen names rather than his own. FTPE:

[10] Irving’s A History of New York was attributed to this Dutch-American scholar.

ANSWER: Dietrich Knickerbocker
[10] “Rip Van Winkle” appears in The Sketch Book of what other Irving alter-ego?

ANSWER: Geoffrey Crayon
[10] Washington Irving published a number of works under his own name, including a work titled after this landmark in Granada, Spain, where he visited while in the American Legion.

ANSWER: The Alhambra
6. Identify the following men associated with Napoleon FTPE.

[10] The former bishop of Autun, under Napoleon he held the titles of Grand Chamberlain, Vice-elector of the Empire, and Sovereign Prince of Benevento.  He had earlier famously dealt with Hauteval, Hottinguer, and Bellamy.

ANSWER: Charles Maurice de Talleyrand-Périgord
[10] He mediated Napoleon’s marriage of Maria Louise, and with Bismark was influential in the Karlsbad conferences. He also offered Napoleon peace terms that were denied.
ANSWER: Prince Klemens Lothar Wenzel Von Metternich
[10] This commander-in-chief of the Russian Army had to withdraw his troops after the indecisive battle at Borodino, but successfully forced Napoleon's army to retreat back through the land it ravaged.

ANSWER: Mikhail Kutuzov

7. It includes such pieces as “Holy Thursday,” “London,” “The Little Girl Lost,” and “The Little Girl Found.” FTPE:

[10] Identify this collection of poetry published in 1794 by William Blake

ANSWER: Songs of Innocence and Experience
[10] This 1790 Blake work begins with “The Argument” and ends with a chorus which declares “everything that lives is Holy.”

ANSWER: The Marriage of Heaven and Hell
[10] The Song of Los is the third in a series of these, the first two of which concern America and Europe.

ANSWER: Prophecies (or prophecy)

8. FTPE identify the gland whose defect causes each of the following diseases.

[10] Diabetes insipidus

ANSWER: posterior pituitary gland (prompt on pituitary)

[10] Graves-Basedow disease

ANSWER: thyroid gland

[10] acromegaly

ANSWER: anterior pituitary gland (prompt on pituitary)

9. The Prado is home to Velázquez, El Greco and Goya, but it also contains an impressive collection of works by non-Spanish painters. FTPE:

[10] One version of this 15th century Italian’s Annunciation depicts Adam and Eve being cast out of the Garden of Eden to the left of the main scene.

ANSWER: Fra Angelico 

[10] This Bosch triptych featuring some crazy scenes, including giant fruit, now resides in the Prado, but Philip II kept it in his apartment at the Escorial during his lifetime.

ANSWER: The Garden of Earthly Delights
[10] He painted an equestrian portrait of Holy Roman Emperor Charles V preparing for an attack on Mühlberg.

ANSWER: Titian or Tiziano Vecellio

10. Identify the following Rightly guided caliphs from a description FTPE.
[10] This father-in-law of Mohammed, who according to legend was the first convert to Islam, was the first caliph.

ANSWER: Abu Bakr
[10] This general and right hand man of Mohammed succeeded Abu Bakr, and under him the caliphate expanded to include Palestine, Egypt, and most of the Sassanid Empire.

ANSWER: Umar
[10] This cousin and son-in-law of Mohammed, who was the last of the rightly guided Caliphs, was assassinated in 661, and his younger son Hussein was killed at the Karbala pass in 680, which led to the formation of the Shiites. 

ANSWER: Ali
11. Perhaps using your knowledge of Sibelius as well, identify the following about Finnish mythology FTPE.

[10] This book of traditional Finnish tales, compiled by Elias Lonnrot, is considered the Finnish National Epic, and is the basis for most of Sibelius’ tone poems.

ANSWER: The Kalevala
[10] Sibelius wrote a choral symphony about this tragic character, who accidentally seduces his sister, then kills his uncle, then himself.
ANSWER: Kullervo
[10] Sibelius wrote a suite about this Finnish trickster god who was cut into pieces then put back together by his mom.  He is also the holder of the magic sampo.
ANSWER: Lemminkainen
12. Answer the following concerning the education of Bart Simpson FTPE.

[10] Following his expulsion by Principal Skinner for grand theft tractor, Bart applies his home-schooling to debunk an inconsistent legend concerning this town founder.

ANSWER: Jebediah Springfield
 [10] Bart’s lack of familiarity with cursive writing and long division place him in the remedial Leg-Up Program after Homer moves the family to a suburb in order to accept a job under Hank Scorpio at this company.

ANSWER: Globex Corporation

[10] A bullhorn prank during a field trip to the Springfield Police Station leads to Bart’s arrest and convinces Homer and Marge to enroll Bart in this military school, which Lisa promptly demands to join as well.

ANSWER: Rommelwood Academy
13. Dead French writers FTPE:

[10] His novel about the impotent Octave, Armance, was not translated for more than a century, but he created some characters people did respond to, like the melancholic Lucien Leuwen, the hate-filled Mdme. De Renal, and the opportunistic Julien Sorel.

ANSWER: Stendhal or Marie-Henri Beyle
[10] Linda Lewis wrote about how this author of Consuelo birthed the modern female kuntslerroman with said work. Another work focused on the wife of the prick Delmare, Indiana, and the recently re-apprised Lelia.

ANSWER: George Sand or A.A-Lucile Dupin

[10] This author spent twenty years working on the mammoth, incomplete, Lieutenant-Colonel de Maumort, and wrote some plays on sexual dysfunction, like Un Taciturn; however, he won the Nobel on the strength of his six-volume realist saga centering on the Thibault family.

ANSWER: Roger Martin or du Gard
14. First it was a computer game, then it was a Facebook group, now it is a bonus. Identify the following about the Oregon Trail. FTPE

[10] One of the end points of the trail was this fur-trading city at the mouth of the Columbia River named for the great grand father of the richest man on the Titanic.

Answer: Astoria
[10] This namesake of a Colorado mountain declared the Great Plains uninhabitable after an 1806 expedition, which few people heeded.

Answer: Lt. Zebulon Pike
[10] The chief pass through the Rockies used by those on the trail was this directionally named pass in Wyoming.

Answer: South Pass

15. Answer the following about Chinese philosophical schools FTPE.
[10] The Han Feizi is the principle text of this harsh philosophy, advocated by Shangzi, which claimed that the authority of the king came from his position and not his competence, and ignored moral considerations.
ANSWER: Legalism
[10] The Chuang-tzu and Lieh-tzu are two of the principle texts of this philosophical school, which included Zhuangzi and its founder, Lao-tzu.

ANSWER: Daoism or Taoism
[10] This Confucian scholar had a populist ideal for politics and believed that human nature is inherently good.  His interpretations, as related by a self-titled text, form much of the basis of orthodox Confucianism
ANSWER: Mencius or Meng-tzu or Mengzi
16. Identify the following from the field of astrobiology FTPE.

[10] The probability that extraterrestrial life exists is approximated by this seven-variable function.

ANSWER: Drake equation (accept Green Bank equation or Sagan equation)

[10] The first formalized message sent into space as a communication meant for extraterrestrials was named for and transmitted to commemorate the 1974 remodeling of this radio telescope.

ANSWER: Arecibo
[10] The reconciliation of the Drake equation with the lack of physical evidence of extraterrestrials was crystallized by an eponymous paradox proposed by this Italian scientist.

ANSWER: Enrico Fermi
17. Identify the following about a central work in Orthodox Judaism FTPE.

[10] This name is given to the compilation of the written law created by Rabbi Judah the Prince in the second century.

ANSWER: Mishnah
[10] Rabbis Hiyya and Oshaiah created this less authoritative rival to the Mishnah.

ANSWER: Tosefta
[10] This is the name is given to the two authoritative compendiums of commentaries, or gemara, on the Mishna. 

ANSWER: Talmud
18. Answer the following about repeated names in One Hundred Years of Solitude FTPE.

[10] The founder of Macondo and head of the Buendía clan, this man’s two names get passed down to three descendants who are “impulsive and enterprising” though marked by tragedy.

ANSWER: José Arcadio
[10] Thanks to the revolutionary Colonel and his wandering travels, 21 different characters all share this name and a withdrawn nature.

ANSWER: Aureliano
[10] The first woman of this name marries and dies still a child, the second was known as “the beauty,” and the third enters a convent after her lover is killed

ANSWER: Remedios

19. For ten points each, provide the multiplicities (e.g. singlet, doublet, etc.) of the given proton peaks in the following proton NMR environments.

[10] methyl protons in propane 

ANSWER: triplet
[10] methylene protons in butane

ANSWER: sextet
[10] methyl protons in tert-butyl ether

ANSWER: singlet
20. He got his start on “Studio One” and other tv shows before directing his first feature, an adaption of a “Studio One” script. FTPE:

[10]] First, name the director of “12 Angry Men,” as well as the post-Holocause “The Pawnbroker” and the dark media satire “Dog Day Afternoon.”

ANSWER: Sidney Lumet
[10] Though not as good as “The Wiz,” this Lumet film centers on the descent into madness of anchorman Howard Beale, and the station that turns his furious diatribes into the third highest-rated show on T.V., behind its own “The Mao Tse-Tong Hour.”

ANSWER: Network

[10] This writer of Network’s screenplay also started in television, where he wrote the teleplay “Marty,” which he later polished for the screen. He was the highest paid writer in Hollywood after writing “Paint Your Wagon” and “The Hospital,” and he wrote a play about the search for a prayer quorum entitled “The Tenth Man.”

ANSWER: Paddy Chayefsky
